Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of July 8, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.

     St. Joseph the Worker Church re: use of pavilion at no fee on Saturday, September 13.
Mayor Bundra reported copy of joint safety committee minutes to all, next meeting Wednesday, August 20 at 2:45 pm.  Attending August 13 meeting of County Commissioners along with Ed Pany, Howard Leiberman and Jerry Kuch; Lou Jany could not attend; to discuss future of Kilns.  Preliminary prints prepared for new garage if any members would like to review.  Sodl questioned “self-assessment checklist” completed by safety committee; will negative responses be addressed by committee in future, should be working to change the “nos” to “yeses”.  Mayor agreed, committee will be reviewing for improvement areas.  Sodl questioned if borough is in 100% compliance with OSHA requirements and if same is needed.  Solicitor Preston responded to this concern later in meeting, stating that as borough government, do not need to be 100% OSHA compliant.
Solicitor Preston had nothing new to report.   
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl stated repeater antennae system is installed and running.  Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for July, 2014, 6 health permits issued with 6 new code violations, 23 ongoing and 17 resolved.  
Royer reported rental property being cleaned and prepped to rent again.  Tot Lot sign could be here by end of this week, copy of sign shown to all members.
Burker reported pool season nearing end; Coplay Sports party went well.  Family karaoke night scheduled for Saturday, August 16 from 6-9 pm, last Zumba class on Monday, August 18 – due to success of this program planning to increase to 2x per week next season, and last date pool is open is Sunday, August 24 during Community Days – last hour is bring your dog to the pool.  Bodish stated,  heard Milander’s sold business, will this effect concession stand or will he be finishing season.  Burker responded heard same, however not approached by Milander re: concession stand, same will stay open until end of season.  
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
Bodish reported sanitation pickups steady, recycling collections are heavy.  Yard Waste facility Grinding Acres closed, for now taking yard waste/grass clippings to old County site in Schnecksville; will work on new permanent vendor over winter months.  Public works preparing for Community Days festival.  Burker commented Public works employees have been very cooperative and helpful in preparations.

Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to approve lease of Coplay Parkway, as well as Coplay Parkway Pavilion, to Coplay Community Days for festival event on August 22, August 23 and August 24, 2014 from 12 – 10 pm daily – carried.
Building inspector report for July, 2014 read by Secretary.  
Motion by Burker, second by Royer to approve police, building, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for July, 2014 as presented to council – carried.
