93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of April 12, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: executive session on Library, what will discussion be regarding?  Mann responded no comments at this time.  Questioned if funding from school district will be discussed?  Mann responded will be part of discussion.  Questioned if council will be reconvening for motions after executive session?  Mann responded not known at this time, depends.  Questioned if borough will allocate funding for Library?  Mann responded unknown.
Melissa Kucherich, 21 N 6th St., requesting executive meeting with council to discuss hiring at pool.  Solicitor questioned if discussion was regarding personnel.  Ms. Kucherich responded yes.  Solicitor reported that council as whole could agree to executive session for personnel.  Mann polled members, all agreed, executive session for personnel added to agenda.
Reading of correspondence:  
Karen Shields re: appointment to Coplay Library Board.  
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor had nothing to report.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported streets department normal operations.  CDBG curb cut bid submitted to County for approval of 15 curb cuts, should be opened at June meeting.  Per Engineer Stewart, 7th Street paving should be in June and will meet to determine costs for Chestnut Street and Coplay Sports repairs.  
Mazur read April, 2011 criminal and traffic reports.  Watch for suspicious activity and contact police immediately with any concerns.  
Piskula read April, 2011 health report.  Mostly abandoned vehicles on listing, checking into same.  Questioned Fire Chief Buskaritz re: website.  Chief responded department does not have website.  Piskula questioned MANTA and information emails she continues to receive.  Chief responded does not know what MANTA is, never heard of same.  Piskula will forward copies of emails received for review by Chief Buskaritz.  
Bodish reported driver Ed Wechsler still out, no date for return at this time.  Spoke with Ed McCray of Horwith Trucks re: billing received for new garbage truck, explained borough will not pay anything until truck has been received, inspected and approved.  Met with sanitation committee, as of June will be changing collection of yard waste and grass from Wednesdays to Fridays, requests letters sent to all residents on same, post on Recreation & Welfare sign by Giant gas station if possible, post on website and requested Mr. Cmil of Whitehall-Coplay Press include in article.
Bundra read April, 2011 fire report, 30 incidents year to date.  Read April, 2011 Fireman’s Relief Association report, balance as of 4/30/11 is $21,394.50.  On 5/21/11 Fire and EMA will be holding joint coin toss at North 2nd and Chestnut Streets.  Bodish questioned time of coin toss.  Chief Buskaritz responded from 8 AM to 4 PM.  Bundra continued, roof leaks at fire building have been repaired by PWD Pavelko, alarm system is now working and generator test went well.  Safety report, met with public works employees on 4/11 and joint safety committee meeting on 4/20; implementing tagging system for tools needing repair, next joint safety committee meeting scheduled for 5/18 at 2:45 PM in borough office.  IRT report, annual 10K race fundraiser will be held on 5/15, next meeting at Whitehall Township building on 5/17 at 7 PM.  Work ongoing for caboose project, moving to site on Ruch Street.  Piskula questioned fund drive for fire department, how much received to date?  Bundra responded no report received to date, will check and report to council.  Bodish questioned time for caboose project completion?  Bundra responded will take quite some time, mostly for restoration of caboose itself, not preparation of site.
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Groller reported checking on sound system for council chambers, obtaining three bids.  Re: netting at cell tower, PWD Pavelko contacted SBA maintenance will be onsite in approximately 2-3 weeks, may be able to paint; also, wanted to make mention PWD Pavelko is only employee with access to area.  Concession stand and lifeguard hires are on agenda for approval this meeting.  With appointment of Ms. Shields, Library Board will be full board for first time in many years.  Bundra stated with SBA maintenance here should look at fence surrounding tower as repairs are needed there as well.  Groller will inform PWD Pavelko of same.
Mann reported current millage set up as 10.9 General Fund, 0.8 Emergency Services Fund and 0.5 Loan Account for total of 12.2 mills, according to auditor findings requested separate account established for Emergency Services Fund, as such Fire & Water and EMA will be handled together.  Also, looking to update all council committees, have been in place since 1960’s and do not necessarily still apply.  Dump truck has been paid in full and loan paid off six months ahead of schedule.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to hire Concession Stand – Dana Bachman, Zachary Downey, Courtney Dragovits, Ian Gyecsek, Ron Helman, Jr., James Humanick, Shannon Mann and Evan Olphin for the 2011 Pool Season – nay by Bundra and Piskula – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Piskula to approve use of Coplay Parkway Pavilion by Coplay Town Watch on 6/15 with no fee except $35 charge for cleaning if necessary – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to approve use of auditorium by Lehigh County Adult Probation on June 28, 2011 from 8 AM to 3 PM for training – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for April, 2011 as presented to council – carried.
