94th Council

Newly elected members of Council were sworn in prior to the meeting.
Secretary reported according to Borough Code, in the absence of the Mayor at the organization meeting, one of the members of council, chosen by the members present, shall preside.

Groller suggested Mazur, who was Vice-President of 93rd Council, be chosen to preside at organization meeting.  All members agreed.

Meeting called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Council Member Mazur.  He then led pledge of allegiance to the flag.  
Members of the 94th Council are: Louis L. Bodish, Joseph J. Bundra, Joseph J. Groller, William Leiner, Jr., Michael S. Mazur, Matthew Recker, and David S. Royer.
Council Member Mazur asked for nominations for president of the 94th Council.  Bundra was nominated by Leiner.  Bundra would not accept nomination.  Bodish was nominated by Groller.  Nominations were closed.  Roll call vote for Bodish resulted in 6 yeas by Bundra, Groller, Leiner, Mazur, Recker and Royer, and 1 abstention by Bodish.  Bodish was elected President of the 94th Council.

Council Member Mazur asked for nominations for vice-president of the 94th Council.  Groller was  nominated by Bundra.  Nominations were closed.  Roll call vote for Groller resulted in 6 yeas by Bodish, Bundra, Leiner, Mazur, Recker and Royer, and 1 abstention by Groller.  Groller was elected Vice-president of the 94th Council.
Council Member Mazur turned the meeting over to Council President Bodish.
Hearing of persons present:

Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., suggesting appointment of Pro Tem to run meetings in the absence of Council President and Vice-President.  Discussion by members, agreed to appoint Pro Tem.  

Council President Bodish asked for nominations for Pro Tem of the 94th Council.  Bundra was nominated by Leiner.  Bundra would not accept nomination.  Recker was nominated by Leiner and Royer was nominated by Groller.  Roll call vote for Recker resulted in 1 yea by Leiner, 5 nays by Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur and Royer, and 1 abstention by Recker.  Roll call vote for Royer resulted in 5 yeas by Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur and Recker, 1 nay by Leiner and 1 abstention by Royer.  Royer was elected Pro Tem of the 94th Council.

Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to reappoint Sandra A. Gyecsek as Borough Treasurer – nay by Leiner - carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller  to reappoint James F. Preston as Borough Solicitor – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Leiner to reappoint Keystone Consulting Engineers as Borough Engineer – nay by Bundra - carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to reappoint Vincent Genovese as Police Chief – carried. 
Motion by Bundra, second by Mazur to reappoint David Buskaritz as Fire Chief and Darren Schleicher and Matthew Buskaritz as Assistant Chiefs – carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1348
A resolution setting time and day of week to hold workshop meeting at 7:00 p.m. on 1st Tuesday of month and regular meeting at 7:00 p.m. on 2nd Tuesday of month.

Motion by Leiner, second by Mazur to adopt Resolution No. 1348.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1349
A resolution designating Northampton Branch of First Northern Bank & Trust (formerly The First National Bank of Palmerton) as depository for all Borough funds.  

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to adopt Resolution No. 1349.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1350
A resolution authorizing President or Vice-president, Secretary or Assistant Secretary and Treasurer or Assistant Treasurer to sign checks issued against various funds of the borough.

Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to adopt Resolution No. 1350.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas 1 nay by Leiner.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1351
A resolution appointing Jeffry P. Deutsch as Delinquent Tax Collector for the Borough of Coplay.  

Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to adopt Resolution No. 1351.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1352
A resolution establishing garbage rates for 2012 to remain at $260 per year for regular households and $220 for senior citizen households with a discount of 10% allowed if paid by March 31, 2012.  Rates for business establishments will range from $330 to $3,630 per year with same 10% discount.

Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to adopt Resolution No. 1352.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

At this time, Leiner congratulated Recker and Royer on their election to borough council.

Also, Bodish requested discussion to determine date for special meeting to appoint Mayor.  Discussion by members resulted in Wednesday, January 25, 2012 at 7 PM, all members available.  Motion at regular meeting to approve.
As there was no additional business to conduct a motion to adjourn meeting was made by Leiner, second by Mazur.
