Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Mazur, Piskula and Royer as well as Mayor Milander, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Groller and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present: 
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., commenting on fire trucks being parked in public works garage and neighbors in area were not notified of same.  Also, Northwest school van goes through alley, near her garage, and makes left onto South 4th Street, this van should be notified of fire vehicles in area as well.  
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.  
PWD Pavelko reported two callouts for salting, two loads for total of 50 tons of salt received, finishing work on 38 South 4th Street, fire department building upgrades helping with organization of contractors, repaired lighting at cell tower, three stop signs lost during wind storms and repaired, permanent signs at fire building attached, no parking signs installed, gutter and curb cleaning of leaves with from storms, truck maintenance needed after initial salt call out with same repaired and water line blowout on Chestnut Street New Year’s Eve called out for traffic control.  
Chief Genovese reported end of year report will be prepared for review by council at February workshop meeting, initial numbers look good for year.  
Chief Buskaritz read December, 2010 fire report, year to date incidents at 75 for 2010.  Fire trucks are housed at public works until renovations are complete, all firefighters know to pull out slowly from municipal building and alley due to increased traffic and always exit using 5th Street only.  Has some concerns with contractors.  Mann stated to submit list to him to forward to Engineer Hausman.  At this time, Bundra stated he is checking on renovations progress, what are Chief Buskaritz’ concerns.  Chief Buskaritz responded no concerns with work being done, more with use of fire equipment.
Secretary reported next Lehigh County COG meeting scheduled for Tuesday, February 8 from 12-2 PM any members interested in attending should notify office.  Received information on PSAB Annual Conference in Hershey on April 10-13, can attend day or individual seminars, any members interested in reviewing please notify office.     
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Boards & Commissions – Received letters of interest for appointments to two open seats on Zoning Hearing Board from:

 Michael Hertzog of 31 S 3rd St. is currently employed as operator with I.U.O.E. Local 542 and has worked in construction entire life with experience in blue prints, job sites, carpentry, excavation, site prep, grades and layouts.  Mann asked if Mr. Hertzog was present.  Mr. Hertzog approached council, Mann asked reason for interest, responded lived in Coplay long enough time to take interest in community and to make sure things are done properly.  No further questions by other members.  Motion at regular meeting.

Michael Perl of 144 S 2nd St. is currently employed as corrections officer with Lehigh County Prison and has 10 years experience in construction.  Mann asked if Mr. Perl was present.  Mr. Perl approached council, Mann questioned reason for interest, responded interested in helping community with positive development.  No further questions by other members.  Motion at regular meeting.

Ordinance re: Board of Health.  Royer stated reviewed with Ron Helman suggests changes on page 8, #9. A. would like to see owner reside within 10 to 30 mile radius, not 60 mile radius, also page 11 “Certificate of Compliance” needs to be changed to Certificate of Occupancy.  Secretary stated spoke with Solicitor and explained we do not have Certificate of Compliance and that will be corrected, also per council discussions last year Code Enforcement Officer was to have been established in Ordinance to inspect all other health issues such as grass/weeds, garbage, etc. this was also explained to Solicitor and will be updated.  Ron Helman stated also page 9, #3 re: garbage, this should include statement that garbage should not be placed out for pick up more than 24 hours in advance.  Bodish questioned just curbside.  Helman stated all, even alleys unless in can.  Bodish stated sanitation committee will review during discussions re: mandatory recycling.
Ordinance re: Noise.  Attorney Molly Graver approached council for discussion of Noise Ordinance she prepared, same was reviewed.  Attorney Graver stated Ordinance was prepared with specifications needed for Saengerbund, it uses an identifiable standard decibel level not reasonableness, has defined hours for amplified noises, requires special permit exception can be issued for other hours which must be applied for and does not exceed three days in a year, and police are responsible for enforcement of Ordinance with Saengerbund purchasing any necessary equipment.  Also, decibel measurements would be taken at dwelling unit of complainant.  Explanation on determination to use 85 decibels as level was given by Attorney Graver.  Bundra questioned special permit process, before council for approval?  30 days prior to event?  Kevin Fritz of Saengerbund stated could give two month notice.  Chief Genovese suggested police department issue permit as they would be enforcing ordinance.  Piskula questioned meter used starts at 45 decibels and would go as high as 85 decibels.  Kevin Fritz responded that is correct, goes well over 85 decibels.  Mazur questioned what majority of complaints received were.  Attorney Graver responded parking complaints on Friday, minor complaints for noise and littering have also been received.  Mazur questioned if any complaints on Sundays for parking.  Attorney Graver responded no.  Mayor Milander questioned if police officer or security company stationed in area?  Chief Genovese responded no police, unable due to size of department.  Attorney Graver responded Saengerbund has considered private security.  Chief Genovese stated separate tack shift is on duty on Friday’s in addition to regular shift officer, also questioned what exactly 85 decibels sounds like and limiting days to Friday, Saturday and Sunday could affect American Club and Borough pavilions if rentals during week have music.  Attorney Graver agreed ordinance does address commercial properties and would include these pavilions.  Further discussion determined Chief Genovese will obtain decibel meter and along with police committee will meet at Saengerbund to determine what 85 decibels sounds like.  Bundra questioned if we should be including American Club in discussions, Chief Genovese will notify of same.  Kevin Fritz of Saengerbund asked to be included in meeting.  Mann stated police committee, with Chief Genovese and Kevin Fritz of Saengerbund will meet.  

Anne Killeen asked for comment, allowed by Mann.  Commented extending hours to 10 AM to 11 PM should be considered.  Kevin Fritz of Saengerbund stated their bylaws allow for no more than five hours of continuous music at any outside event.
Letter received from Planning Commission re: 57 North 5th Street proposed subdivision read by Secretary.  Mann questioned if new plans have been submitted.  Secretary responded not at this time.  No further questions by other members.

Letter from Dave Hausman of Liberty Engineering re: mechanical upgrades at fire building and extension requested by all three contractors until February 14, 2011.  Bodish questioned when fire trucks will be removed from public works garage.  Bundra stated will review during his report.  No further questions by members.  
Mayor Milander read December, 2010 traffic and criminal reports.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Street Department.  Light snow on December 26, no issue, more problems with wind.  NBMA water main break on December 31 on Chestnut Street, same repaired.  CWSA report, reorganization meeting was held, they are eliminating second vice chair and creating new community affairs officer.  
Mazur reported police department running smoothly and will work with Chief Genovese to review decibels. 

Piskula read December, 2010 health report.  Commented that any issues any council members have with her conduct should be discussed in public session in future.  

Bodish reported applications for sanitation worker being accepted until Friday, January 7.  Received letter from Lehigh County re: compost facility, same will remain open until June 30, committee discussion determined will use new facility beginning with tree collection and no longer use County compost facility.  New garbage truck has been ordered and should be here end of March beginning of April.  
Bundra reported progress of fire building upgrades reviewed with PWD Pavelko on Monday, January 3 on site.  New gas heater installed and online for social side, water heater for fire fighters installed, water heater for social side needed to be reordered, electrical work is approximately 65% complete once generator is received will just need to be hooked up and HVAC installation going well.  If any members have questions, please feel free to contact Bundra on same as he is checking progress.  PWD Pavelko added second water heater was delivered this date and should be installed this week, also, generator system is very complex.  Bundra agreed and expanded on generator, good maintenance program will be necessary.  Safety report, committee met on Wednesday, December 22 discussed overflow equipment area which is on hold and reviewing other ideas, Klement will receive flagger training previously approved by council on Friday, January 7, recommending priority list of needed vehicles and equipment from public works for future budgeting purposes.  Committee determines new bimonthly safety quote with same posted in garage area.  CPR and First Aid training scheduled for all employees.  Bundra questioned Bodish if new garbage truck will have radio installed.  Bodish responded no, will use handhelds.  Bundra stated committee recommending radios installed in all vehicles and purchase of new handhelds for better communication.  Held safety meeting this date with public works employees.  Piskula stated appreciates updates on fire building.  Mazur commented, agree with need for radios.  IRT report, workday this Saturday at 8 AM for clean up of debris from wind storms, cleaning up loop and North Whitehall extension.
Bodish added to report, trees will be collected next three Friday’s.
Groller was absent, no report.  

Mann reported shade tree advisory committee reviewed two trees at 1007 Center Street received estimate of $725 for removal of tree and stump and one tree at 26 North 4th Street at cost of $570; committee recommending removal of three trees, motion at regular meeting.  Would like to appoint committee for negotiations with teamsters of streets chair, sanitation chair and finance chair, i.e. Royer, Bodish and Mann.  Asked for nominations to chair committee, Bodish and Royer suggested Mann chair same, motion at regular meeting.  Requesting health license fees for Coplay Sports and Legion Baseball for 2011 be waived, no questions by members, motion at regular meeting.  Royer questioned if $725 cost was for removal of both trees at 1007 Center.  Mann responded correct.
Hearing of persons present:  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., commends Bundra for safety committee work.  CWSA report incomplete, board was quite rude at last meeting.  Re: electrical work at cell tower, this is liability issue, should not be doing same, should be repaired by tower owner.  Questioned Pres. Mann if Health Inspector has proper qualifications.  Mann responded yes.  Commented permits for music during week should not be necessary just use 10 PM cutoff for every night.  Bundra stated disc jockeys are also loud.  Chief Genovese responded this is considered amplified music and would be covered under ordinance.  Bodish questioned PWD Pavelko re: cell tower, not climbing same, just working on lighting.  PWD Pavelko responded correct.  Mann suggests review of agreement to answer questions.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., wires behind municipal building were being worked on, should receive more money if adding to cell tower on building.
