Piskula impressed with Chief Buskaritz’ report for 2008 incidents.  Read December, 2008 fire report.  Total of 110 incidents for year.  Questioned Buskaritz compared to 2007?  111 incidents in 2007.  Agrees with meeting as soon as possible to resolve fire company building situation, must not be prolonged.  All members agreed must be done in timely manner.
