Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Bundra.  He then led pledge of allegiance to the flag.  
Members of the 95th Council are: Louis L. Bodish, Stephen J. Burker, Joseph J. Groller, Bill Leiner, Jr., Carl Luckenbach, David S. Royer and Charles J. Sodl.
Mayor Bundra asked for nominations for president of the 95th Council.  Bodish was nominated by Luckenbach.  Nominations were closed.  Roll call vote for Bodish resulted in 6 yeas by Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl, 1 abstention by Bodish.  Bodish was elected President of the 95th Council.

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RESOLUTION NO. 1382
A resolution authorizing President or Vice-president, Secretary or Assistant Secretary and Treasurer or Assistant Treasurer to sign checks issued against various funds of the borough.

Motion by Burker, second by Royer to adopt Resolution No. 1382.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1383
A resolution appointing Jeffry P. Deutsch as Delinquent Tax Collector for the Borough of Coplay.  

Motion by Groller, second by Burker to adopt Resolution No. 1383.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1384
A resolution establishing garbage rates for 2014 to remain at $260 per year for regular households and $220 for senior citizen households with a discount of 10% allowed if paid by March 31, 2014.  Rates for business establishments will range from $330 to $3,630 per year with same 10% discount.

Motion by Burker, second by Leiner to adopt Resolution No. 1384.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.
