94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Recker, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Mazur was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from special meeting of December 17, 2012 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Deb Boylan and Johanna Billings, Whitehall-Coplay Press, announcing intention to record meeting.

Reading of correspondence: 
Coplay Library Board re: request for Resolution by council to place dedicated library tax question on May, 2013 ballot.

Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency re: Municipal EMC – Basic Certification completed by Coplay EMA Coordinator Timothy Keller.  
At this time Sodl questioned difference between a Resolution and gathering of signatures for library referendum ballot question.  Bodish explained only necessary to get signatures if council is unwilling to pass a Resolution allowing for the ballot question.
Mayor Bundra stated gave report at workshop meeting, added previously brought up Communities That Care program involvement, another meeting this week, speaking with residents also promoting involvement through Library, no one interested to date but will continue to seek participation.  CFC meeting next Monday, will attend.  Leiner questioned where the Communities that Care program meeting is being held.  Mayor Bundra responded at Penn State Extension on Dorney Park Road.
Solicitor Preston had no report.  
Engineer was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl stated read police and fire reports at workshop meeting, working on some maintenance issues at fire building, will speak with PWD Pavelko on same.  Read December, 2012 health report, 3 new, 8 ongoing and 5 resolved complaints.  
Royer reported normal operations in property.  Re: CWSA, John Schreiner in attendance to give status update on Allentown lease situation.  Mr. Schreiner stated city is trying to tie leasing of facilities and arbitration together although separate issues.  No answers have been received to questions asked to city re: lease.  Gave all members copy of CWSA resolution passed supporting ballot question by Allentown residents.  Signatories were invited separately and in partial groups to meetings with Allentown and some were not invited at all, trust becoming issue with these tactics.  Leiner questioned if ballot question can be placed on referendum without Allentown City council approval.  Schreiner responded doesn’t know for sure, but public sentiment should sway them.  Mayor Bundra stated all signatories should be sticking together, being united front.  Sodl questioned current agreement uses percentage would that change with lease.  Schreiner responded no, percentage would remain the same however the costs on which that percentage are paid would increase.  Also, EPA inflow and infiltration mandates which CWSA is working on diligently have been mostly ignored by Allentown with little work completed and will add to costs as well.  Bodish questioned if anyone has had meeting with Allentown.  Schreiner responded no. 
Recker had nothing to report.    
Groller reported normal operations in finance for month.  
Bodish reported Richard Bundra replacing retired employee Edward Wechsler as sanitation truck driver, Bundra’s position of senior laborer is posted in garage until January 18.  Christmas trees will be collected next two weeks and all else running smoothly.

Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to deny request received from Md7 lease consultant, authorized agent for Zayo Group, to modify the Right of Entry and Use Agreement on Coplay Borough property – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to appoint David Royer as Coplay representative on the IRT Commission, with Dale Donovan as alternate – Royer abstained – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to approve donation of $50 to Meals on Wheels of Lehigh County – carried.  
Motion by Sodl, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for December, 2012 as presented to council – carried.
