93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Groller, Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from special meeting of December 20, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Ronald Hacker, 50 S 3rd St., President of Commitment to Family and Community re: letter received from Lisa A. Pereira, same read.  Letter dated 1/11/11 from The Morning Call stated advertisement in bulletin was listed incorrectly as Coplay Fire Company was submitted and should have used CFC.  Also, letter from CFC to Council President Mann was read by Mr. Hacker, stating prior ads were not defiant or on purpose and there was never any malice with these actions.  Letter also requested meeting between CFC and borough council to discuss issues and clear any problems to move forward without further conflict and to carry out mission and serve community.  Mr. Hacker continued that not all involved realized importance of name change and disassociation from Coplay Fire Company name.  Mann questioned why this wasn’t done from beginning, if so would not be at this point.  Piskula questioned what is mission statement for CFC?  What has CFC done for community?  Mr. Hacker did not respond.  Mr. Hacker stated 2010 garbage fee, as referenced in Ms. Pereira’s letter, has been paid.  Mann questioned when?  Mr. Hacker did not know what date garbage was paid.  Piskula stated members of council worked diligently to settle issue and put agreement in place, yet CFC continued to go against agreement and cause embarrassment and be defiant of agreement.  Bodish questioned last advertisement in Morning Call, why couldn’t Commitment to Family and Community be spelled out?  Mr. Hacker stated did not know, he does not do advertising.
Charles Sodl, 2 Magna Dr., would like council to agree to invitation from CFC to meet, agrees agreement was violated by CFC but questions what community would gain from shutting CFC down.  Piskula questioned what has CFC done for community since lease was signed?  Mr. Sodl stated not here to talk on behalf of CFC but to state need of CFC in community.  Solicitor Preston stated statements by Piskula correct, effort made by this council to finalize agreement and main concern of council was to make sure CFC was not in any way associated with Coplay Fire Company.  Solicitor questioned if using name with acronym of CFC was to continue association with Coplay Fire Company.  Sodl responded yes, initials were used to tie into past, even though he is not a member of CFC, use of initials is good for marketing, but should not have continued to include Coplay Fire Company.  Piskula questioned why Mr. Sodl is not a member of CFC.  Mr. Sodl responded unable due to other obligations.  Mann questioned Mr. Sodl if he agrees that CFC breached lease.  Mr. Sodl responded yes, no question.  Bundra questioned if Mr. Sodl was involved in renaming.  Mr. Sodl stated was there during conversations, but not directly involved in renaming.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor had no report.  
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in street department, preparing vehicles for upcoming snow storm.  Housing Committee report, updated business privilege/operating license forms showing results from landlords who otherwise were not completing proper paperwork.  

Mazur was absent, no report.  
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Piskula stated health report read at workshop meeting, nothing further to report.  
Bodish reported sanitation running smoothly.  Solid waste tonnage down overall for 2010 with recycling tonnage increasing.  Committee will look at possible mandatory recycling ordinance.  Twenty-eight applications were received for sanitation laborer position, committee will begin interviews shortly.  Spoke with PWD Pavelko re: callouts for snow plowing, both agreed that Streets department employees, including PWD Pavelko will be called out first for plowing with sanitation employees called out second if needed.  

Bundra read December, 2010 fire report.  75 incidents total for 2010.  Attended first meeting of fire department, 9 volunteers in attendance, meeting went well.  Fire department has applied for and received grant from OSFC.  Planning to inventory equipment, etc. in February.  Work being done at building going well considering three separate contractors are involved.  Safety committee report,  council representatives are Bundra – Chair, Royer and Bodish, than there is Joint Safety Committee with five members, two from council and three employees that meet monthly.  Also, meet monthly with public works employees and discuss one safety topic per month.  Can never overdo safety.  Current issue is radios in all vehicles, two are needed along with improved handhelds and still trying to modify setup for plowing in small dump truck to improve safety of vehicle.  IRT report, gates must be installed per PennDOT regulations at all crossings for safety reasons.  Coplay has one crossing, installation of gate along with signage will cost approximately $5,000 - $6,000 at each crossing.
Groller was absent, no report.   
Mann reported change to Streets committee, Mazur will be replaced by Bodish.  
Unfinished Business:  None.
New Business:

Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to appoint Michael Hertzog to Coplay Zoning Hearing Board with term ending 12/31/12 – carried.  
Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to appoint Michael Perl to Coplay Zoning Hearing Board with term ending 12/31/13 – carried. 
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve recommendation from David Hausman of Liberty Engineering to extend time of completion for all prime contracts in regard to fire department mechanical systems upgrades to February 14, 2011 – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve removal of two shade trees at 1007 Center Street and one shade tree at 26 North 4th Street at total cost of $1,295.00 as recommended by Shade Tree Advisory Committee – Piskula voted nay – Bodish abstained – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve negotiation committee of Mann – Chair, Royer and Bodish to negotiate with Teamsters Local 773 representing public works employees – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to waive fee for 2011 Health License for Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Bundra to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for December, 2010 as presented to council – Bundra voted nay as, due to his own fault was unable to pick up copy of report from office prior to this evenings meeting – carried.

Resolutions and Ordinances:  None.

Bodish stated would not mind attending meeting.  No further comments by members.  Solicitor prepared motion.  Piskula questioned who of council would attend, committee or all members?  Mann suggested committee.  Piskula recommended full council.  Secretary stated would need to advertise as special meeting if all members in attendance.  Piskula stated would like all members to attend and have open public meeting on same.  Royer agreed with open meeting.  Bundra agreed with open meeting.  Bodish did not have opinion on meeting set up.  Mann allowed Sodl comments.  Sodl stated agrees with open meeting concept to bring all out and allow public interaction as well.  Motion changed accordingly.
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve special meeting with Commitment to Family and Community and authorize borough secretary to contact Mr. Hacker to set date of same – carried.
