93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Mayor Milander and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from special meeting of December 21, 2009 and reorganization meeting of January 4, 2010 as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., presented Mann with letter, read same requesting council consideration to appoint himself to positions of assistant borough secretary and assistant borough treasurer, listed work experience and other attributes that would make him ideal for positions.  Resolution at reorganization meeting mentioned positions, but no one appointed to them.  Requesting he be appointed to both positions at this time.  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., at Whitehall Township meeting, Mayor Hozza reported received request for copies of meeting minutes on behalf of borough council.  Polled members as to who knew of request, same answered.  Mann stated same on agenda for motion and discussion.  Miller stated should have been discussed prior to request.  Mann responded request not followed through, awaiting vote this evening.  Miller gave final report on CWSA December meeting as previous council liaison for same and unable to attend final December meeting of council.

Jeffry P. Deutsch re: turn over outstanding 2009 borough garbage fees to collection agency.
Michael P. Miller re: Coplay Planning Commission.
Mayor reported new police vehicle placed into service, no further report.   
Solicitor had no report.    
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported streets department doing normal operations.  Interviewed two applicants to replace Terence Kuchera, who replaced Joseph Roguski, as this was emergency situation hired Roy Bigley, Jr. who started on 1/4/10, motion on same this evening.  CDBG grant for 40 additional handicapped curb cuts with detectable warning tiles, advertising 1/14/10 with bid opening at 2/2/10 workshop and awarding at 2/9/10 regular meeting.  Work must be completed by 6/1/10 per CDBG.  Housing committee report, received request from CWSA re: clear water infiltration into sewer system through drain pipes, basement drains and sump pumps, Helman will review for same while inspecting for CO’s and provide quarterly report on same.  CWSA is being asked to provide this information from PA DEP.
Mazur reported next public meeting for Comprehensive Plan scheduled for January 20 at 6:30 PM at American Club of Coplay pavilion, all residents should attend.  This meeting being held by Coplay Planning Commission.  Met with Chief Genovese as new council chair of Police, in conjunction with Mayor Milander, looking forward to representing same.
Piskula questioned Mazur re: police negotiations, Mann responded same on agenda for executive session discussion.  Piskula reported met with firefighters re: fundraising at building, i.e. breakfast, etc., how can borough council help with same.  Will be stuffing February newsletter for fundraiser.  Re: fire report, many calls to HUD housing for not false reports, but cooking setting off automatic alarms.  Other areas have implemented some kind of fines for this problem, should look into same.
Bodish reported Roy hired as of 1/4/10 and working out very well, recommends approval of motion on same.
Bundra had no report for health and insurance.  Statement re: lease agreement with Coplay Fire Company, as new council member, realize CFC and borough council have worked hard on this agreement, questions ten year term of agreement.  Not ready for vote on same.  
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Groller reported received report from BCO Helman re: problems with buildings.  Appears municipal building worst, roof leak continuing, spoke with PWD Pavelko on same, he will try to fix again during next rain, if unable to correct same, will call in roofer to obtain charge to fix same.
Mann reviewed three motions on agenda this evening re: request to Whitehall Township for copies of meeting minutes; request to arrange intermunicipal exchange of all meeting minutes in future; and request to CWSA for copy of Charter or Rules that govern the authority.  Asked members for questions on same, Bundra questioned CWSA request, Mann stated we have nothing on file, and information necessary to have.  

At this time, Piskula asked to add personnel issues to executive session discussion, same added per Mann.  
Unfinished Business:  None.
New Business:

Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to accept resignation of Bill Leiner, Jr. as member of Coplay Health Board effective immediately – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to accept resignation of Cynthia Leiner as Coplay Health Board Secretary effective immediately – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to authorize right to know request be sent to Mayor Hozza for copies of Commissioner meeting minutes for meetings on 8/10/2009; 9/14/2009; 10/12/2009; and 12/14/2009 and special meeting minutes for meeting on 8/25/2009 – Piskula voted nay; Bundra abstained from voting – motion carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to authorize Secretary to send letter to Whitehall Township requesting an intermunicipal arrangement to exchange copies of all Borough of Coplay and Whitehall Township workshop and regular meeting minutes – Piskula voted nay, Bundra and Groller abstained from voting – motion carried.
Motion by Bodish, second by Mazur to authorize right to know request be sent to Coplay-Whitehall Sewer Authority for copy of Charter or Rules governing the authority – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve turning over 2009 Borough Garbage fees in the amount of $23,848.00 to collection agency of G.H. Harris Associates as requested by tax collector – carried.   
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve hiring of Roy S. Bigley, Jr. as temporary employee, effective January 4, 2010 at rate of $14.12/hour until return of Joseph Roguski – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Mazur to ratify Council President Mann’s signature on agreement for Conveyance and Leaseback with Coplay Fire Company.  Roll call vote was requested on this motion by Bundra.  Roll call vote resulted in Bodish, Groller, Mazur, Royer and Mann voting yeas, Piskula voting nay, Bundra abstained from voting.  5 yeas, 1 nay, 1 abstain.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Bodish to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for December, 2009 as presented to council – carried.

Motion by Bodish, second by Mazur to approve and agree to contract with Coplay Police Department under the terms and conditions identified as agreed to on Exhibit A1 dated January 12, 2010 – motion carried.  
Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to not accept Mr. Mel Procanyn’s offer of employment – carried.
As there was no additional business, motion by Mazur, second by Bodish to adjourn meeting until next workshop meeting Tuesday, February 2, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. and regular meeting on Tuesday, February 9, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.
