Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from special meeting of December 15, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Jeff Hantz, 4572 Clover Hill Cir., Walnutport, representing CFC, organization agrees have been fortunate receiving constant and fixed rental fee for last years, also understand council’s obligation to all borough residents.  Building includes kitchen facility which is utilized more than rest of facility.  CFC provides both monetary and material donations to local residents and organizations.  
John Schreiner, 8 North 4th St., as CFC liaison and with lease being reviewed for renewal at this time, before council to give annual report of activities.  Highlights include 6 Relay For Life bingos, 24 Senior Citizen meetings, baked goods prepared in kitchen for a number of local organizations, at monthly breakfasts collect canned goods for food bank, Coplay Sports uses hall for annual pizza party, provided use of space for 9th Street fire victims and fundraiser held for 2nd Street fire victims.  CFC members understand need for increase to rent after six years of rent fixed at $300.00 per month.  Would be in favor of increase to $350 or $375 with new lease.
Dale Simon, 147 Maple St., current President of Coplay Senior Citizens.  CFC facility is vital to their organization, have met there twice monthly for 40+ years.  Group has 90 active members with 117 total and average attendance at meetings is 75-85 seniors.  Building is handicap accessible with heat in winter and air conditioning in summer.  Meetings provide an opportunity for seniors to get out of their homes; most members are Coplay residents; meeting at CFC is convenient in relation to most member’s homes.  Senior Citizen’s does pay a nominal fee to CFC for use of facility.
Reading of correspondence:  
Coplay Lions club re: thank you for donation.
Pediatric Cancer Foundation of the Lehigh Valley, Inc. re: pavilion use on March 28, 2015.
Mayor Bundra stated report given at workshop meeting, nothing further to add.  
Solicitor Preston had nothing to report.  
Engineer did not submit report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl stated fire department and police department reports given at workshop meeting, read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for December, 2014, 0 health permits issued, 2 new code complaints, 15 ongoing and 6 resolved.  Gathered information regarding rental fees, etc. will bring up for discussion after all reports are given.  
Royer reported toured building with PWD Boyle, very pleased with clean up and organization to date.  Will contact EMA Coordinator Buskaritz to discuss 3 rooms currently in use by EMA to decrease to 1 and allow public works 2 rooms for their use as break room and office for PWD Boyle.  Concerned with amount of space train club is using, same being reviewed.  Sodl commented ongoing review to maximize effective use of available assets and spaces.  Mayor Bundra stated safety committee has discussed this issue numerous times, very concerned with eating area for public works employees, encouraged to see this is being looked at.
Burker reported Park and Recreation board meeting last evening was well attended.  Representative of Communities That Care in attendance to discuss recreation in conjunction with their program.  At February meeting, board will begin planning for submission of additional grants.  Receiving good support from State Rep. McNeill and State Senator Boscola.  Also will discuss fundraising events.  Jerry Deutsch, Pres. American Club of Coplay thanked council for allowing sign at civic plaza area for upcoming club event.   
Groller reported normal operations in finance.

Bodish requested residents clean snow at garbage collection sites to assist pickers.  Last Christmas tree collection will be this Friday.  Currently have enough salt in storage for any upcoming storms.  Spoke with Tax Collector Deutsch re: outstanding garbage fees at this time: 2007 – 2 outstanding for @ $1,000; 2008 – 3 for @ $1,000; 2009 – 5 @ $2,000; 2010 – 7 @ $3,000; 2011 – 13 @ $4,000; 2012 – 21 @ $6,000; 2013 – 32 @ $6,000 and 2014 there are 69 still outstanding which will be turned over to collection agency GH Harris.  Sodl questioned how many total properties billed in the borough.  Secretary responded approximately 1,600.  Sodl questioned Solicitor Preston if any other action could be taken to accelerate payment from properties with outstanding bills.  Solicitor Preston responded nothing other than turning over to collection agency and placing liens on property.  Pres. Bodish stated GH Harris has improved collections in last two years, also, when a home is sold outstanding garbage fees are submitted along with any outstanding taxes by tax collector for collection at closing.
Unfinished Business:  None.
At this time, Sodl requested discussion on CFC rent and maximizing borough’s assets.  Feels strongly that as member of council must justify use of taxpayer funds and taxpayer assets and has nothing to do with any one organization.  Currently looking at municipal building use and CFC lease, gathered information on leased space footage and public storage rates for comparison and basis for further discussion.  CFC has 5,531 square feet of building at $300/month this equates to 5¢/ft; Coplay AC has 1,400 square feet at $500/year or 3¢/ft and train club has 810 square feet at $30/month or 4¢/ft.  Public storage fees for 10 x 10 space, 100 sq ft, is $1.10/ft.  Suggesting discussing increase for all to 10¢/ft which results in rents: CFC $553/month; AC $144/month; and Train club $81/month.  Don’t forget CFC pays their own utilities, while AC and Train club utilities are included.  There have been 3 tax increases over last 6 years, one being for Library; pool and pavilion rates are reviewed on a yearly basis, these room rates have not been increased during last 6 years.  Secretary will prepare this information on spread sheet form for council members review prior to February workshop meeting, take time to look and ask any questions or obtain additional information for comparison.  Additionally, fee for use of municipal gym has not yet been reviewed, but this should be looked into as well.

Motion by Leiner, second by Sodl to approve use of pavilion by Pediatric Cancer Foundation of the Lehigh Valley, Inc. at resident rate of $120.00 on Saturday, March 28, 2015 – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Groller to approve readvertising at minimum bid price of $5,000.00 for 1996 Dodge 1 ton Dump Truck and to request sealed bids on same to be received by February 3, 2015 at 3 pm and opened on February 3, 2015 at 7 pm, council workshop meeting – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to approve hiring H.A. Berkheimer as Local Services Tax collector for the Borough of Coplay – carried.  
Motion by Burker, second by Royer to appoint Scott Weller, Sr. as Nuisance Wildlife Control Operator for the Borough of Coplay, with Paul Boyle as alternate, effective immediately – at this time, Leiner questioned Secretary if there is any cost associated with this service to residents with a negative response – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Groller to appoint Karen Deutsch as Deputy Tax Collector for the Borough of Coplay – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to hire John Milkovits as Part Time Police Officer with Coplay Police Department – carried.  
Building inspector report for December, 2014 read by Secretary.  
Motion by Burker, second by Luckenbach to approve police, building, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for December, 2014 as presented to council – carried.

Motion by Sodl, second by Leiner to adopt Resolution No. 1397.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.  
RESOLUTION NO. 1398
A Resolution authorizing and adopting the Collective Bargaining Agreement between the Coplay Borough Council and Teamsters Local #773 and authorizing the implementation of its terms.
Motion by Burker, second by Sodl to adopt Resolution No. 1398.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.  
At this time, Sodl wanted it noted in minutes that contract approved is for 3 year term.  
Leiner thanked audience in attendance for coming before council to state concerns.
Pres. Bodish added re: assigning a representative of Coplay to assist Lehigh County with restoration of Kilns project.  As this project will need to be discussed and approve by council members, will keep Mayor Bundra involved but would like a council member as borough’s representative.  To this end, will assign task to Mr. Leiner.
Leiner responded was involved @ 10 years ago with committee to support restoration project which did not come to realization of goals, support started initially but did not continue.  Looking to have better success with support this time around, honored to be appointed but will vacate if no support received.  Mayor Bundra commented has been very involved to date with Lehigh County and Historical Society and plans to continue to support this project 150%.
As there was no further business, motion by Sodl, second by Leiner to adjourn meeting until next workshop meeting Tuesday, February 3, 2015 at 7 PM, and regular meeting Tuesday, February 10, 2015 at 7 PM.
