Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Harrison were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
At this time, Mayor Bundra requested former EMA Coordinator Keller approach council, where Mayor Bundra presented Keller with a plaque commemorating his 12 years as Emergency Management Coordinator for the Borough of Coplay, and thanked him for the many improvements made to facilities and upgrades in equipment during his tenure.  Mr. Keller thanked the Mayor and Council for recognition and past support with fundraisers and budget funds to implement improvements.
Minutes from special meeting of December 16, 2013 and reorganization meeting of January 6, 2014  were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Susan & Michael Sacks, 42 North 3rd St., problem with neighbor’s box truck being parked in front of residence.  Spoke with owner of truck about parking elsewhere, problem has not been resolved.  Asking if council can resolve ongoing issue, pictures of same given to Sodl.  Sold questioned Mr. Sacks if truck is moved from spot at times.  Mr. Sacks responded yes.  Sodl stated will talk to Police Chief Genovese regarding same and respond to concerns.

Mayor Bundra reported copies of safety meeting minutes given to each member at reorganization meeting, asked for any questions by members.  No questions.  IRT report, Dave Royer named chair of IRT Commission for 2014, next meeting scheduled for Tuesday, January 21, 2014 at 7 PM at North Whitehall Township.  Communities That Care program, next meeting scheduled for Friday, January 31, 2014, no time or location has been determined, if interested in attending, contact for specifics.
Solicitor Harrison had no report, however requested executive session on potential litigation.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read police report of 11 traffic arrests and 12 parking tickets issued in December, 2013.  Read fire report, 10 calls received for December, 2013.  Also reported fire department fulfilled request by council to increase training in 2013, trained a total of 1,582 hours in 2013 for an average of 30 ½ hours per week.  Read health/code enforcement report, 5 new reports which were all for sidewalks not cleared of snow, 23 ongoing and 6 total resolved.  Mayor Bundra questioned if old J & R Market property was on list for sidewalks not cleared.  Sodl responded no, if not cleared should be contacting office to file report and follow procedures in place for resolution.
Royer reported still working on estimates for roof and heating system.  Sodl questioned since UGI in area should we try to have that installed at this time.  After discussion between Royer and Sodl, borough office will be in contact with UGI and report information to Royer.
Burker reported Park and Recreation Board met last night, in attendance were Helman, Hoderewski and Loy along with council committee members of myself, Groller and Luckenbach.  Just spoke with Solicitor to receive guidance on some board concerns.  Received information on possible recreation grants available, deadline to submit is April 16.  Board preliminarily discussed some areas of concern such as Balliet Stadium and basketball courts, expects work to take some time.  Leiner questioned who is chair, secretary, etc.  Burker responded Loy, Chair with Hoderewski as ViceChair, no secretary appointed at this time, however discussed with Secretary Gyecsek who will purchase recorder for meetings until full board is attending meetings.
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
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Bodish reported decrease in solid waste tonnage for 2013 to 1,162 Ton, decrease in recycling tonnage for 2013 to 328 Ton.  There was no increase in rate for dumping fee in 2014.  PWD Pavelko is obtaining costs to implement a brine system for pretreatment of streets during ice and light snow events.
