Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller and Royer as well as PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mazur, Piskula, Mayor Milander and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  None
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.  
PWD Pavelko reported most of last month spent clearing snow and truck maintenance during and after storms.  Mann questioned if enough salt available.  PWD Pavelko reported ordered salt last Thursday, still awaiting delivery, however contacted Northampton Borough who had received this date and was able to obtain load.  Also, some boiler work and still working on house next door between storms.  
Chief Genovese reported request received from Defensive Edge SLR15 Rifles to utilize upstairs classroom for armorer school on Monday, May 16 and Tuesday, May 17, 2011, able to send one of our officers at no cost for hosting school.  Would like council approval on same, no comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  At this time Chief Genovese, reviewed 2010 end of year report for Coplay Police Department.  In 2009 responded to 2,838 calls, down in 2010 to 2,797 by 41 calls.  Crimes in 2009 were 142 and for 2010 again decreased by 14 to 128.  Based on size, we receive third highest call volumes in County.
Chief Buskaritz read January, 2011 fire report, 7 calls for the month.  Fire trucks are back at station, most work has been completed and with snow/ice storm wanted to remove for streets department vehicles; will only move as needed to complete additional fire building upgrades.  
Secretary reported copies of updated committee list and boards/commissions listing.  Fee schedule will be reviewed at March workshop, copies will be forwarded to members week prior to meeting.  Next police pension meeting scheduled for Tuesday, March 15 in council chambers, need council president, one from police committee and one full time officer.  Updated subdivision letters from Engineer Stewart to all members, nothing received to date from Coplay Planning Commission.  Ordinance 791 re: noise pollution and Ordinance 792 re: board of health have been updated per council discussion at January meeting and were advertised for vote at regular meeting. Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported Streets Department very busy with snow removal and truck maintenance issues.  Reminds residents not to shovel or blow snow back into the streets.  Re: Chestnut Street water main break on New Years Eve, major street repair work is needed to Chestnut Street due to break, PWD Pavelko will be contacting NBMA to repair same as weather becomes warmer in Spring.  CWSA, election of officers at last meeting; continuing to work on Coplay Creek Interceptor Project, looking for additional grants to help defray costs.
Mazur was absent, no report.   

Piskula was absent, no report.    

Bodish reported interviewing applicants on Thursday, will have recommendation to hire by regular meeting, motion needed.  Reminds residents to use nothing larger than 30 gallon containers for garbage and anyone with dumpsters should make sure snow and ice cleaned up or cannot guarantee pick up.  PWD Pavelko will make call to push collections back a day if needed due to weather.  Purchasing two mounted radios for installation in both garbage trucks for better communication.
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Bundra reported copies of joint safety committee minutes and quotes for purchase of radios in public works vehicles to all members, quote for radio good price at $490/each.  Sanitation has agreed to purchase two radios for their vehicles; will help greatly with communication issues.  Held January 11 safety meeting with public works employees.  Fire report, committee met to review progress of work at building, still some open work that needs completion, but going well.  IRT report, January meeting cancelled due to weather, thanked borough council for continued support with $500 maintenance check for 2011.  

Groller reported utilizing $1,800 from Property, Supplies budget to install new carpet at 38 South 4th Street property, same will be ready for rent after installation.  Library reported for 2010 had 5 books sales which raised $2,000 in funds, in May Lions Club donated new Dell laptop computer, from June to August had successful summer reading program and in August started very popular Scrabble night.  Also, received $15,000 grant from DCED for automated library system.
Mann had no finance report.  Requests property & recreation committee contact Whitehall Township to check if season passes purchased in Coplay or Whitehall could be valid at both Coplay and Whitehall pools.  Groller as chair will take care of setting up meeting.  This would increase intermunicipal relations.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., is council aware work being done at cell tower on municipal building.  Mann responded yes, aware of same.  Killeen stated re: Library scan system, we are last library in Pennsylvania to be automated.  Re: pool passes, suggests Coplay residents must purchase in Coplay and Whitehall residents must purchase in Whitehall.   
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: outstanding garbage fees, numbers indicated for 2009 and 2008 were just for comparison?  Mann responded yes.

Approve hiring of full-time sanitation worker.

At this time, Bundra questioned changes to Ordinance 791 permit section.  Chief Genovese responded, all taken care of by Solicitor and in final prepared ordinance.
