Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bundra, Groller, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Bodish, Mazur, Piskula and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of January 11, 2011 and special meeting of January 27, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported streets department busy plowing and salting, also truck and plow maintenance.  Pot hole repair work will begin as weather warms.  One ton dump truck damaged, frame rail cracked, will be taken to check on possible repair and cost of same, need to begin looking at older equipment needing replacement.  Mann questioned year of dump truck?  Royer responded believes 1995-1996.

Bundra read January, 2011 health report for absent Piskula.  Read January, 2011 fire report.  Inspected work completed to date at fire building, generator will be online shortly, all fire equipment is back in building and out of public works garage, all heat at fire building working.  Safety committee report, met with public works employees this date, Joint Safety Committee meeting next week, working on daily truck inspection checklist, will be changing employee member from Weller to Klement at March meeting.  IRT report, next meeting scheduled for Tuesday, February 15, at 7 PM in Whitehall Township.  

Groller reported dugout roof at Balliet Stadium that was blown off being submitted to Legion Baseball insurance for coverage to repair same, no involvement by borough at this time.  EMA has mold problem in their basement offices, utilizing approximately $300 from property repair budget to correct.
Mann reported for Bodish, committee interviewed for full time sanitation job and is recommending hiring of Roy Bigley, Jr., motion is on agenda for vote this evening.  Finance report, Zayo agreement in place to add fiber optic cable to TMobile cell site on municipal building, received $5,000 one time payment and $300 per month for same, finance recommending these funds be deposited into Recreation Fund for use by Park & Recreation Board.

Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve request from Jeffry P. Deutsch, Tax Collector to turn over outstanding 2010 Garbage fees in the amount of $29,843.00 to G.H. Harris Associates – carried.  
Motion by Royer, second by Groller to approve request from Jeffry P. Deutsch, Tax Collector for exoneration of 19 from collection of 2010 Per Capita Taxes – carried.  
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to approve use of upstairs classroom by Defensive Edge SLR15 Rifles for armorer school on Monday, May 16 and Tuesday, May 17, 2011 – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve hiring of Roy Bigley, Jr. as Full-Time Laborer in the Sanitation Department effective February 9, 2011 – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to table treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for January, 2011 as bank statements were unavailable – carried.  
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to pay all approved bills as submitted to members of council by secretary – carried.
Resolutions and Ordinances:  
Mann stated tabling Ordinance No. 791 and approving special meeting to vote on this ordinance.  
ORDINANCE NO. 792
An Ordinance amending Chapter 1, Part 2A “Board of Health”, of the codified ordinances of the Borough of Coplay, disbanding the Board of Health and establishing new general regulations for a health officer and amending Chapter 11, Part 2 “Housing and Health Code”, providing for a residential rental permitting and inspection system, establishing administrative provisions, fees and penalties and repealing all ordinances inconsistent herewith.

Motion by Royer, second by Bundra to adopt Ordinance No. 792.  Roll call vote resulted in 4 yeas, 0 nays, 3 absent.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1334

A Resolution appointing a Health Officer and Establishing Inspection Fees.

Prior to motions on this Resolution, Secretary explained that this resolution is necessary to reappoint the current Health Officer Richard Briner and restate his fee of $50 per inspection, which is not a change, due to passage of Ordinance 792.  No further questions by members.
Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to adopt Resolution No. 1334.  Roll call vote resulted in 4 yeas, 0 nays, 3 absent.  Motion carried.

At this time, Mann asked for motion for special meeting.  Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to approve special meeting on Friday, February 18, 2011 at 6 PM to approve Ordinance 791 – carried.

At this time, Bundra questioned how many members now on Park & Recreation Board.  Mann responded 4 members, this is 5 member board.
