93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of January 12, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: appointment of Michael Miller to Planning Commission, has not appeared at any meetings.  Piskula requested permission to respond, Mann granted same.  Piskula stated spoke with Mr. Miller this evening, unable to attend as grandson being confirmed.  Procanyn continued re: executive session for discussion of potential litigation and real estate.  Is this regarding General Supply?  Mann responded, no comment.  Procanyn questioned Resolution 1325 re: police contract, was not discussed at workshop meeting, residents should have opportunity to review and comment, vote should be tabled until next meeting.  Mann responded, same discussed at workshop, vote will go forward this evening.

Joseph Groller re: resignation from Coplay Planning Commission.
Carol Schleder re: appointment to Coplay Library Board.
Ernest P. Hower re: request for handicap parking space.  
RCN re: 2009 annual franchise fee payment received in amount of $43,950.43.
Mayor was absent, no report.     
Solicitor had no report.    
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer complimented streets department for clean up of last snow fall, preparing for upcoming storm.  7th Street paving, nothing received from Engineer Stewart, awaiting information on costs, committee will meet to discuss when received.  Housing Committee, meeting next Wednesday with Tax Collector Deutsch and borough office staff to discuss coordinating forms for certificate of occupancy inspections.  CWSA has offered truck and plow if needed for upcoming storm, spoke with PWD Pavelko on same.  Piskula questioned process of utilizing CWSA vehicle.  Royer responded will receive contact from PWD Pavelko as to need for same, and Royer will contact CWSA for use.  
Mazur read January, 2010 police report in absence of Mayor Milander.  Re: Comprehensive Plan, an additional public meeting held by Planning Commission on Tuesday, February 23, 2010 here at borough building auditorium beginning at 6:30 PM.  Public should take good look at condition of borough building and comment/discussion on same.  Piskula questioned draft Comprehensive Plan  available for public?  Mazur stated thank you, forgot in report, two copies of draft available at Coplay Public Library, cannot be removed from Library and sign out sheet for same at circulation desk.
Piskula reported balance of $23,726.47 in Coplay Fireman’s Relief Association account.  Complimented firefighters, things going well for department at this time.  Encourages council approval of additional funding needed to outfit new pumper.  Questioned Solicitor re: ad in two papers as Coplay Fire Company for upcoming Valentine’s Dance, how can they continue to use this name?  Solicitor responded, aware of advertisements, appropriate for discussion in executive session as on agenda.
Bodish reported recycling and garbage collection running smoothly.  For large remodeling jobs, a dumpster should be obtained, borough will not collect large amounts of this type of debris, smaller jobs residents should contact PWD Pavelko directly to discuss prior to commencing project.  Re: electronics recycling, contacted Best Buy Whitehall store, accept TV’s, computer equipment, you should remove hard drive, for $10 fee limit of three per day and receive $10 store card in return.  Requested information be included with next borough newsletter, Secretary will include.  
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Bundra read January, 2010 health report.  Working to set up Workplace Safety Committee and state certification of same, may save borough on insurance premium once in place, good for borough either way.  Motion on agenda for implementation of committee.  No questions by members on same.  IRT report, questioned no motion to approve $500 maintenance fee.  Mann responded included in budget line item, no motion needed on same.  IRT report continued, fundraiser looking to be profitable at this time.  Mazur questioned type of fundraiser?  Bundra responded raffle tickets being sold.
Groller reported Coplay Public Library policies ready for vote by members, motion on agenda for same, will attend Thursday Library Board meeting and Lions looking to possibly purchase laptop for Library use.  Re: roof repair, received three estimates, PWD Pavelko has temporarily repaired same, will wait until weather improves to bring in contractor for final repair.
Mann reported motion to form safety committee on agenda as Bundra – Chair, Bodish and Royer.  No comments by members.  At January meeting, council approved request for letter to be sent to Whitehall Township for exchange of minutes, received response from Mayor Hozza agreeing to same, office will take care of exchange of minutes from this point forward.

Motion by Groller, second by Piskula to appoint Michael Miller as member of Coplay Planning Commission for term expiring 12/31/13 – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to appoint Carol Schleder as member of Coplay Library Board for term expiring 12/31/11 – carried.  

Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to approve handicap parking space on North 2nd Street at Chestnut Street – carried.   
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to award 2010 CDBG Handicap Curb Cuts project to J & R Construction at bid of $41,407.75 as recommended by Laurie Moyer, Grants and Housing Manager, County of Lehigh – carried.   
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to approve Policies of the Coplay Public Library as presented to council by the Coplay Public Library Board – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Piskula to approve hiring of Scott Gillespie as Part-Time Police Officer pending passage of all required testing – carried.

Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to request sealed bids for possible sale of 1999 Chevrolet Tahoe from fleet of active borough vehicles – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to appoint new committee of Workplace Safety Committee with members Bundra-Chair, Bodish and Royer – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Bodish to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Bodish to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for January, 2010 as presented to council – Bundra voted nay, commented no problem with report, only received this evening and unable to review same - carried.
