Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Pereira were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of January 13, 2015 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Michael Miller, 40 N 5th St., President of Coplay Athletic Club along with other board members in attendance to discuss room rental.  Prior to meeting spoke with Sodl who stated a committee of council members will meet with Athletic Club committee to further discuss use of rooms in borough hall.  Mr. Miller stated club books will be made available for council review at meeting.  
Reading of correspondence:  None.  
Mayor Bundra thanked audience, residents for attending meeting; stated report given at workshop meeting, nothing further to add.  
Solicitor Pereira reported re: CFC lease renewal, requests council add to motion to authorize solicitor to prepare the amended lease and restate the lease.  Secretary will prepare addition to motion.
Engineer did not submit report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for January, 2015, 5 health permits issued, 2 new code complaints, 11 ongoing and 3 resolved.    
Royer reported tenant in rental house, moved in this weekend; otherwise normal operations.  
Burker reported help wanted advertisements in February newsletter for pavilion cleaner, pool manager and lifeguards.  Park & Recreation Board meeting cancelled due to weather, will meet with Planning Commission at their meeting of February 24.  Thanked Johanna Billings of Whitehall-Coplay Press for positive reporting and publicity for Coplay Community Days.  Ms. Billings has received new job offer and will be leaving for Maine.  Sodl, Leiner and Bodish thanked Ms. Billings as well.     
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  On agenda, vote for Portnoff to collect Delinquent Real Estates Taxes beginning in 2014, previously collected by County Tax Claim however they will be subbing out future collections.  Portnoff is an established collector.  Groller asked for any questions from members.  Sodl questioned if there is fee for this service.  Groller responded all fees are charged to homeowner with Portnoff, if staying with County would be charged 5% fee.  Groller questioned Tax Collector Deutsch in audience if collections only for 2014 or prior years as well.  Tax Collector Deutsch responded Portnoff will collect for 2014 delinquent real estate while County will continue to collect 2013 and prior.  No further questions by members.
Leiner reported County has received report re: renovations of Saylor Cement Kilns, same is in need of major renovations and will require significant funds.  In 1976, kilns were given to County by Coplay Cement, as such Coplay is not principal player, kilns are not ours but Lehigh County’s, and therefore will need surrounding communities to support project as well.  Expect to receive report from County in next few weeks with a public meeting held after that time.  Mayor Bundra stated kilns are in Coplay Borough and important to Coplay even if owned by Lehigh County.  Further clarification by Sodl who restated kilns are within Coplay boundaries no matter who owns them.
Bodish reported public works mostly dealing with snow removal issues at this time.  Electronics collection scheduled for Wednesday, 2/18 and metal collection scheduled for Thursday, 2/19.

Motion by Luckenbach, second by Leiner to waive fee for 2015 Health Licenses for Coplay Sports and Legion Baseball – carried.  
Motion by Burker, second by Groller to approve agreement appointing Portnoff Law Associates, Ltd. as delinquent real estate collector for the Borough of Coplay – carried.  
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Motion by Royer, second by Luckenbach to amend two signature requirements to allow for online bill payments from the General Fund, Sanitation Fund and Emergency Services Fund under $1,000.00 for the following vendors: PP&L Electric Utilities, Verizon Wireless, RCN, UGI Utilities, and Standard Insurance Company – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Luckenbach to approve renewal of lease agreement with CFC from 3/1/2015 to 2/28/2016 with addition to terms of lease to increase monthly rent to $550.00 with discount of $125.00 if Coplay Senior Citizens are allowed use of facility twice monthly for total of 24 meetings per year and to authorize solicitor to prepare an amended lease and restate lease with CFC – nay by Leiner – carried.
Building inspector report for January, 2015 read by Secretary.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to approve police, building, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for January, 2015 as presented to council – carried.
