Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mayor Bundra was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of January 14, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
At this time, Howard Lieberman from Whitehall Industrial & Commercial Development Authority presented members with status update of combined CRIZ application.  Application was rejected by state for intermunicipal submission for CRIZ pilot zone, however state did not approve any submissions for pilot zone.  Committee met with all three local legislators, Boscola, Harhart and McNeill to discuss changes to bill to allow intermunicipal applications, remove need to create authority before application, allow already established Whitehall Industrial & Commercial Authority to be authorized authority and allow reasonable time to develop projects.  Bills have been submitted by both House and Senate to change legislation as stated.  If legislation changes and CRIZ application approved would need intermunicipal agreement passed, submitted outline to Solicitor Preston of necessary information to prepare along with Whitehall and Catasauqua solicitors.  PA School for Global Entrepreneurship at Lehigh University approved submission to create marketing concept for General Supply property, process should begin in June and will help to market site.  Pres. Bodish questioned current and future costs for Coplay and how same would be split between municipalities as Coplay only has one property and least acreage.  Mr. Lieberman responded to date costs for printing and preparing submission totaled approximately $1,000, only additional costs will be preparing agreement, will be shared based on portion of project and any expenses must have board approval.  Leiner commented, nothing ventured, nothing gained, but is concerned with possible costs; looks forward to completion of marketing concept.  Mr. Lieberman finished by stating rewrite of legislation looks positive for our application, however, until finalized, many changes could occur. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Paul Bren, 26 S. 2nd St., questioned if there was any plan to remove snow on 2nd Street as it is a snow emergency route.  Pres. Bodish responded public works has been clearing what they can, however due to snow compacting into ice, has been difficult, also only working during normal hours as public works and sanitation overtime budgets have already been spent.  Sodl commented, in addition have had issues with not all residents moving vehicles when snow emergency is declared.  Pres. Bodish agreed, need help from all residents in area to keep route clean, already planning to possibly declare snow emergency tomorrow night for storm arriving on Thursday.

Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read health/code enforcement report for January, 2014, 31 new reports with 22 ongoing and 9 resolved.  Most new reports were for not shoveling sidewalks.   
Royer reported normal operations for public buildings.  Electrical contractor, through UGI contact, in this week to begin preparing plans for generator system.   
Burker reported Park and Recreation Board met last night began preparations to submit grant by April 16 deadline, all members were assigned specific tasks to work on costs, community benefits, community history, etc. specific to proposed improvements at basketball courts behind fire building and Balliet Stadium bleacher repairs and lighting.  Leiner questioned which grant.  Secretary responded DEP Growing Greener recreation grant.  Leiner suggested enlisting County help.  Royer suggested utilizing budgeted line item grant writer. 
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Groller reported received franchise fees from RCN and Service Electric in amount of 4% more than budgeted.  Regarding change in banks by tax collector, currently at Wells Fargo being charged approximately $900 in fees yearly and receive no interest, First Northern Bank & Trust has no fees associated with accounts and will receive modest interest.  Leiner questioned if any federal or state funding is available for snow removal.  Groller responded no as no disaster declared.
Bodish reported more snow in forecast, may be able to pick up salt from Quakertown tomorrow.  Residents should make sure path is cleared for sanitation employees to reach garbage cans, will not climb over snow banks, etc. to pick up cans.  Received information from Whitehall that Ruch Street repaving will not be completed until July, will extend sidewalk installation to those residents until June 30, 2014.

Motion by Burker, second by Leiner to appoint Carl Luckenbach to open position on Coplay Planning Commission with term ending 12/31/2018 – abstain by Luckenbach – carried.
