Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bundra, Groller, Piskula and Royer as well as Solicitor Preston, EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Bodish, Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mike Miller, 40 N 5th St., will wait until end of meeting to speak.
EMA Coordinator Keller reported one response for February, assisted City of Allentown with evacuees of gas explosion to agriplex building at fairgrounds.
PWD Pavelko reported snow events, snow removal and truck and plow repairs due to same, also repaired garbage truck; fire department building upgrades finishing up; daily pretrip and weekly inspections of vehicles started, especially CDL trucks; cleaned gym and repaired loose seats; finishing up 38 S 4th St, carpet installed and new stove ordered will be complete in next week or two; just under 2 ton cold patch used; circulator seal on boiler replaced; sign list, should finish replacing all signs with new guidelines this year; began parkway cleanup and street sweeping will be on March 30 and March 31; injury to Driver Ed Wechsler on Friday, no additional information at this time.
Chief Genovese reported new car here awaiting installation of equipment to put in service, decision needed on old car.  Mann suggested to Bundra committee for recommendation on same, Bundra responded will meet.  Chief Genovese continued, judged District 11 skills competition for vocational students in criminal justice program, very good program and enjoyed judging, hoping to be invited back next year.  Received letter for two 15 minute parking spaces to front of Milander’s Market during business hours, Monday thru Friday from 8 AM to 7 PM and Saturday 8 AM to 5 PM.  Chief Genovese has no concerns with granting spaces, no other problems with parking in area.  Mann asked for any questions or concerns from council, none stated.  Motion at regular meeting.
Chief Buskaritz read February, 2011 fire report, 3 calls for the month.  Received State Firefighters Grant in the amount of approximately $9,600.00 will use toward purchase of hydrant adapters with caps and new helmets.    
Secretary reported copies of updated boards/commissions listing.  Next police pension meeting scheduled for Tuesday, March 15, 2011 at 7 PM in upstairs classroom as IRT in council chambers, need President, one member of police committee and one full time officer.  Ordinance 793 re: repeal age of mandatory retirement for borough employees prepared for review, was approved by Solicitor, can be advertised for April meeting.  Resolution may be on 3/8 agenda to authorize borough to petition LCB to allow Saengerbund to use our noise ordinance, solicitor reviewing for necessity.  Next COG meeting Tuesday, 5/10 from 12-2 if anyone interested in attending.  Received call to action from PSAB for federal CDBG program, which we use for curb cuts, PSAB has sample resolution can be prepared and reviewed and ready for vote at regular meeting if all in agreement, no comments by members, resolution at regular meeting.

No comments from members, motions at regular meeting.

Review Fee Schedule for updates.  Reviewed each fee.  Changes to New Business if necessary after contact with Lehigh Valley Inspection Service to determine their charge, change accordingly so as Borough does not lose money.  Ron Helman was questioned if any changes to zoning or building permit fees needed with negative response.  “Sewers” section is to be included with plumbing permit as this is no longer issued separately.  “Fire Prevention and Fire Protection” section is to be included with building permits under charge of $35.00.  Some discussion on Peddler’s License fees, but was determined no increase.  Discussion on Kennel Fee, same was increased to $50 per day as that is the state maximum per Chief Genovese.  Piskula questioned if “frequent flyers” could be charged $15 after 2nd offense if kennel is not used.  Members agreed, will be added to fee schedule.  Change towing fees as per 2011 tow agreement.  Questioned Solicitor re: 
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SALDO fees, in line with other municipalities since Ordinance states also liable for Engineer and Solicitor fees, add statement to fee schedule resolution.  Business Privilege License add /Operating License per recent Ordinance passage, no change in $25 fee.  Zoning Hearing Board Appeals fees currently $350 residential and $500 commercial; reviewed previous four years and costs have averaged almost $450 per hearing.  Discussion by members concluded to increase fees to $500 for residential and $650 for commercial.  Pavilion fees were increased $5 by committee from $110 to $115 for residents and $150 to $155 for non-residents.  Resolution with changes will be prepared for regular meeting.
From Planning Commission – Wilbur E. Hill III Minor Subdivision at 57 North 5th Street, letter received from Planning Commission read by Secretary, recommending denial of plan.  Mann requested Solicitor explain.  Solicitor stated planning commission has recommended denial of subdivision plan.  At this time, Solicitor Preston requested applicant approach borough council and review plan, also applicant Attorney Farole approached council stating planning commission denial letter incorrect statements in same of no front accesses in area, there are some.  Bundra stated parking is mostly to rear in area, very few front driveways.  Piskula questioned green space considerations included with plan.  Responded no, not in Ordinance and did not include in plan.  Solicitor Preston stated Borough Engineer has reviewed, Zoning Officer has reviewed and both state current plan complies with SALDO and Zoning.  Borough Council must approve plan if complies with ordinances even if council and planning commission do not agree with plan.  Approval could be conditional on certain right of way improvements and payment of outstanding engineer and solicitor costs.  Members agreed to vote at regular meeting, Solicitor will prepare appropriate resolution. 

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Streets Department, pot hole repairs after winter being completed.  Dodge dump frame repair completed at approximate cost of $1,640.  Scheduling committee meeting for discussion of upcoming Streets and curb cut projects and schedule of same.  CWSA report, 270 inspections done for month for total of 2,214 to date with 25 violations.  EPA now mandating flow monitoring as well which will cost upwards of $245,000; however could receive fines of $87,000 per day if not completed.  
Mazur was absent, no report.   

Piskula had no report.      

Bodish was absent, no report.  
Bundra reported upgrades at fire building almost complete, some open issues which were forwarded to Engineer Hausman at meeting on Friday at site, to be taken care of.  Joint Safety Committee initiated the vehicle checklist program and continues to be well supported program by employees and council.  IRT report, next meeting scheduled for Tuesday, 3/15 at 7 PM in Coplay council chambers, residents should consider attending.  Piskula questioned if fire department being included in safety program.  Bundra responded not at this time, but plans to include in near future.    

Groller reported with pool season almost upon us, looking to install new bathroom stall doors at approximate cost of $2,500, old doors are rusted and have jagged edges.  Train removed due to disrepair from Tot Lot, looking at replacement and have received offers from borough organizations for help in purchasing new piece of equipment.  Piskula questioned if another train could be purchased, heard comments from residents favoring another train.  Groller stated will check pricing.
Mann reported shade tree request for removal from 43 South 8th St., committee will meet and review.  Questioned PWD Pavelko if 38 South 4th St. ready for rental.  PWD Pavelko responded upon receipt of stove and some other minor corrections, approximately two weeks.  Mann requested committee meet to finalize rental amount and other conditions of lease.  Groller stated will schedule committee meeting.
Hearing of persons present:  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., comments on subdivision, existing home next door is two story if building three story on subdivided lot would mean first floor living space, above garage, in new home would be able to look into second floor living area and bedrooms of established home.  Attorney Farole stated building specifications have not been finalized and will take comments under advisement.  Miller continued re: CWSA not getting results anticipated for inspections, believes letter to residents did not explain well and should have used “voluntary” to have people be more receptive.  
At this time Piskula questioned Royer as CWSA Liaison, if resident concerns are taken back to CWSA by him, should do so.  Royer responded will do.
