Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Piskula and Royer as well as Chief Genovese and Chief Buskaritz.  Groller, Mazur, Mayor Milander, EMA Coordinator Keller and PWD Pavelko were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., questioned Chief Genovese, aware of any violations pertaining to police station.  Chief Genovese responded that a separate entrance for juveniles should be used, but since same is unavailable, unable to do so.  Miller stated never cited for lack of same.  Chief Genovese responded no.  

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., recommending title insurance be purchased for property per agenda.  Re: executive session, any public information on what real estate?  What litigation?  Other municipalities forewarn residents, give out some information.
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.

PWD Pavelko was absent, report will be read by Royer during committee report.  
Chief Genovese reported few complaints from snow, commends streets department on job well done during and after storms.  Listed repairs needed for Tahoe to pass inspection, around $2,000, mostly due to accident.  
Chief Buskaritz reported call report will be prepared for regular meeting.  Two firefighters have completed essentials training.  Received verification of $275,000 grant approved through AFG program for new pumper, borough required to pay 5% of approved amount.  Best price received from K & E at approximately $330,000.00 without equipment, hope to sign purchase agreement this week and delivery of truck end of April.  
Secretary reported ordinance re: sewage and industrial waste as forwarded by City of Allentown was advertised and ready for passage by council at regular meeting.  Next County COG meeting on Tuesday, 4/13/10 from 12-2 PM members should forward interest in attending same.  Zayo Bandwidth, LLC will attend regular meeting to provide brief overview of proposal to add to tower on municipal building.  Financial interest forms, return to office by May 1.  Destruction of old files, 1997 through unsure, depends upon PA municipal records schedule, resolution for approval by council, prior to destruction, and ready for April regular meeting.  
Problems/matters for discussion:  
Received letter from Lou Tepes, Jr. for reappointment to Board of Appeals for five year term until 12/31/14.  Mann requested Secretary read letter received from Tepes.  Same read.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Solicitor requests discussion by members on obtaining title insurance for property to be conveyed from Coplay Fire Company #1 to Coplay Borough.  Bundra questioned who pays for same, can be split between two, when is it paid?  Mann responded normally paid by purchaser, doesn’t know of splitting, cost included with closing documents at cost of approximately $3,000 to $4,000.  Piskula stated not in favor of insurance.  Royer stated if any unforeseen liens, etc. worth cost to obtain insurance.  Bodish stated from business standpoint, should take same, could cost more in future if title challenged.  Bundra stated not in favor due to cost, but Bodish statements make sense, if needed, should be purchased.  Mann stated protection for long term, in favor of purchase.  Mann questioned if vote needed.  Secretary responded Solicitor requested discussion only, will verify and motion on regular agenda if necessary.
Reserve price for 1999 Chevy Tahoe must be set by council.  Kelley Blue Book, fair condition value is $4,335.  Once set, sealed bids may be requested.  Piskula questioned worth.  Chief Genovese responded received $1,800 from insurance adjuster for damage due to accident, also remember blue book is what would be charged on car sales lot.  After discussion, all members agreed with minimum or reserve price of $1,500.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer read PWD Pavelko report: snow storm cleanup both during and after, streets signs – new and rebuild stop signs with reflective material, vehicle maintenance – routine and due to storms especially plows, boiler part just received to repair heat in gym should be installed by end of week, routine cold patching.  Royer commends streets department, minimal complaints.  Reminds residents to not blow or shovel snow back into streets after plowing, could be cited.  Received updated estimate from engineer for 7th Street paving of $135,900 for Chestnut to Hokendauqua and additional $30,000 for Chestnut to Potter.  Committee recommending bid entire street and council can decide, upon receipt of exact costs, which portions of street can be completed.
Mazur was absent, no report.

Piskula reported roof leak at fire company building, questioned status.  Mann responded contacted roofer who replaced roof, should be still be under warranty, awaiting call back.  Piskula continued have verification still using Coplay Fire Company #1 name, do they really plan to give up this name?  Will give reports next week.  Requests meeting with Chief Buskaritz to review truck costs.  

Bodish saving report for regular meeting.  
Bundra reported re: safety committee, could save money on workers compensation premium.  A subcommittee of the council committee has been established as: Bundra-Chair, Royer-ViceChair, Gyecsek-Secretary, and employees of Bigley and Weller.  Must have six months of meetings prior to submission for state recognition of workplace safety committee.  Piksula questioned workers compensation increase because of Roguski claim?  Bundra responded should not affect premium as only one employee and not consistent claims.  Bodish questioned Bigley as he is temporary employee.  Bundra responded committee members can be changed when and if necessary.
Groller was absent, no report.  

Mann reported monthly meeting packets for members will be available for pickup by Friday prior to regular meeting at 2 PM in borough office for any members interested.  Bundra questioned if unable to get to office.  Mann stated members responsible for pickup of same, unable to deliver unless given directly, would not leave in mailbox or door, contact borough office for arrangements if needed.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., recommending title insurance be purchased for property per agenda.  Re: Piskula questions of name use, also saw in Morning Call but stated “formerly”.  Piskula responded not allowed use of that type of statement either.  Procanyn continued, let’s just get this transfer completed and resolve this issue so this organization does not fold, we need to keep all of the organizations in Coplay that support the community as we can.
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., re: title insurance, have all financials been forwarded to Solicitor, maybe Solicitor does not trust title information received.  Residents should be informed of final cost for all of this.  Re: Procanyn statements, hopes there are no organizations like Coplay Fire Company #1 within the borough, not a help to the community.  Questioned nonprofit status, has borough paid for this for new name?  This would set a precedent by borough council.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: Zayo, there was work done on tower in October, how do you know who?  Secretary responded, no permission granted except to TMobile.  Killeen restated, but how do you know?  Re: fire company situation, residents don’t know what is going on, all being heard is gossip, good public opinions cannot be formed without proper information.  Requests council release terms and other information of this lease to residents.

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: title insurance, explained for audience members need for same to clarify transfer and guarantee transfer of title.  Re: fire company, where can you purchase a building for $30,000?  Let’s close this deal.

At Regular meeting:

Approve reappointment of Lou Tepes, Jr. to Board of Appeals.  
Approve Ordinance 784 re: general sanitary regulations for disposal of all water material.  
Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to adjourn meeting to executive session for discussion of real estate and litigation.  Regular meeting scheduled for Tuesday, February 9, 2010 at 7 PM.  Reconvened meeting at 8:25 PM.  Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to adjourn meeting.
