93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Mazur and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of February 8, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Presentation by Roger Wall of MRW Associates re: Wilbur E. Hill III Subdivision at 57 North 5th Street.  Mr. Hill and Attorney Farole also present.  Reviewed current property and buildings and plan submitted to subdivide with three additional residences.  All mandates as determined by Borough Engineer Stewart will be met.  Recommendation from Coplay Planning Commission to Borough Council was to deny subdivision as does not conform to surrounding area and garbage collection issues.  However, plan does follow Zoning and SALDO Ordinances, as such asking for conditional approval of the subdivision from Borough Council.  Mann asked for questions by members.  Bundra questioned width of parking at original house, responded 20’; questioned width of parking at new double home, responded 10’ each for 20’ total; questioned width of parking at new Chestnut Street single home, responded 20’.  Bodish questioned depth of parking area for Chestnut Street proposed home, responded 20’.  Resident Anne Killeen questioned all properties in area have 150’ deep lots, none of these will; also questioned access in case of fire, only properties in area with garbage collection to front of property, and traffic in area due to Giant gas station could be troublesome.  Bodish stated garbage collection for current home and new twins would all have to be done from front on North 5th Street.  Piskula questioned need to have all that on what used to be only one property, too much; meets ordinances, but does not conform to the community of Coplay.  Mr. Wall stated it is an efficient use of the land.  Solicitor Preston commented applicant has extended period for approval until next regular council meeting of April 12, 2011, will prepare resolution for vote by council at that time.  Bundra questioned all in conformance to current ordinances, what can be done?  Solicitor stated ordinances need revision, no significant updates since 1968; also, conditions of approval can and should be included in prepared Resolution for council review, but correct subdivision does comply with Zoning and SALDO and must be approved.  Mel Procanyn in audience questioned if sidewalks included in footages being used with affirmative response from Mr. Wall.  Mann stated Zoning Ordinances currently being reviewed by Planning Commission and expect update of same, after that is complete will move on updating SALDO as well and hope to avoid this situation in future.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor had nothing to report.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department.  

Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula stated received no health report to read, no further report.
Bodish reported sanitation and recycling pickups good.  Yard waste collection begins on Wednesday, March 23.  Driver, Ed Wechsler hurt, out 4-8 weeks; will look to hire temporary, maybe with CDL and may use recent applications, will review with committee and would also like to see background check
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completed on any future hires.  Radio will be installed in 2000 GMC garbage truck at this time.  New truck will not be received until end of April, beginning of May.  Would like to begin bid process to get rid of old truck or scrap depending on response.
Bundra read February, 2011 fire report.  Happy to report three new firefighters added to roster.  Joint Safety Committee report, vehicle check lists developed and in effect for two weeks, going well and being used by public works employees, also held safety meeting with public works employees on March 3.  IRT report, next meeting scheduled for Tuesday, March 15 at 7 PM in Coplay and work party this Saturday, March 12 to prepare area for caboose.  
Groller thanked EMA for work and improvements to downstairs area of building.  Finalizing lease requirements for 38 South 4th Street.  Met with Athletic Club President to discuss options re: upstairs rooms and noise issues.  At this time, Solicitor questioned Groller if Athletic Club rooms are on borough owned property.  Groller responded yes.  Solicitor stated since lease of borough space should be discussed in executive session.  Mann added executive session to agenda per request from Groller.
Mann reported Shade Tree Advisory Committee recommending removal of shade tree at 43 South 8th Street per request of homeowner, cost is $460 leaving approximately $4,900 in this line item for 2011.  Commitment to Family & Community have signed new lease agreement with borough, changes include 1 year term, liaison’s for CFC and Council and elimination of shared space.  

At this time, Bundra requested additional comments on status of upgrades at fire building, same granted.  Bundra stated committee reviewed upgrades and forwarded list of open items and other concerns to Engineer.  Engineer will coordinate and make appropriate corrections with all contractors.  Recommends meeting with Public Works Director, Engineer, Fire Department and Council Fire Committee members to review and finalize this project in near future.

Motion by Groller, second by Bundra to appoint Constance Rivers to Coplay Library Board with term ending 12/31/13 – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to appoint Robert Humanick to Coplay Library Board with term ending 12/31/13 – carried. 

Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to appoint Christine Leitbeg to Park & Recreation Board with term ending 12/31/15 – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve request from Jeffry P. Deutsch, Tax Collector to turn over outstanding 2010 Per Capita Taxes in the amount of $1,914.00 to G.H. Harris Associates – carried.  
Piskula questioned when this Liaison was previously mentioned.  Mann responded discussed during lease.  Bundra stated CFC wanted liaison, council felt should also assign same and will attend CFC meetings to keep up to date on situation.  Solicitor added this section was included in lease agreement.  
Motion by Royer, second by Bodish to appoint Council Member Joseph Bundra as Coplay Borough Council Liaison to Commitment to Family & Community – carried.  
Motion by Royer, second by Groller to approve parking time limited to 15 minutes for two parking spaces to front of 301 Center Street during business hours of Monday through Friday from 8 AM – 7 PM and Saturdays from 8 AM – 5 PM – carried.
Piskula questioned what conditions warrant removal of this shade tree.  Mann responded sidewalks heaving and roots into sewer line.  
Motion by Bundra, second by Royer to remove shade tree at 43 South 8th Street at cost of $460.00 per recommendation from Shade Tree Advisory Committee – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve police, fire and building inspector reports – carried.  Health report was not approved as it was not available for reading at this meeting.
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Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for February, 2011 as presented to council – carried.
