93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston and Engineer Stewart were also present.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of February 9, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Presentation by Bart Garland and Mary Devlin of Zayo Bandwidth LLC re: installation of conduit from existing pole overhead to municipal building.  Prior site plan indicating trench under 4th Street and municipal building frontage was changed per recommendation of Borough Engineer.  Conduit is for data transfer, i.e. text, picture, video, etc.  TMobile has contracted with Zayo to provide updated fiber-based utility service.  Mann asked for questions by members.  Piskula questioned how this is different from what is there?  Devlin responded, nothing additional on roof, conduit overhead will be attached to 5x4x3 cabinet located behind fenced area where TMobile cabinet is already located.  Solicitor questioned why separate agreement needed?  Garland responded to get our own space with owner.  Solicitor questioned looking for stand alone agreement with borough?  Garland responded correct, Zayo would not fall under TMobile umbrella agreement.  Bundra questioned this is additional service for TMobile?  Responded yes.  Bundra questioned TMobile paying Zayo for this service?  Responded yes.  Solicitor questioned who to speak with re: compensation for this add on.  Responded Dan Magus.  Bodish questioned lease term of 5 years with 6 automatic renewals for total of 30 years?  Responded that is correct.  Explanation by Devlin, re: conduit overhead placement and on building.  Bundra questioned if modifications made to municipal building could conduit be moved?  Responded yes.  Engineer Stewart questioned his fees for review of this project.  Responded contact Dan Magus.  Engineer will contact Solicitor to discuss and forward same.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: motion for fire truck, at workshop explained $275,000 grant received with 5% of that due from borough, now states $350,000.  At workshop, cost of $320,000 for truck by Chief Buskaritz, why difference?  Can’t equipment be purchased from Fireman’s Relief funds?  Mann responded difference is for purchase of equipment, Relief funds are responsibility of Chief Buskaritz.  Chief Buskaritz responded Relief will not cover most equipment being purchased for truck.  
Reading of correspondence:  
Lou Tepes, Jr. re: reappointment  to Coplay Board of Appeals.
Service Electric Cable TV & Communications re: 2009 franchise fee payment received of $2,422.98.
Commonwealth of PA: notice of payment, liquid fuels.    
Mayor was absent, no report.     
Solicitor requests executive session for settlement of Cherry Street property.
Engineer had no further report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department.  Reminder street sweeping Tuesday, March 30 and Wednesday, March 31.  Piskula questioned who is doing sweeping?  Royer responded Martin’s.  
Mazur read February, 2010 police report in absence of Mayor Milander.  Re: Comprehensive Plan, appreciates residents who came out for last meeting, planning commission will meet Tuesday, 3/16 at 7 PM in auditorium, they will be discussing recommendation of the planning commission to borough council and at 4/6 workshop meeting council will hold hearing on Comprehensive Plan.  Goal is to have plan in print for State, residents must understand if funding is unavailable for work to be completed, than we won’t do work, but a plan is still needed for future.  Coplay will not receive any state or county funding without plan in place.
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Piskula reported incorrect address indicated in CWSA minutes, Secretary will forward correction of same.  County offering free classes, completed animal first aid and attending CPR.  Read February, 2010 fire report.  Fireman’s Relief balance is $23,676.22, must be careful what these funds are spent on, still trying to clean up audit findings and reports from prior misspending of same.  Researched truck costs, base of $330,090 not out of line, well pleased with answers received to questions, should have truck in less than sixty days, was originally being built as demo but since met Chief Buskaritz’s specifications with minor adjustments will have earlier.  Cost is not outrageous and necessary equipment must be purchased.  Town should celebrate once received.
Bodish reported recycling and garbage collection running smoothly.  For large remodeling jobs, a dumpster should be obtained, borough will not collect large amounts of this type of debris, for smaller jobs residents should contact PWD Pavelko directly to discuss prior to commencing project.  Re: electronics recycling, contacted Best Buy Whitehall store, accept TV’s, computer equipment, you should remove hard drive, for $10 fee limit of three per day and receive $10 store card in return.  Requested information continues to be included in borough newsletter along with remodeling job information.  Recycling bins are available in office at cost of $5 each.
Bundra had no report on insurance.  Re: health, working on Workplace Safety Committee, received good support from council, office and employees, on time for approval prior to October insurance renewal.  IRT report, next meeting scheduled for Tuesday, 3/16 in Coplay council chambers at 7 PM.   
Groller reported working with Chief Genovese to implement park and recreation rules and regulations.  February meeting of Library Board cancelled due to snow, will be attending March meeting this Thursday.  Auditorium heat repaired parts received, ready for installation by PWD Pavelko.  

Mann reported motion to expend funds for fire truck reviewed by finance committee, recommending approval of same.  Packets were available Friday for members, some took advantage for review.  
Unfinished Business:  None.
New Business:

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to accept reappointment of Lou Tepes, Jr. as member of Coplay Board of Appeals for term until 12/31/14 – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to set reserve price for 1999 Chevrolet Tahoe at $1,500.00 – carried.
Prior to motion, Piskula questioned if all funds are not used?  Mann responded $350,000.00 is maximum amount.

Motion by Mazur, second by Piskula to authorize purchase of new fire truck and equipment utilizing AFG Grant Funds in the amount of $261,500.00 and Capital Projects Loan funds in the amount of $88,750.00, for a total of $350,000.00 – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Bundra, second by Mazur to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for February, 2010 as presented to council – carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 784
An Ordinance establishing general sanitary regulations for the disposal of all water material and the discharge of sewage and industrial waste into the sewage system of the Coplay-Whitehall Sewer Authority.
Motion by Bundra, second by Mazur to adopt Ordinance No. 784.  Roll call vote resulted in 5 yeas, 2 nays by Bundra and Piskula.  Motion carried.
At this time Mazur suggested to audience, want to know what is going on in town, get a scanner to monitor police and fire activity, nice hobby.

As there was no additional business, motion by Bundra, second by Groller to adjourn meeting into executive session for discussion of litigation and real estate issues at 7:52 PM.  May reconvene for motions if necessary.

Motion by Bundra, second by Groller to authorize solicitor to intervene on behalf of Borough of Coplay in the ARP Coplay LLC assessment appeal – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to authorize Council President Mann to negotiate settlement charges in an amount not to exceed $40,000.00 – carried.
