Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of February 10, 2015 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Michael Miller, 40 N 5th St., President of Coplay Athletic Club contacted Brown & Brown for additional insurance quote, will fax completed paperwork on 3/11.  Brosky Agency called this date and scheduled meeting Thursday, 3/12 at 2 pm to review quote.  Sodl questioned if insurance covers what Athletic Club wants it to cover.  Mr. Miller responded won’t know until reviewed, no details at this time.  Sodl questioned what is minimum age for your program and minimum age to obtain own card.  Mr. Miller responded minimum age with a parent is 12; to obtain card must be 18 and out of school, if 18 and in school must be accompanied by parent.  Sodl questioned status of allowing Coplay Police officers use of gym.  Mr. Miller responded still reviewing same.
Jim Yellen, 1212 Laubach Ave., Northampton, member of Athletic Club, concerned with rent increase; $2,000/year would be okay, however increasing to $3,000/year would be too much of a burden for club.
Randy Bachman, 830 Catherine Dr., member of Athletic Club board and 9 year member of club.  Previously with 5 other gyms, stayed with Athletic Club for number of reasons including no waiting for equipment, great cost and convenient location.  If rent is increased, may need to increase yearly member fee and could lose members.
Reading of correspondence:  None.  
Mayor Bundra stated ill for workshop meeting, reported copy of safety committee reorganization meeting to all members.  Attended MECAB meeting in Rosetto, speaker from LVPC had a lot of good information, copy of same requested.  Lehigh County COG meeting cancelled for second time due to weather.  Unable to attend CTC meeting due to illness.  Attended Whitehall Mayor Hozza re-election meeting, have good communication and cooperation with Coplay.  Burker attended meeting for Mayor and reported on same.  Burker reported met with Shari Noctor from Relay for Life for discussion on school district lunch program issues and local family food supply issues, she would like to attend a future council meeting to inform and further discuss with borough council.  All members agreed to invite to April workshop.  Leiner thanked Burker for attending.  Sodl questioned if this is mostly school issue, why bring to council.  Burker replied just wants to attend meeting to inform council, bring awareness to situation.  Leiner commented good to listen.  Mayor Bundra replied not just a school issue, no food at home issue as well; Shari is contacting area food banks as well.
Solicitor Preston reported discussed some changes to code enforcement ordinances with Helman, suggests Attorney Pereira and Helman compile full list of all changes, bring to council for discussion, prepare updates and pass all updates together.  May need public hearings on some if zoning is involved.
Engineer did not submit report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl reported Knox Box information obtained, will discuss with Chief Buskaritz and report to council.  Read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for February, 2015, 10 health permits issued, 5 new code complaints, 10 ongoing and 4 resolved.    
Royer reported nothing new in property, normal operations.    
Burker reported meeting on 3/27 with grant representatives along with Scott Cope to visit and discuss projects for grant applications.  Receiving support from Senator Boscola and Representative McNeill on grant applications.  LVPC offered to conduct study on General Supply property, what if any value it may have for borough, at no cost to Coplay.  
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Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Received annual liquid fuels allocation from State in the amount of $77,218.78 on March 2nd; more than budgeted amount of $70,100 which was based on what borough received in 2014.   
Bodish thanked CWSA for offered support of Coplay Public Works during funeral, if arrangements had been during week or weather event, offered their employees to work for borough allowing Mr. Pavelko’s fellow employees ability to attend funeral procession.  Spoke with North Catasauqua Council President Keglovits re: exchange use of their street sweeper for use of our pitch machine.  Will save @ $2,100 on sweeping.  
Unfinished Business:  
At this time, Leiner commented re: Athletic Club discussion, club has been good neighbor and should be treated fairly like all other organizations.
New Business:
Motion by Leiner, second by Burker to approve use of gym at no fee by Juvenile Probation for training from 3/19-3/20/2015 – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Royer to accept resignation of Richard Craig as Assistant Fire Chief effective February 24, 2015 – carried.    
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to turn over outstanding 2014 garbage fees in the amount of $30,212.60 to collection agency of G.H. Harris Associates - carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to turn over outstanding 2014 per capita taxes in the amount of $2,684.00 to collection agency of G.H. Harris Associates – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Luckenbach to transfer $11,444.00 from line item of Contingency/Landfill to line item of Truck Payment in 2015 Sanitation budget for early payoff of garbage truck loan – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Burker to approve readvertising, with no minimum bid price, the 1996 Dodge 1 ton Dump Truck and to request sealed bids on same to be received by April 7, 2015 at 3 pm and opened on April 7, 2015 at 7 pm, council workshop meeting – carried.  
Building inspector report for February, 2015 read by Secretary.  
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to approve police, building, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for February, 2015 as presented to council – carried.

Motion by Sodl, second by Luckenbach to pay all approved bills as submitted to members of council by secretary – carried.
Resolution and Ordinances: (roll call vote) None
At this time, Pres. Bodish asked for discussion regarding Coplay Athletic Club necessity to obtain insurance.  Sodl commented in order to finalize Athletic Club insurance, deadline of Friday, 3/13, questioned other members on same.  Mr. Miller responded with meeting Thursday at Brosky should be able to provide proof to borough office on Friday.  Further comments and statements by Sodl and Mr. Miller on proof of insurance.  Leiner questioned Solicitor Preston if borough insurance covers athletic club.  Solicitor Preston responded yes, borough insurance covers, however normally outside organizations leasing facilities are required to provide their own insurance, lessens exposure to borough and is specific to what activity the organization is engaged in; borough just has general liability coverage and this is not a good idea as it places the insurance burden for that organization on the borough.  Sodl stated at initial meeting on 2/12 discovered club had no insurance, one month later still awaiting coverage, to extend until April 10 meeting continues to expose borough.  Pres. Bodish 
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agreed, must determine a deadline to have insurance in place.  Sodl suggests Friday, 3/13 at 4pm.  Mr. Miller commented since Brosky Agency also maintains borough policies, as such they should be able to fax or email as soon as in place.  Secretary agreed Brosky has all borough office contact information.  Sodl reminded members of situation last year at Sam Balliet Stadium with bleachers and lack of insurance, bleachers were taped off next day by public works employees and group was told to not occupy facility until insurance was obtained.  Burker commented to Solicitor Preston re: Legion situation, council was told once made aware of situation, now our responsibility.  Burker questioned Solicitor Preston re: insurance.  Solicitor Preston opined borough should not lease any space without lessee having insurance.  Pres. Bodish requested Mr. Miller comments and response to council concerns.  Mr. Miller commented understands borough’s concern, took more time than originally thought to obtain underwriters to issue policy.  
Motion by Luckenbach, second by Sodl to close Athletic Club if no proof of insurance is supplied to borough office by Friday, 3/13/2015 at 4 pm.
Luckenbach questioned who will close facility.  Pres. Bodish suggested police can lock door since public works will be gone by that time.  Solicitor Preston stated sign on door is sufficient, no need to lock door.

Sodl added, after confirmation of insurance in place for club, committee will meet again with Athletic Club committee to further discuss new lease arrangement.  
As there was no further business, motion by Leiner, second by Sodl to adjourn meeting until workshop Tuesday, April 7, 2015 at 7 PM, and regular meeting Tuesday, April 14, 2015 at 7 PM.
