Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of February 11, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
At this time, Attorney Molly Graver representing the Coplay Saengerbund appeared before council requesting members approve petitioning PA Liquor Control to continue to allow club to use borough noise ordinance instead of following LCE noise ordinance.  Ms. Graver gave history explanation for benefit of new council members, council originally approved new noise ordinance in 2011 using decibel level of 85, anything louder would be violation of ordinance, LCB granted one year and then two year allowance to follow borough noise ordinance which is set to expire in September, 2014.  If members approve petition, club will pay all expenses involved and asks to request 3 year exemption from LCB.  Ms. Graver stated spoke with Chief Genovese regarding any violations, he advised no violations, no neighbor complaints and did decibel level readings at different dates and times with no violations.  Ms. Graver asked for any additional questions from council.  Leiner thanked club for prior involvement in civic interests in Coplay.  Royer commented received no complaints from residents in area.  Ms. Graver asked again for any questions by members for herself or club president Kevin Fritz in audience.  No further questions by members, motion will be prepared and added to this evening’s agenda for vote.  
Hearing of persons present: 
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: workshop meeting discussion that fire trucks should be replaced after 30 years, ours is 28 years old, and cost of $300,000 to replace.  Sodl stated more like $400,000.  Ms. Killeen continued costs should not only be put on taxpayers, maybe ask for assistance from local organizations such as community days, have fire department do some fund raising.  
Tom Davies, 141 Cherry St., questioning why no longer able to park in CFC lot, especially during snow emergency, believed lot to be public parking and doesn’t want to have to move to lot on other side of building, too far from home.  Has been able to park in lot since moving into area two years ago and sees no reason why that should change.  Pres. Bodish responded residents are able to use lot as long as there is no CFC event, CFC will post as no parking and residents must move cars, when signs are removed and/or not present, residents can park in lot and lot on other side of building is always available, also during snow events borough was unable to plow lot due to vehicles parked in different areas of lot and never moved, hampered clearing attempts.  Sodl stated obligated to have parking available for CFC for events, this will only affect residents at that time, is not permanent no parking for residents in area.  Pres. Bodish restated only no parking when posted for event, otherwise residents may park on lot, need cooperation.  
Reading of correspondence:  None.  
Mayor Bundra had nothing additional to report since workshop meeting.
Solicitor Preston reported on changes to concession stand lease as discussed by council at workshop meeting, same is prepared and ready for passage at this meeting.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read health/code enforcement report for February, 2014, 5 health permits were issued, 28 new code enforcement reports, mostly for sidewalks not shoveled, 44 ongoing and 40 resolved.  Leiner questioned how many citations were issued for sidewalks.  Sodl responded unknown, would need to discuss with Mr. Helman, however most were resolved according to report.
Royer reported normal operations for public buildings.     
Burker reported Park and Recreation Board met last night, aggressively pursuing grants especially for improvements to Balliet Stadium and outdoor basketball court area behind fire department, committee added extra meeting on 3/31 for additional discussions.  Council committee for park and recreation of myself, Groller and Luckenbach interviewed applicants for pool manager, recommending Sarah Kemp 
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for position along with returning pavilion cleaner Ron Jany for 2014 season.  Reminder that Saturday is last day to order banners.  Burker then introduced Sarah Kemp who was in attendance.  Sarah spoke to council about her current course of studies at LCCC, prior job experience, sports experience and excitement for the opportunity, loves working with children and eager to try new events at pool.  Sodl complimented committee on interview and hiring process, would like to see this process continued in future.  Leiner questioned if same was discussed at workshop meeting.  Burker replied informed council interviews by committee were set and recommendation for approval would be at this regular meeting.  Pres. Bodish reminded Leiner, still has opportunity to vote nay if not comfortable with recommendation.  Leiner stated to Ms. Kemp pool is serious responsibility, use help of committee members and council members when needed.  Sodl agreed is a responsibility, it is also important with changes to remove responsibility of concession stand along with the $12,000 in losses during 2013 season, in 2014 season continue with additional changes for improving atmosphere at pool.
Groller reported vote to approve purchase of new dump truck on agenda, confirmed 5 year loan at 2% interest rate through bank, if approved this evening, vehicle should be received in July or August, those payments would be paid utilizing performance grant funds.  Also, Berkheimer, our earned income tax collector, has agreed to a reduction in their commission rate from 1.5% to 1.3% for next contract period.  
Bodish reported to date winter has been snow issue, expects to become pothole issue with warm up.  Received thank you from CFC for clearing parking lot.  Street sweeping on March 18 & March 19 has been cancelled until sometime in May.  
At this time, Leiner questioned if permit is needed for private snow plower to work in borough.  Pres. Bodish responded no.  
Unfinished Business:  None.

Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to approve the addition of third party inspectors Code Master and Barry Isset & Associates as alternate choices to Lehigh Valley Inspection Services for inspecting mechanical, energy, electrical, plumbing and commercial permits – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Sodl to approve concession stand lease for 2014 swimming season with changes of: deadline to default by 4/30/2014 or rental fee for season is still due and stand must be open a minimum of 80% of total pool actual operating hours – carried.
Motion by Luckenbach, second by Leiner to approve handicap parking space at 132 South 4th Street – carried.  
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to approve turning over outstanding 2013 Borough Per Capita taxes to collection agency of G.H. Harris Associates in the amount of $2,387.00 – carried.  
Motion by Royer, second by Burker to authorize purchase of new 2015 Ford F550 dump truck using COSTARS vendor Milham Ford at approximate cost of $67,000.00 – carried.  
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to hire Sarah Kemp as pool manager for the 2014 swimming season and Ronald Jany as pavilion cleaner for 2014 – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Leiner to authorize solicitor to prepare petition to LCB to allow a three year exemption of LCE noise ordinance for the Coplay Saengerbund – carried.
Building inspector report for February, 2014 read by Secretary.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to approve police, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for February, 2014 as presented to council – carried.
