94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Recker, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  One council seat is vacant.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of February 12, 2013 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Beverly Miller, 40 N. 5th St., seeing more recycling being put out for garbage, should consider mandatory recycling or have crew note addresses and send letter.  Also, produced pictures of residence where importing of garbage, no recycling, always a lot out for collection.  Pictures to Pres. Bodish who questioned address.  Ms. Miller did not reveal giving address.
Reading of correspondence: 
Jeffry P. Deutsch re: outstanding 2012 borough garbage fees.
Stephen J. Burker re: applicant for Coplay borough council.

Mayor Bundra stated gave report at workshop meeting, additional items include attendance at Communities That Care meeting held today at LCCC, nice to see MaryRose from Library, Mr. Leiner and press attended as well, this program will take large effort from community and residents.  Invited CTC coordinator to attend next Community Days meeting as many organizations involved, also invited other organizations not involved in community days to attend, trying to include all in this meeting on Monday, 3/25 at 7 pm in council chambers.  Mayor Bundra asked Leiner if he had any comments.  Leiner stated believes this to be complicated process, Mayor is making effort to get groups involved.  There are many complex issues children face today that we did not, will take residents working together to get program going.  Mayor Bundra continued report, traffic light at 2nd & Chestnut Street, received response from Glenn Solt with Lehigh County who agreed there is no signage for truck route on MacArthur Road, however signs are PennDOT.  Solt suggested moving light pole back from intersection, per PennDOT regulations must be placed closer to intersection.  After reviewing 5 ton limit with Chief Genovese for 2nd Street, he also suggests 5 ton limit be passed for Hokendauqua Street.  Northampton requested PennDOT review of timing of stop light at Coplay/Northampton Bridge and Main Street, received approval to change timing which was completed last Thursday and should alleviate traffic backups on bridge.  Sodl stated all of 2nd Street should be 5 ton limit.  Mayor Bundra questioned about trucks for Giant.  Sodl responded includes local delivery exclusion which takes care of that.  Further discussion regarding Hokendauqua Street limit and where trucks will ultimately go, also Mayor Bundra added brought to attention of Mayor Hozza in Whitehall and he may be able to help as well.  Secretary questioned if council approves Hokendauqua Street should be added to Ordinance for April meeting, consensus was approval to add.  Mayor Bundra reported third attempt to get bread from Giant for Food Bank, hope to have answer soon.
Solicitor Preston reported received letter from Attorney Farole representing Wilbur Hill, requesting executive session for possible pending litigation.  Sodl questioned status of civic plaza negotiations with Giant.  Solicitor Preston responded letter sent, copied to Secretary.  Secretary will copy for all members.  

Engineer was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl stated concerned with lack of citizen attendance at meetings, particularly at workshop meetings, would like to see more residents involved and would like members to consider ways to get that word out.  Also likes the idea of council staying after workshop meeting adjourns to talk one on one with those individuals who are uncomfortable speaking to the whole.  
Royer had nothing to report on property.  IRT report, work party in North Whitehall to extend trail, cleared from Portland Street to new Eagle Scout bridge, eventually will continue to clear through to Mauch Chunk Road.  Historical Walk on 3/23 at 9am, meet at barn and 12th annual 10K race on 5/19 beginning at Coplay pavilion, applications on bulletin board.
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Recker reported starting interviews for pool, requesting committee discussion on number of dip and dances and open/close dates.  Contacted by Coplay Sports to use pavilion for practice, not the batting previously discussed, but pitchers and catchers as they did last year.  Secretary added just contacted yesterday afternoon on this, if members agree motion could be added to current agenda.  All agreed, secretary prepared motion.  Recker continued Coplay Sports signups decreasing again, unable to field some teams.  At this time, discussion between Sodl, Recker, Leiner and Mayor Bundra on Coplay Sports costs involved to program for umps, number of children involved decreasing, fee charged to sign up, etc.  Mayor Bundra asked if the exact number of sign ups was known as he has brought the decrease in enrollment to light previously.  Recker responded did not know exact numbers.
Groller reported normal operations in finance and will be attending Library meeting on Thursday.  Recker questioned response to foot traffic question last month.  Secretary responded email from library forwarded.  Recker stated those numbers did not seem appropriate.
Bodish reported 27 applications received for sanitation picker job, committee will begin review.  Storm water issue at Chestnut and Ruch Street, Engineer prepared specs indicating 2 drains installed on Chestnut near Paulie’s Restaurant and one on south side corner.  PWD Pavelko did dye test to review water discharging along Ruch Street to determine if additional storm sewer would be needed on Ruch, test showed Chestnut Street improvements would be sufficient to remove run off.  Whitehall will not pave Ruch Street as previously discussed until storm sewer improvements are complete.  Received shade tree removal recommendations from committee members, will review and discuss at April workshop.  Sanitation and streets had normal operations for month.

Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to approve the Dave V. Scheuermann Subdivision Revised Final Plan and Lot 4 Land Development Revised Final Plan – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Recker to remove handicap parking spaces at 1117 ½ Oak Street and 41 North 5th Street – abstain by Leiner as 5th Street is father’s residence - carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to waive fee for Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball 2013 Health Licenses – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Recker to waive pavilion fee for Pediatric Cancer Foundation on 3/23; Crohn’s & Colitis on 5/4; IRT Run/Walk on 5/19; St John’s Church on 7/28; Coplay Community Days from 8/22 to 8/25; and Trinity UCC on 9/15/2013 – carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Royer to turn over outstanding 2012 Borough garbage fees of $32,205.80 to collection agency of G.H. Harris Associates - carried.

At this time, Leiner questioned how many residences does this represent.  Pres. Bodish stated 30-40 could include some businesses, Tax Collector Deutsch has actual numbers.
Motion by Recker, second by Sodl to allow Coplay Sports use of pavilion for pitchers and catchers at no fee – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for February, 2013 as presented to council – carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 806
An Ordinance authorizing the refinancing of certain indebtedness of the Borough of Coplay by the issue of a general obligation note in the amount of approximately $102,000.00; fixing the form, number, date, interest, and maturity thereof; making a covenant for the payment of the debt service on the note; providing for the appointment of a sinking fund depository for the note; and authorizing execution, sale and delivery thereof.
Motion by Groller, second by Sodl to approve Ordinance No. 806.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 vacant.  Motion carried.
