94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Mann, Recker, and Royer.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Pereira were also present.  Mazur was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from special meeting of January 25, 2012 and regular meeting of February 14, 2012 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
At this time, Maryrose Farquhar of Coplay Public Library approached council.  Appreciated meeting between school district and council committee, meeting went well, a lot of good ideas were expressed.  Would like to reiterate my wish that council pass a public declaration of support for Library, would go a long way to gain community support.  Could declaration be considered this evening?  That is all at this time.

Jeffry P. Deutsch re: exonerate 18 from 2011 Per Capita Taxes.   
Mayor Bundra read February, 2012 police report.  Attended book presentation and signing for Lehigh County 200th anniversary, nice historical book of the County.  Safety meeting held by public works director this date on spring driving.  Joint Safety Committee met last month still reviewing and checking where to get additional space for garage, pretrip checklist of all vehicles program working well, looking into costs for purchase of shirts with reflective markings mostly for pickers, mandatory annual training being scheduled for committee.  Loader will be paid off this year, requested priority list be completed of equipment for possible purchase by public works department in 2013.  Attended CFC meeting as liaison.  Coplay Sports, May 5 opening day, please try to attend and support youth organization, along with Library spaghetti dinner that same evening.  Leiner questioned if CFC shared financial information and review of $500 electric bill, also donations to other organizations.  Mayor Bundra responded funds coming into CFC are being used to maintain building, no additional funds other than that, did not report on donations to other organizations for last month.  Pres. Bodish stated CFC did report on use of building by organizations at February council meeting.  Mayor Bundra will work to get this information added to CFC monthly report.  Leiner questioned if Mayor Bundra was willing to express his support of the Library at this meeting.  Mayor Bundra responded of course he supports the Library, who wouldn’t support it, we would all like to see the Library continue.
Solicitor had nothing to report however there will be an executive session for discussion of litigation.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department.  Street sweeping is scheduled for Wednesday, 3/28 and Thursday, 3/29, no parking will be strictly enforced.  All going well at this time.  IRT report, Camelot for Children race is not returning to IRT this year, moving to Steel Stacks.  IRT annual 5K run to be held Saturday, 5/20, hoping for big turnout and raffle tickets also being sold.
Recker reported beginning on preparations for pool opening.  Would like to see tennis courts area be refurbished or utilized in some way.  Mayor Bundra commented about possible use for overflow equipment of streets equipment.  Recker responded would rather see same kept as a recreational area.
Mazur was absent, no report.

Groller reported nothing on finance this evening.  Attended informal meeting with library and school board trying to convince them to gradually reduce or keep funding intact, school budget process has just begun and will take a few months, superintendent has agreed to keep us informed.  Also attended library board meeting, thanked board for moving ahead on various fundraisers and in process of obtaining volunteers for additional projects.
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Leiner read February, 2012 health and code enforcement report, 5 health inspections were completed, and 17 code enforcement complaints worked on.  
Mann read February, 2012 fire department report, 3 incidents for month with year to date total of 17.  Current Fireman’s Relief Association balance is $27,879.05.  Recently audited by ISO which completes a Public Protection Classification survey of the fire protection capabilities in Coplay, commonly known as the ISO rating.  Rating is on scale of 1 to 10, with 1 being best and 10 being there is no recognized fire protection in the area.  This rate is forwarded to insurance companies for determining insurance rates within the community.  Prior to this audit we were a Class 5, the current audit has also determined we are a Class 5.
Bodish reported sanitation and recycling running smooth, yard waste collections will begin in April.  Requests residents put garbage in containers so animals do not rip apart bags, as borough will not pick up strewn about garbage.  Looking for Tire Drop off date sometime in May.  Committee  will be meeting to discuss garbage ordinance and review for possible changes.  Did meet with Library and do support, however awaiting information from school board to move forward.  Maryrose of Library allowed to speak, again requesting a Resolution, passed by Borough Council, showing their support of Library.  Secretary will review and prepare, along with Solicitor, for passage at next meeting.

Motion by Groller, second by Mann to appoint Michele Gruber as member of Coplay Library Board with term ending 12/31/2014 – carried.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to authorize Tax Collector Jeffry P. Deutsch to exonerate 18 from the collection of 2011 Per Capita Taxes for reason of moved out of town – carried.  
Motion by Leiner, second by Royer to waive fee for Coplay Sports and American Legion Baseball 2012 Health Licenses – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Mann to approve police, fire, health, and building inspector reports – carried.  

Motion by Leiner, second by Groller to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for February, 2012 as presented to council – carried.
