Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner,  Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl as well as Mayor Bundra, PWD Pavelko and Police Chief Genovese.  Fire Chief Buskaritz and EMA Coordinator Buskaritz were absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  None.
PWD Pavelko reported removing snow first two weeks, 3 ton of cold patch used on potholes and is ongoing, cleaned debris at parkway, normal maintenance and repair of trucks and plows, sign work due to plowing and truck weight restriction signs, handicap space and sign installed, additional marking of PA one calls for gas company work, prepping lawn mowers, two sinkholes at Saylor & Magna and 866 Oak repaired, medical Rx drop box installed, dedicated circuit added in police computer room, CFC boiler needs tune up-kit ordered, two pool pump motors sent out-one can be repaired, will have to order one new, shop cleanup and lights installed at fire department.  Mayor Bundra questioned cost to repair old dump truck to keep in fleet.  PWD Pavelko stated would cost @3,000 to fix and would help to have extra plow, CWSA truck does not have plow and does have some mechanical issues.  Pres. Bodish stated will report on this later in meeting.
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Chief Genovese reported in March, 2014 received 172 total incidents with 2 arrests, 21 traffic arrests with 4 written warnings and 34 parking tickets issued.  Prescription medication box installed outside police office door, in view of camera, has been used a few times already, write up in current newsletter on same.  

Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Secretary reported Resolution #1386 prepared by secretary and reviewed by solicitor, this is yearly destruction of old records, mostly those from 2006.  Still awaiting receipt of some Financial Interests, if not yet returned, please do so shortly.  

Discussion of any problems/matters:

Review of Job Description submitted by Coplay Library Board for the position of Library Director; must be approved by motion of borough council to be added to Library Policies per borough ordinance.  Sodl commented Library Board is reviewing all current policies and updating where needed.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Received request from Girl Scouts of Eastern PA for use of pavilion at no fee on Tuesday, May 27, 2014.  Leiner questioned where girls involved are from.  Secretary responded, per letter from Whitehall-Coplay and Catasauqua school districts.  No further questions by members, motion at regular meeting.
Copies of Ordinance #813 prepared by Secretary, reviewed/approved by Solicitor and advertised for passage at 4/8 regular meeting re: update to grass and weeds ordinance with following changes discussed at March workshop meeting:

1. Add it is unlawful to throw or dump any grass onto any street, alley, gutter or sidewalk.

2. Add language if property comes into violation again within 24 months of original notice of violation, borough may issue municipal citation.

3. Change current fines to include minimum of $100 for first offense, minimum of $200 for second offense, and maximum fine remains at of $600.
   Sodl commented covers changes wanted, also met with solicitor who cited deficiencies with processes which will be discussed with committee.  No further discussion by members, Ordinance will be voted on at regular meeting.
Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion.  None.
Mayor Bundra reported attended MECAB meeting along with Sodl and Burker, speaker ADA James Augustine, glad to see more council participation.  Joint Safety Committee members were all recertified this month.  Received letter from PennDOT re: invitation to attend Whitehall Commissioners meeting on Monday, April 14 to discuss their upcoming work at PA145 and PA329 intersection, would be good for members to attend.  Next IRT meeting scheduled Tuesday, April 15 at 7 pm at North Whitehall Township.  Sodl commented, enjoys attending MECAB meetings and having discussions with other managers and council members.  Burker agreed, very beneficial.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl thanked Police Chief and Fire Chief for service this month.  
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Royer reported gas line has been installed to building by UGI, still awaiting specifications for new heating system.  PWD Pavelko had roofer in, roof should last additional 5 years with some minor repairs and seal coating, after that will be approximately $25,000 to $30,000 to replace in five years.  CWSA annual meeting scheduled for April 17 at 7:30 pm, all members invited to attend.
Burker reported all lifeguards interviewed by committee, hiring 8 guards, motion with names at regular meeting.  Letters will be sent by borough office to Wedge and Leitgeb on Park & Recreation board re: non-attendance at meetings and if they want to continue to be on board.  Park & Rec Board met on 3/31 to discuss grants, thanked Scott Cope in audience, for attending meeting and answering questions from the board regarding grants.  Board working on recommendation to council regarding Mr. Cope’s involvement in writing grants for board.  Also, spoke with Laurie Moyer from Lehigh County regarding CDBG funding, good information.  Board will be working on Park & Recreation Plan which is long overdue, will utilize surveys to residents for input.  Leiner questioned wording of letters to those being removed.  Secretary responded discussed with Burker, will be sending letter of resignation to be signed and returned with deadline, self-addressed stamped envelope to return it, if not returned by deadline will bring to council additional interested individuals to replace Wedge and Leitgeb.  Mr. Cope stated looks forward to helping out.  Burker commented was very helpful to Whitehall parks and IRT in obtaining grants.  Mayor Bundra stated Mr. Cope was driving force behind IRT, also worked at PA DCNR which gives insight into obtaining these types of grants.  Sodl questioned how many guards were hired for pool this year compared to last.  Burker replied 8 this year, 6 or 7 last year.  Sodl stated would like to see more than less.  Burker stated hired all that applied.  Secretary added if any additional applications are received will forward to Burker for review.  Groller commented in past hired 10 which was too much, 8 seemed to work well, while 6 was too little.  Leiner commented agrees Mr. Cope could be catalyst, definitely going in right direction.
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Read letter of resignation from Roni in borough office as of April 11.  Advertised in newsletter and this week in Whitehall-Coplay Press, accepting applications until April 18.  Leiner questioned if any applicants received yet?  Secretary responded 5 to date.  
Bodish reported yard waste collection begins this Friday through November.  Street sweeping has been postponed until sometime in May.  Committee interviewed applicants for part time summer helper, recommend hiring Paul Boyle for this position.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  Committee also discussed repairing old dump truck, recommends getting rid of same, only complaints received from employees over last six years regarding this vehicle, approved purchase of new one no need to keep, will put out for bid.  Sodl and Royer agreed, employees only ever complained about vehicle in past.  Leiner questioned which truck.  Pres. Bodish responded old 1 ton small dump truck, same was abused and overused, committee also discussed purchasing plow with proceeds from sale of truck to outfit on sewer authority truck.  Luckenbach stated did check plow on dump truck to retrofit to utility truck, too large will need to purchase new.  Pres. Bodish stated have large dump, new small dump, two pick ups, loader and utility truck, six vehicles for six employees in public works, no additional vehicle needed.  Mayor Bundra stated repairing and keeping would be good tool for employees.
Hearing of persons present:  None.
At this time, Burker added to report, forgot to mention request from Park & Recreation Board for $2,000 from recreation funds to “quick fix” bleachers at Legion Field prior to opening season.  Resulted in heated discussion between members as to what borough’s responsibility is to fund upkeep and make repairs at Balliet Stadium, what is responsibility in lease agreement, where would funding come from and what is needed to approve use of funds.  Secretary stated any funds paid out of Recreation fund by Board must be approved by borough council, cannot be purchased without approval.  Pres. Bodish requested Burker obtain more specific information for council review, no motion at regular meeting.
