Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Royer and Sodl as well as Mayor Bundra who arrived at 7:10 PM, PWD Pavelko, and Police Chief Genovese.  Recker, EMA Coordinator Keller and Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz were absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Bids for the 2013 Handicap Curb Cuts Project were opened by Secretary.  Bids were as follows:

Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., with primary election occurring in May and referendum question for Library on ballot, recommends information be included in May newsletter and on borough website for residents.  Questioned if current millage rate is 3.71.  Groller responded yes.  Procanyn stated should also include what millage increase for library would be and dollar amount based on assessment, for example $100,000 assessment what would be tax increase on that property.  

Maryrose Farquhar, Coplay Public Library, thanked council for showing interest in Library, there are many materials that can be utilized, there is no one service or statistic of the library which defines its service to the community, have put together an annual report for 2012, same was reviewed by Maryrose and is attached to minutes.  As you can see, undertook quite a bit for 2012, thank you for allowing time to explain.
Natalie Reichl, Coplay Public Library, thanked Maryrose for report.  Regarding by Mr. Procanyn questions/ statements it is $38.00 for every $100,000 of real estate assessment on property.  Because it is referendum question, had to register our political action committee with Harrisburg, concerned that statements placed in newsletter may be against election law, will check with Tim Benyo to answer question.  Committee printed 800 trifold pamphlets to be distributed, have website, handing out during book sale, even Library unable to hand out brochures in facility as considered influencing an election, may be construed this way as well if included in newsletter even though only thought is to inform public, committee will have to take care of informing, appreciate Mr. Procanyn bringing this up for information purposes.
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.  
PWD Pavelko reported 2 ton cold patch used, street sweeping posting and removal of postings, sinkhole on Chestnut Street at David Victor building dug out small void, unable to repair sidewalk too deteriorated, repaired hole with concrete, emergency lite battery checks in building completed, pavilion and parkway cleanup prior to pediatric cancer run, along with trail cleanup of branches, another dozen stop sign reflectors on posts installed, two handicap spaces removed on 5th and Oak Streets, 30 “No Parking” sign refacings purchased will begin work on replacement, truck maintenance every Wednesday and “No Parking” sign installed to rear of fire department building.
Chief Genovese reported 208 incidents for March, 2013 with 5 arrests, 2 resolved by exceptional clearance, 19 traffic citations with 4 written warnings for equipment violations and 67 borough parking tickets, 55 tickets issued during street sweeping.  Preparing for Spring at this time, all in order.  
Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Secretary reported 2012 municipal audit and financial report received from auditors, copy to finance chair anyone else interested in receiving copy let me know.  Ordinance #807 prepared, copies to all, this limits weight on 2nd Street and Hokendauqua Street, solicitor reviewed, same was advertised and will be on agenda for vote at regular meeting.  Copies to all regarding letter to Giant from Solicitor continuing discussion on property use for downtown civic plaza.  Updated copies of council member contact information and committee appointments.  
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Discussion of any problems/matters:
Shade Trees for removal, budget of $3,500 should allow for removal of approximately 5 trees – initial review completed by Public Works Committee.  Bodish reviewed discussion by committee, ten trees on list including two by Paulie’s Restaurant which could be included with storm sewer project also on agenda for discussion, committee suggests two trees to be removed on Chestnut Street between 2nd & 3rd and then two on 3rd Street, staying in same area.  PWD Pavelko stated tree located at 113 S 8th Street diseased, split in half late last year same shored up, but should be removed.  Bodish responded depending on costs, this tree should be included with motion at regular meeting for removal.
Ruch & Chestnut Street storm sewer project approximate cost $30,000.  Bodish stated Whitehall Township will not pave Ruch Street without installation.  PWD Pavelko completed flow check, stated 80% of flow comes from Chestnut Street to area, not from Ruch Street, installation of two storm sewers on Chestnut would alleviate flooding at intersection area.  Bodish asked for any questions, none by members.  Bodish requested motion at regular meeting to authorize engineer to prepare bid package with two shade trees to be removed included in project, no questions or concerns from members.
Request received from Girl Scouts of Eastern PA for use of pavilion at no fee on Wednesday, 5/29/2013.  No questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.   
Tobacco Free Northeast PA initial review completed by Park & Recreation Committee.  Bodish stated Recker unable to attend , work reasons, this was forwarded to committee for discussion/review, as Recker not in attendance suggests same be tabled until May workshop meeting.  All members agreed to table. 
Mayor Bundra stated did not believe would be able to attend this meeting, as such will have report ready for regular meeting.   
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl reported training certifications for fire department personnel turned over to panel, also panel will be interviewing all members of department 4/7 beginning at 9 AM in council chambers, requests table be brought in, Secretary will handle.  Planning Commission at last meeting, putting numbers together for welcome signs, applying for grant,  Leiner questioned full or matching grant.  Sodl responded matching grant.  Leiner questioned status of committee to develop civic plaza.  Sodl responded awaiting approval of land use from Giant prior to starting committee, also wants it known that committee will seek funding from outside sources for project, not borough.  Sodl continued suggests mutual arrangement with all council members to make themselves available to audience members and residents for approximately 15 minutes after meetings for those who are uncomfortable speaking to entire council in order to tell us what they want, such as with current Library issue.  Further discussion between Sodl and Leiner regarding Library referendum question on May primary.  
Royer reported normal operations in property.  CWSA annual report meeting will be held Thursday, 5/16/2013 at 7:30 pm at Authority building, all council members should attend this meeting.  IRT report, upcoming 10K Run/Walk on trail scheduled for 5/19 this is largest annual fundraiser, also caboose dedication scheduled for Saturday, June 1 at 10 AM, committee very proud of this project.  IRT will install PennDOT signage at all road crossings along trail, only required on PennDot roadways, committee decided to install at all crossings to make uniform, signs have been ordered.  Mayor Bundra questioned if any response from pediatric cancer race coordinators as to turn out.  Royer responded none received.
Recker was absent, no report.
Groller reported normal operations in finance, restated receipt of 2012 annual audit, same was advertised.  Attended last meeting of Library Board, glad to see action committee moving forward to publicize library for May election, wish them all the best.
Bodish reported Ms. Miller pictures reviewed, were from 2011 wish she were in attendance to verify these were pictures she wanted turned in, however requested driver take pictures at location for last three weeks, no issues at this time.  Implemented camera and radio in garbage truck to watch and record this type of situation.  Yard waste collection begins this Friday and continues through leaf collection in mid December.  Tire drop off scheduled for Saturday, 5/11 from 8 am – 12 noon at parkway lower lot.  Received listing of unpaid garbage by residence as discussed last meeting, there are total of 87 properties with unpaid garbage bills.  Since Recker absent, bringing up hiring of pavilion cleaner and pool manager, motion at regular meeting to hire Ronald Jany and Jocelyn Wedge.  Also, received 28 applications for garbage picker position, each committee member reviewed separately, would like committee to meet after meeting and reduce to five or six names for 
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interviewing, get process started.  Mayor Bundra remarked high turnover occurring at this time in workplaces, committee should be aware of same.
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., confused on prior statements would like clarification on what Mr. Procanyn stated, questioned if there are additional funds in budget from reassessment.  Before end of year, were final assessment numbers received from Lehigh County.  Groller responded final numbers were received and used to determine amount to be received for borough real estate taxes, there is no extra funds in budget.
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., stated there was a tax increase in 2013, reassessment was to be revenue neutral which was case, however Coplay millage was also increased resulting in 70% of homes having an increase in real estate taxes.  Sodl commented all this means is we cannot spend more than we bring in.
