Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur and Royer as well as EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Piskula and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Susan Woodring, 46 N 7th St., requesting removal of No Parking signs located on Chestnut Street at North 7th, this would free up parking in area for residents.  Mann questioned Chief Genovese on same.  Chief Genovese responded agrees, signs could be removed.  PWD Pavelko responded signs will be removed tomorrow.
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: Ordinance 793 for mandatory retirement why?  Mann responded, ordinance must be repealed, not valid and violation of law per borough solicitor.

EMA Coordinator Keller reported remodel of downstairs EOC is 97% complete, invites council to tour same after meeting.  
PWD Pavelko reported finish and clean up work at 38 South 4th Street; 3 ton cold patch used; parkway cleanup; sign replacement work; concrete sidewalk halfway completed at 9th & Coplay; driver still out, temporary employee Terry Kuchera started last week until driver return; dugout roof demolished and removed at Sam Balliet stadium; post and takedown no parking signs for street sweeping at end of month which went well.  
Chief Genovese reported new vehicle in service, old vehicle to fire department.  19 parking tickets were issued during street sweeping this year, less than half of what was issued in 2010.  Also, police secretary helped public works with signage.  
Chief Buskaritz read March, 2011 fire report, 20 year to date incidents.  Submitted Assistant to Firefighters Grant for new cascade truck to replace current, cost is approximately $125,000, if grant approved, borough would be responsible for 10% of cost.  On behalf of Fire Department and Emergency Management, requesting permission from council to hold annual Coin Toss on Saturday, May 21 at North 2nd & Chestnut Streets.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Secretary reported Ordinance 793 repealing mandatory retirement for borough employees advertised and ready for vote at regular meeting.  Attended mini COG on 3/3 re: County revaluation/reassessment process, same not done in 20 years, in 2010 received 711 appeals and more than $1 million in revenue was lost, vehicles have approximately 8 cameras mounted around vehicle to take pictures of every property, based on schedule Coplay should be done in May to June, will include information in next newsletter.  Next regular COG meeting scheduled for Tuesday, 5/10 from 12-2 pm any interest from members in attending inform office.  Did not include 2/18 special meeting minutes for approval in March, will be included with April meeting.  Received copies of 2010 municipal audit and financial report from auditors, will be advertised in 4/7 issue of Whitehall-Coplay Press, any member wanting copy inform office.  Solicitor preparing resolution re: Hill subdivision for vote at regular meeting.

Letter will include statement re: charge of $35 for cleaning of pavilion by borough, if necessary.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.

Solicitor’s office requesting discussion to set reserve price by motion at regular meeting for the 1990 GMC Garbage Truck to be sold; based on information received range from $9,000 to $12,000.  Mann requested recommendation from Sanitation chair Bodish.  Bodish responded $10,000 reserve price.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
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Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Streets Department.  CDBG curb cuts with new ADA requirements have tripled in price from 2010, expected to complete 45 cuts, now may be able to have 11 done.  Working with Engineer as some areas cannot accommodate new requirements, will continue to update members.  Requested start date for 7th Street repaving from engineer and submitted list of streets and alleys for approximate costs to complete 5 year paving plan.  Received Liquid Fuels allotment of $67,872.85 from state.  CWSA report, next meeting on Thursday, 4/21 at 7:30 PM, this is annual report meeting, all of council welcome to attend.
Mazur read March, 2011 police report and commented with warmer weather on the way, watch children out playing and contact police with any questionable situations.
Piskula was absent, no report.
Bodish reported sanitation and recycling pickups going well.  Terry Kuchera hired to pick with Scott Weller driving until Ed Wechsler returns.  Yard waste collection began, no problems to date.  Four new tires purchased for garbage truck.  Expect new truck receipt around June, currently in Canada having packer attached.  If planning a small remodeling job, contact PWD Pavelko to discuss prior to beginning, if larger job should obtain dumpster for removal.  Tire Drop Off scheduled for Saturday, 5/14 from 8 AM – 12 PM at lower parking lot at parkway.
Bundra reported safety committee program going well.  IRT report, more than 1,200 participants at the pediatric cancer run/walk.  

Groller thanked EMA Coordinator Keller and BCO Helman for work in emergency management offices.  Requesting $2,600 to replace bathroom stall doors at pool bathhouse.  Also, requests motion on agenda to hire pool manager and pavilion cleaner at regular meeting.  

Mann reported finance committee received two change orders from ACE electric for work at fire building in the amount of $2,711.80 and $268.42, finance is recommending approval of both change orders by motion at regular meeting.  Also, meeting on Wednesday, 4/6 at fire hall to train on updated equipment, Bundra attending same.  Finance committee recommending extra funding of $50,000 from 2010 budget be moved into Departmental Escrow account by motion for future borough projects.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  Also, reminder to council, Hill subdivision complies with current zoning and SALDO regulations and vote will occur at regular meeting.
