Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of March 11, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
William Loy, 987 Catherine Dr., Park and Recreation Board Chair, board has many questions as to what council wants from board, to review park and recreation needs and fundraising?  Currently board mostly concerned with bleachers at Balliet Stadium, approximate $2,000 needed to improve, understands per lease bleachers are Legion Baseball responsibility, however bleachers are major safety concern and cannot be used as is.  Also, the $17,000 currently in Recreation Fund, where and how can it be used, board would like to work with council, meet to discuss exactly what is expected.  Pres. Bodish responded board and workings new for all of us, agrees good idea to sit down with council and board to discuss.  Leiner agreed.  Sodl stated lease does make bleachers lessee’s responsibility to repair and there are more issues than just bleachers.  Luckenbach questioned insurance coverage.  Secretary responded with information obtained, no renewal at this date, continuing to followup.  Pres. Bodish requested executive session to discuss real estate and possible litigation, same added to agenda.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., questioned current grass ordinance, what if 6’ fence and can’t see overgrown from ground, maybe from second story window.  Solicitor responded as long as complaint is received, code enforcement can enter premises to investigate.  Ms. Killeen questioned if ordinance includes bamboo issues.  Pres. Bodish responded no, just grass.  
Reading of correspondence:  
Veronica Caciolo re: resignation as part-time clerk effective 4/11/2014.
Mayor Bundra reported next joint safety committee meeting scheduled for 4/16 at 2:45 pm in borough office, also Legion meeting calling all veterans on 4/16 at 7:30 pm at Legion facility.  IRT next meeting is Tuesday, 4/15 at North Whitehall Township.  Invites all council members to attend Coplay Sports opening day on Saturday, May 3, especially Councilman Sodl who volunteered many years with  Coplay Sports.
Solicitor Preston reported received response from Giant re: civic plaza, not in favor of having property removed from their ownership, however perpetual easement leaving title of property with Giant is favorable option, expects response on same shortly.  Leiner questioned if Giant could take property back after developed by borough.  Solicitor responded no, perpetual easement would allow Giant to use property when determining lot coverage calculations for any expansion they may want to do, but would not allow them to take property back.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read health/code enforcement report for March, 2014, 6 new code enforcement reports, 37 ongoing and 10 resolved.  
Royer reported received estimate for installation of new gas heating system of $196,996.00 which does not include prevailing wage, if prevailing wages included would increase by $39,500.00.  Royer questioned members if project should be sent to engineering.  Pres. Bodish stated only two options, either send to engineering or go directly for bids based on information received.  Leiner stated just beginning process, may also need to look at other building options.  Pres. Bodish stated according to residents during Comprehensive Plan meetings, do not want to remove this building or central location.  Luckenbach stated should get bids, engineering would just double costs.  All members agreed to begin bidding process for installation of heating system in municipal building.  Royer continued, CWSA annual report meeting scheduled for Thursday, 4/17 at 7:30 pm at sewer authority building, all council members welcome to attend.
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Burker reported letters sent to Wedge and Leitgeb requesting resignation from Park & Recreation Board, next month should be able to move forward approving new appointments of those interested in being on board.  Council recreation committee meeting to discuss pool events to be scheduled for the upcoming season.  Sodl questioned how many members on Park & Rec board.  Burker responded 5 members.  Sodl stated three members solid, but could increase to seven member board in future if needed.  Burker responded yes to both statements.   
Groller reported audit report received from independent auditing firm Kirk, Summa and Co for 2013 books and is on file in borough office.
Bodish reported yard waste began last Friday and continues through Fall.  Tire drop off is scheduled for Saturday, 5/10 from 10am – 2pm.  Street cleaning has been postponed, hope to have dates sometime in May.
