94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Mann, Mazur, Recker, and Royer.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of March 13, 2012 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:   
Beverly Miller, 40 N. 5th St., I just have a couple of questions one is directed to Mr. Bundra, what was the gift that was exchanged for Coplay.  Mayor responded one of the kiln tiles.  Ms. Miller continued I was wondering because you said you would have it in your report and you didn’t have it.  Mayor Bundra stated I thought I did have it in my report.  Ms. Miller stated no, continued, I was wondering, today is library appreciation day, I didn’t see any resolution for library support, I was wondering where we are at with that, it was mentioned last week that it was going to be and I don’t see it on here.  Pres. Bodish responded that was a mistake by me last week, we are holding that off until next month.  Ms. Miller questioned why, it is just a resolution, not a law, are there doubts about supporting the library or worried about wording?  I just read what they wrote, it doesn’t seem to be anything that would be prejudicious or tie you into anything I was just curious, no one on council feels that you are ready to pass support on the resolution.  Pres. Bodish stated we are all here to support the library, but we would like to write the resolution and put it in our wording.  Ms. Miller responded okay fair enough.  The actual cost of the lights from PP&L, did you receive that yet?  Secretary stated received.  Ms. Miller asked if we will hear that tonight?  Secretary responded, no paperwork not on hand.  Ms. Miller questioned where do we stand with MEM right now.  Pres. Bodish responded that is a question we can’t answer yet.  Solicitor Preston added President is correct, that is not something we can answer at this time, we have been in contact with District Attorney and it appears it is headed to litigation in this county and Northampton county.  It’s a subject of an executive session and my advice to the board is that we do not discuss it outside of executive session.  Ms. Miller questioned right to know what the actual cost was from PP&L, is that not correct?  Because Bethlehem Township spewed there numbers, we get more information about Bethlehem Township than we do Coplay and they were just starting to go into litigation.  Solicitor Preston responded, I don’t think anyone said you don’t have a right to get that.  Ms. Miller added, I’m just asking.  Solicitor Preston continued, but sometimes when you ask a question that people are sensitive to because I have told them to be sensitive to it, it looks like they don’t want to discuss it and that’s true because I’ve asked them not to discuss it, as far as that I didn’t know we got the costs, and that is not privileged information, that is public information you can get it here or you can get it from PP&L, I don’t know why you couldn’t have it, but it isn’t here this evening.  Ms. Miller stated Thank you.
Reading of correspondence:

Mayor Bundra stated gave report at workshop meeting.  Two additions to that, on Thursday, April 26 at 6:30 pm at American Legion, Tom Muller from Lehigh County Assessment will be meeting with public for question and answer session on reassessment, please consider attending.  Will attend next meeting of Coplay Sports on April 25 at 8:30 pm at field house for continued discussions on how to help with fundraising.  

Solicitor had nothing to report, however there will be an executive session for discussion of litigation.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department, beginning preparations for pool.  Received 7-8 applications for part time summer help position, committee meeting to review and discuss, will be ready to hire at May regular meeting.  
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Recker reported interviewing for concession stand employees begins tomorrow.  Pres. Bodish questioned interviewing for lifeguards.  Mr. Recker responded will begin after concession in next few weeks.  
Mazur read March, 2012 police report, 58 parking tickets issued for month with 242 total incidents and 3 arrests.  Stated with weather getting warmer and people being outside more, keep eyes and ears open for any problems or issues and contact police when necessary.
Groller reported received annual audit from Kirk, Summa & Co., and concise financial statement was published in newspaper.  
Leiner read March, 2012 health and code enforcement report, 5 health inspections were completed, and 11 code enforcement complaints ongoing.  
Mann reported March 31, 2012 Fireman’s Relief Association balance is $32,327.55.  Read March, 2012 fire department report, 16 incidents for month.  
Bodish reported sanitation and recycling normal operations, yard waste and grass collections start April 13, use open containers, no bags, and cut brush and trees to 3’ lengths.  Importing of garbage has been reviewed with public works and sanitation employees, they will be checking on this issue and documenting for further evaluation by committee.  Tire Drop Off is scheduled for Saturday, May 12 from 8 am – 12 noon at parkway.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to hire Jocelyn Wedge as Pool Manager for the 2012 pool season – carried.
