93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Bundra and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from special meeting of February 18, 2011 and regular meeting of March 8, 2011 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present:
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., has two questions.  Do all employees have background check completed prior to hire.  Mann responded believes check is done.  Is there a streets book, showing what streets were done and when and which need work.  This would help with organizing and especially when council members change.  Royer responded has mapped out streets work, the plan is needed more for utilities work.
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., regarding $50,000 transfer motion, is that from Capital Projects Loan.  Mann responded no, this is excess from General Fund.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Solicitor had nothing to report.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported still awaiting information from Engineer re: curb cuts, five year street plan with cost estimates and start of 7th Street paving project.  NBMA will be responsible for correcting bad section on Chestnut Street as same was caused by water main break.  CWSA report, next meeting is 4/21/11 at 7:30 PM this is annual meeting and all of council are invited to attend.
Mazur read March, 2011 criminal and traffic reports.  With warmer weather and more walkers out, especially at night, don’t walk alone, always take someone else along.
Piskula read February and March, 2011 health reports.  Requests executive session on personnel.  Questioned how to report street light outages.  Secretary responded police secretary has direct contact for PPL and MEM, need pole number which police will get if resident unable, however residents should also be aware that can take up to two months for PPL and/or MEM to correct.  Piskula continued, received complaints from residents re: tax collector not in office during open hours, father there accepting payments, requests tax collector be more accountable.
Bodish reported no issues with sanitation, recycling or yard waste collections.  Driver Wechsler expected to be back beginning of May.  Tire Drop Off at parkway parking lot scheduled for Saturday, 5/14/11 from 8 AM – 12 PM.

Bundra was absent, no report.   
Groller reported bathroom stalls at pool bathhouse on agenda for purchase approval, rust and jagged edges on current metal doors creating safety hazard and need to be replaced.  Dugout roof at Sam Balliet Stadium was removed and submitted to Legion insurance at this time.  Attending next Library Board meeting on Thursday, establishing new officers with new members coming on board.  
Mann reported Giant was awarded appeal of tax assessment resulting in refund of $6,032 for 2010 borough real estate tax.

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to approve use of Coplay Parkway Pavilion by IRT on 5/15, St. John’s Lutheran Church on 7/24, Coplay Community Days on 8/27 & 8/28, and Trinity UCC on 9/18 with no fee except $35 charge for cleaning if necessary – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve Coin Toss by Coplay Fire Department and Emergency Management at North 2nd & Chestnut Streets on Saturday, 5/21/11 – carried.    
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to approve annual fireworks display on Sunday, July 3, 2011 – carried.   
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to set reserve price for sale of 1990 GMC Garbage Truck at $10,000.00 – carried.   
Piskula questioned if any inside bathrooms at pool are ADA compliant.  Mann responded, no ADA in bathhouse, two are located on outside of building, either side.
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve purchase of bathroom stall doors at approximate cost of $2,600.00 for pool bathhouse from Capital Reserve – carried. 
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to hire Jocelyn Wedge as Pool Manager for the 2011 Pool Season – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Royer to hire Thomas Bowman as Pavilion Cleaner for the 2011 Pavilion Season – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Bodish to approve change order CCN#2 and CCN#3 from the electrical contractor, ACE Electric, Inc. for the mechanical system upgrades at the Coplay Fire Building in the amount of $2,711.80 and $268.42 as recommended by Finance Committee – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve transferring $50,000.00 from General Fund 2010 budget excess to Departmental Projects Escrow Account for future projects as recommended by Finance Committee – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  
Motion by Bodish, second by Mazur to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for March, 2011 as presented to council – carried.

Resolutions and Ordinances:  

RESOLUTION NO. 1338

A Resolution granting conditional final approval of the Wilbur E. Hill, III Minor Subdivision final plan in the Borough of Coplay.  At this time, Solicitor Preston explained some points of resolution.  #3 requests recreation of $250.00 per unit for total of $1,000 and #4 add to statement “, if required by law.”  All parties have agreed with changes.  Mann questioned if motion needs change.  Solicitor responded none needed.    

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to adopt Resolution No. 1338.  Roll call vote resulted in 5 yeas, 1 nay by Piskula, 1 absent.  Motion carried.
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ORDINANCE NO. 793

An Ordinance repealing Chapter 1, Part 6 of the codified ordinances of the Borough of Coplay which provides for mandatory retirement of all employees of the Borough of Coplay, except elected officials, upon reaching the age of 65.

Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to adopt Ordinance No. 793.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 0 nays, 1 absent.  Motion carried.
