93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Harrison, Engineer Stewart and Mayor Milander were also present.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of March 9, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Opened bids received for sale of 1999 Chevrolet Tahoe.  One bid received from Timothy J. Lansky in the amount of $802.00.  Mann asked for questions by members, none.  Price and Name added to motion below.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: grass collection, majority of Coplay residents do not want it, costly and only a few residents want service.

Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., agrees with Anne assessment of grass collection.  Re: executive session for real estate – what is this about?  Solicitor Harrison responded will not provide additional information at this time.  Miller stated Whitehall responds to these inquiries, public should know what is going on.  There should be no further executive session discussions re: fire company building as agreement in place.

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., agrees with reinstatement of grass collection.  Re: comprehensive plan motion and additional options, options were to be added to plan and available for public inspection at  Library prior to council vote.  Motion should be tabled until May.  Newsletter should state Library has these copies available for resident review.  
Reading of correspondence:  
Coplay Fireworks Committee re: date of annual display.  
Jeffry P. Deutsch, Tax Collector re: exoneration of 28 residents from 2009 per capita taxes.
Coplay Planning Commission re: comprehensive plan.    
Mayor read March, 2010 police report.  Prior to meeting, new part time officer Scott Gillespie sworn in.
Solicitor had no report.  
Engineer had no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department.  Committee recommending approval of waiving of permits fees for residents needing sidewalk and curb repairs along 7th Street paving project, recommending approval of storm sewer project on Ruch Street, and recommending approval of purchase of new mower.
Mazur had no report.  Stated with warmer weather, more people outdoors, neighbors need to continue watching out for one another and contact police with anything suspicious.  
Piskula read March, 2010 fire report.  Fireman’s Relief balance is $23,552.30.  Now that things at fire building are done; rechecking agreement with firefighters to make sure all is as needed and goes smoothly.  Re: grass collection, surprised Mr. Procanyn did not question cost of this service, always worried about council spending.  Volunteered with feral cat committee, while dropping off supplies at local business allowing committee storage, appalled at cigarette butts in area, something should be done to clean up same.  Questioned receipt of Whitehall minutes as requested by prior motion of  council.  Secretary responded all on file in borough office, no members requested copies, but could provide if wanted.  Piskula will contact office directly for copies if she wants same.  Re: bill from Miller Supply in amount of $43.88 to be taken from General Fund Fire Department miscellaneous line item budget, does not want borough to pay for same.
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Bodish reported sanitation running smoothly.  For large remodeling jobs, a dumpster should be obtained, borough will not collect large amounts of this type of debris, for smaller jobs residents
should contact PWD Pavelko directly to discuss prior to commencing project.  Metal collection will be

in May and next electronics recycling will be June, these will switch month to month and must schedule pick up with office or will not be collected.  Re: electronics recycling, requests Best Buy option continue to be noted in newsletter for residents.  Tire drop to be scheduled in May, look for date in newsletter.  May be changing solid waste dump site, solicitor reviewing same.  Committee is recommending grass collection be reinstated beginning Friday, May 7 and continue through summer until September 24.  As of October will be leaf and grass collection combined.  Piskula questioned cost to taxpayers for this service.  Bodish responded @ $800 per year.
Bundra read March, 2010 health report.  Re: ongoing truck issue on report, will follow up with Helman on same.  Piskula stated this is truck located on Tepes property at Bernice Drive, residents in this area have complained for many years.  Bundra responded will speak with Mr. Tepes directly and report findings at May workshop.  Re: Peaceable Kingdom for animal services in first quarter 2010, no animals picked up for Coplay, cost is $0.00.  Also, spoke with same as this was decided by previous council, very satisfied with services and explanation.  IRT report, on 4/20/10 at 7 PM at North Whitehall is next public meeting, encourages all to attend; annual 10K race scheduled for 5/16 at parkway; Troop 52 of St Peter’s Church collected 22 bags of trash and restained along trail.
Groller reported park rules and regulations amended based on information from workshop meeting to include tot lot time of closure and age limit, same read.  Committee recommending approval by council of rules and regulations prior to summer.  Re: tot lot train complaints, checked same, protruding screws, wood splintered, etc. suggests removal of same.  Interviewing for pavilion cleaner and pool manager, should have recommendation for May meeting.  Library meeting cancelled for April, having Book Sale on 5/8/10 from 11 AM – 5 PM.
Mann reported committee recommending approval of mower purchase and storm sewer improvement utilizing general fund capital reserve and recommending approval of specifications by Liberty Engineering, Inc. for mechanical upgrades at fire building utilizing capital projects loan.  Responded to Mr. Procanyn re: comprehensive plan draft additions, per URDC after council approved options, same would be added to draft for review at library after approval at this meeting, not before.
Unfinished Business:  None.
New Business:

Motion by Bundra, second by Mazur to approve recommendations from Coplay Planning Commission be added to borough draft comprehensive plan regarding option c, option d and option to construct recreational center along with suggestions by resident Frank Dickman regarding 2nd & Chestnut Street traffic patterns and monument to honor Coplay cement workers.  Bundra asked for discussion on motion.  Bundra stated option c and option d should be included in plan, do not need to follow through on same, but should be included.  Beverly Miller stated draft plan states option c should be removed and attended planning commission meeting, letter misstates commission discussions.  Bundra questioned inclusion of options, must same be completed.  Mann stated options only, nothing in stone.  Mazur stated need comprehensive plan in place to submit for possible state funding of projects in plan; borough funds will not be spent on projects unless funding is available.  Piskula stated General Supply should not be included, this is not what residents want.  Bodish questioned if all options are included could use some, part or none of them; if we don’t include all options in plan would there be additional cost to include at later date?  Consensus did not below this to be the case.  Engineer Stewart added to discussion stating public comments, like Frank Dickman’s, could be attached to the plan under separate section, but decision must be made to accept or reject planning commission recommendations, cannot ignore.  Mann requested roll call vote on motion.  Bodish – yea, Bundra – yea, Groller – yea, Mazur – yea, Piskula – nay, Royer – yea, Mann – yea.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 1 nay.  Motion carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to approve bid of $802.00 received from Timothy Lansky for sale of 1999 Chevrolet Tahoe – carried.
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Motion by Mazur, second by Bundra to approve Coplay Fire Department and Coplay EMA coin toss at North 2nd & Chestnut Streets on Saturday, 5/22/10.  Piskula questioned Chief Buskaritz re: split of
money collected.  Chief Buskaritz responded spoke with EMA Coordinator Keller, arrangements will be worked out prior to event – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to approve annual fireworks display on Saturday, July 3, 2010 – carried. 

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to exonerate 28 residents from 2009 per capita taxes for reason of moved out of town per Jeffry P. Deutsch, Tax Collector – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to approve use of Coplay Parkway Pavilion by IRT on 5/16, St John’s Church on 7/25, Coplay Community Days on 8/28 & 8/29, and Trinity UCC on 9/19 with no fee unless cleaning is needed, a charge of $35 will be collected if cleaning is necessary – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Bundra to approve waiving of sidewalk and curb permit fees for those residents notified of needed repair work along 2010 street repaving project of 7th Street – carried.

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve storm water repair project at North Ruch and Chestnut Streets at approximate cost of $4,000.00 utilizing funds from line item of Capital Reserve in General Fund – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve purchase of new lawn mower for streets department at approximate cost of $10,548.00 utilizing funds from line item of Capital Reserve in General Fund – carried.

Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to approve proposal for professional engineering services from Liberty Engineering, Inc. for mechanical upgrades at Coplay fire building at cost of $16,000.00 utilizing funds from Capital Projects Loan – carried.

Motion by Bodish, second by Bundra to reinstate collection of grass clippings for summer season weekly beginning on Friday, May 7, 2010.  Roll call vote requested by Bodish.  Bodish – yea, Bundra – yea, Groller – yea, Mazur – yea, Piskula – nay, Royer – yea, Mann – yea.  Roll call vote resulted in 6 yeas, 1 nay.  Motion carried.

Motion by Bundra, second by Bodish to change council committee name of “Workplace Safety Committee” to “Joint Safety Committee” with same members of Bundra-Chair, Royer and Bodish – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Bundra to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – Piskula opposed due to bill submitted by fire department for payment – carried.
Motion by Bundra, second by Mazur to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for March, 2010 as presented to council – carried.
