92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Luckenbill, Mazur, Miller, Piskula, Royer and Schin.  Mayor Milander and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance. 
Bids for Paint Removal at Municipal Pool were opened by Secretary.  One bid received from Phil Wingate Services at bid price of $13,720.00.  Secretary stated spoke with PWD Pavelko earlier this date, utilized Phil Wingate Services for paint removal on baby pool in 2008, satisfied with services.  Motion can be made this evening if council agrees.
Minutes from regular meeting of March 10, 2009 were approved with amendments, “that” added to Wiessner statement on page 1 and removal of “bottom line at this time . . . to b e as thought.” Statement on page 3 top, as presented by secretary – carried.
Hearing of persons present:  
Joseph Bundra, 14 S. 8th St., re: street light purchase, questions on this issue, was almost for it, however after doing more homework has concerns with 20 year return on this, too long to wait and with receiving $2,300 less in state fund monies for 2009, worried this may continue to go down in future.  Miller asked to respond, Mann agreed.  Miller stated questioned MEM on this at workshop, they review liquid fuels and watch for any changes, decreases, increases or availability, also, street lighting must be paid either way by borough, even if liquid fuels funding is no longer available.  Bundra stated agreed street lights must be paid, but believes 20 year return too long.  Miller explained reasoning for favoring purchase.  Bundra in closing stated with economy in this condition, does not feel good for Coplay taxpayers at this time.  Thank You.
Mel Procanyn, agent for Ann Procanyn, 7 S. 8th St., questioned if any council members contacted PPL for comparison to MEM spreadsheet projections?  New lighting will be metered through MEM.  Mann answered no to questions.  Mann questioned representative from Concord, any response to question?  No response.  Re: Ordinance 777 passed in December, 2008 under Miller regime for 1.8 million loan, residents of Coplay have had no representation in Comprehensive Plan to date and funds are being spent.  Where is Comprehensive Plan?  What is status?  I just wish someone here in town would look into the numbers.  Mann stated 5 minutes are up, Procanyn returned to seat.  
Reading of correspondence:  
PA DOT notice of payment, liquid fuels, in amount of $68,959.28.
NBMA re: conducting tours of water treatment plant.
CWSA re: invitation to all members to attend 4/16/09 authority meeting as annual CWSA report will be given for year ending 12/31/08.  Mann questioned time.  Secretary responded, not stated in letter.  Miller state meetings at 7:30 PM.
Mayor reported 146 calls/incidents, 18 traffic arrests, 36 parking tickets and 5 warnings issued by Coplay Police department for March, 2009.  EMA Coordinator Keller requesting approval for coin toss to be held Saturday, May 23, 2009.  Secretary will place on May workshop agenda for discussion.  Mayor performed 1 wedding ceremony this month.
Solicitor had no report, will respond as needed.
Engineer report was read by Secretary.  Received letter from Engineer Stewart recommending awarding of 2009 Street paving project to Bracalente Construction for a total of $88,778.50.  Motion is on agenda for passage.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported street sweeping completed, no complaints on same.  Street signs purchased utilizing 2009 budget and have been installed with a few exceptions for corrections needed on signs ordered.  Housing Committee report, Helman taking test to review and inspect CO’s and residential building applications on 4/15/09, upon receipt of passing same, will appoint to BCO position at May meeting.  IRT report, Coplay workday on 4/11, 11 workers for same, very productive clean up day.  5/17 is 10K race at Coplay pavilion.  Still need resident representative for IRT commission.
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Schin reported assumes grant was submitted for new full time officer by Chief Genovese, deadline was today.  Unable to attend last weeks Library meeting, will attend in May.
Miller reported pleased paint removal being completed at pool.  Still need lifeguards for season.  Red Cross will use Coplay pool from 6/5-6/12 for training, anyone interested should contact Red Cross.  Have enough applications for concession.  Received this evening application for Pool Manager.  Need to purchase inexpensive cash register for admissions, Roni in office obtained information.  CWSA report, no longer taping meetings, took notes however minutes received very different, motions and other information missed in minutes.  Would like letter sent on behalf of council requesting they begin taping meetings again.  Miller stated will tape for herself and would like council support on sending letter about this issue.  Mazur questioned if CWSA board allowed to stop recording meetings?  Solicitor Preston answered yes.  Mazur questioned if Miller okay to record?  Solicitor Preston responded yes, as long as CWSA board is aware of same.  Miller stated, in addition, requests all members attend CWSA annual report meeting, very good information reviewed.
Luckenbill read March, 2009 health report.
Mazur reported yard waste pickups began last week, metal collection this Friday, check calendars for all pickups.  If borough exceeds $10,000 in performance grant funding, must have mandatory recycling in place, looking for sample ordinance at this time.  5/16 is date for Tire Drop Off from 8-12 at parkway lower lot.  New for June, sneaker recycling through Nike, they grind sneakers to resurface basketball and tennis courts, any brand sneaker accepted.  Miller questioned status of comprehensive plan.  Mazur responded, still awaiting response of grants, denied LUPTAP grant, however additional grants submitted with no response to date.  
Piskula read March, 2009 Fire report and Fireman’s relief report.  Coplay Fire Co #1 committee requesting meeting with council Fire committee to continue discussions for resolution.  

Mann reported finance committee met and recommending approval of street lighting purchase.  
Unfinished Business:  None.  

New Business:

Motion by Schin, second by Mazur to enter into a Guaranteed Turnkey Performance Agreement with Municipal Energy Managers, Inc. to purchase certain streetlight facilities from PPL and contract with MEM for maintenance tasks related to those streetlights.  At this time, Miller stated did speak with other municipalities already through the process, all were favorable. – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to award bid for 2009 Coplay Street projects to Bracalente Construction at bid price of $88,778.50 as recommended by Engineer Stewart – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Schin to award bid for 2009 Paint Removal at Municipal Pool project to Phil Wingate Services at bid price of $13,720.00 – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Luckenbill to approve CPR/AED and basic first aid training to Streets, Sanitation, Borough Office and Police Secretary employees.  At this time, Miller questioned cost @$40 per person or $320 total. – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Schin to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  

Motion by Mazur, second by Luckenbill to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for April, 2009 as presented to council – carried.
