Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Solicitor Preston was also present, Mayor Bundra was absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of March 10, 2015 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
Howard Lieberman, Executive Director of Whitehall Township Industrial and Commercial Development Authority requesting council’s support of letter being sent to Governor Wolf inviting him to meeting with Whitehall, Catasauqua and Coplay asking for equal opportunities of state funding as that received by the surrounding cities of Allentown and Bethlehem to spur economic growth and historic site preservation; entire letter was read by Howard to borough council.  Burker commented on General Supply property.  Leiner commended Mr. Lieberman on letter.  Pres. Bodish stated another step in possibly receiving some type of support for vacant properties.  Sodl commented Allentown is not the Lehigh Valley, just a piece of the whole.  Mr. Lieberman added CRIZ legislation is still a possibility, but nothing set.  Leiner commented of the three entities, Coplay least likely to benefit.  Council agreed to motion of support and authorization to sign letter.
Motion by Sodl, second by Leiner to authorize signatures by Coplay Borough Council on letter prepared by Mr. Lieberman to Governor Wolf – carried.

Mayor Bundra was absent, no report.  
Solicitor Preston had nothing to report at this time.  
Engineer Stewart letter dated March 18, 2015 re: Ehritz Minor Subdivision was read by Secretary.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for March, 2015, 0 health permits issued, 0 new code complaints, 11 ongoing and 2 resolved.  Council committee met with Coplay Athletic Club, came to agreement of monthly rent for use of 2 rooms in municipal building at rate of $345 per month with discount of $125 per month for allowing all Coplay Police Department officers use of the facilities at no charge and implementing a new youth program, also at no fee for the youth.  Net rent rate will be $220 per month and lease will run from April 1 – March 31, 2016.  $600 check previously received will be used for January, February and March rent; this is similar to CFC lease.  Also, insurance situation has been resolved.  Sodl continued, preliminary plaza drawings are complete for Lowe’s grant submission, thanked Coplay-Whitehall Sewer Authority for copies, too large for borough office.
Royer reported normal operations in property.  CWSA annual meeting on 4/16, members should attend if available.  Sodl stated Chief Genovese and PWD Boyle discussed police locker room, moved from original location to old girls locker room toward rear of building, ongoing discussion of same.
Burker introduced Mark Reccek from Whitehall-Coplay Press, thanked for attendance.  Senior Citizen meeting on 4/15 with Rep. Dan McNeill speaking, invited any available council members to attend as well.  On Friday, 4/17 Rep. McNeill and Sen. Boscola are hosting a Senior Fest at Westgate Mall, consider attending.  DCNR grants being prepared for submission by Scott Cope for Saylor Park and Civic Plaza.  Additionally looking for other grants to submit Civic Plaza project under.  Pool being prepared by public works, same looking good.  Questioned UGI “no parking” signs along Chestnut St near North 2nd for more than 10 days with no work.  Requests Secretary make contact regarding same.  Leiner questioned status of concession stand.  Burker responded met with interested party at site today, did receive a negative response from the new owner of Milander’s Market.  Pres. Bodish commented electric meter base needs work at municipal pool.  Burker responded did speak with PWD Boyle on same, is aware of electrical work needed.
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Groller reported normal operations in finance, announced annual 2014 audit was completed and results received from accounting firm of Kirk, Summa and Company.     
Bodish requested discussion on advertising for new public works sanitation laborer, forgot to bring up at workshop meeting, could advertise once or twice 4/23 and/or 4/30 in Whitehall-Coplay Press.  4/23 earliest advertisement date available per Secretary.  Sodl commented would like to see advertisement in two times, also suggests using general laborer instead of sanitation laborer as this may limit our applicants.  Job entails more than just picking garbage.  Discussion ensued if a CDL should be required of any applicant.  Royer suggested advertisement include CDL preferred, to which all members agreed.  A deadline to apply of May 5 at 3pm was discussed and agreed upon by all members.  Pres. Bodish continued report, annual Tire Drop Off scheduled for Saturday, May 9 from 10am – 2pm at parkway.  Resolution No. 1404 added to agenda since workshop meeting in order to submit CDBG application to Lehigh County for repaving and reconstruction of Front Street from Chestnut to approximately 50’ North of Keystone Alley, this is where CWSA will begin sewer main replacement project.  CWSA Chair Schreiner in audience suggested contact with CWSA Manager to inform of possible paving to allow time for checking on their sewer lines in that area.  Secretary Gyecsek responded did speak with same this date.

Motion by Burker, second by Groller to approve addition to Coplay Public Library By-Laws, Article VI – Board of Directors, Section 7. Attendance at Meetings. – carried.  
Motion by Groller, second by Luckenbach to approve 10 daily Coplay Pool passes at no fee to Coplay Library for their Summer Reading Program – carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Luckenbach to waive pavilion rental fee for St John’s Parish Picnic on 7/26/15, Community Days from 8/26-9/1/15 and Trinity UCC Parish Picnic on 9/13/15, insurance and clean up fee requested if necessary – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Burker to approve hiring Ronald Jany as pavilion cleaner; Jenna Eberhardt, Rebecca Kosar, Melody Munn and Hanna Hartman as lifeguards; and William Decker for custodial work for the 2015 summer pool season – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to hire Christopher Wolfer as Part-Time Officer with Coplay Police Department effective immediately – carried.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to approve municipal building room use by Coplay Athletic Club at monthly rate of $220; rental agreement runs from 4/1/2015-3/31/2016 – nay by Leiner – carried.
Motion by Burker, second by Royer to advertise for general laborer position in Whitehall-Coplay Press on Thursday, 4/23 and Thursday, 4/30 with deadline to apply of May 5, 2015 at 3 pm – carried.
Building inspector report for March, 2015 read by Secretary.  2 zoning permits, 2 residential building permits and 19 certificate of occupancy permits issued for total amount of $1,105.00.
Motion by Sodl, second by Burker to approve police, building, fire, and health inspector reports – carried.
