Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula and Royer as well as EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mayor Milander and Police Chief Genovese were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., questioned if council considering installation of microphone and speaker system for chambers, audience has difficult time hearing.  Mann stated will forward to Property committee to obtain costs on same.  Bundra agreed with Procanyn statements, especially when air conditioning runs, very hard to hear in back of chambers.
EMA Coordinator Keller reported remodel of downstairs EOC is complete, invites council to tour same after May 10, 2011 regular meeting.  Piskula questioned how many on EMA staff?  EMA Coordinator Keller responded 15 staff members at this time.
PWD Pavelko reported lots of sign work such as playground, tot lot, parking time limit, snow emergency, speed limit, post strips, and stop signs; summarized snow equipment; completed sidewalks at 9th & Coplay; removed sidewalks at four locations (shade trees); generator briefing and how to complete monthly report; remove stump and ground and spread infield mix at Coplay Sports; water on at parkway, two plumbing leaks repaired; mower maintenance, cutting and trimming full time; 3 tons cold patch; storm drain clearing with excessive rain; new rims and nets at basketball court, should consider replacing backboards as well; sewer ejector pump failed at borough hall, have replacement and will be repaired; sealed fire building, department and social side, roof leaks.  Piskula questioned who is responsible to complete reports on generator.  PWD Pavelko responded he is responsible, not fire department personnel.  Bodish questioned tarp around flag pole at Legion baseball field in disrepair.  PWD Pavelko stated will contact pole owner, SBA to paint instead of netting, but will need their approval.  Bundra stated SBA should take care of doing work.  PWD Pavelko stated the situation with pole in batter’s line of view determined after fact, SBA not responsible, and he is only personnel allowed inside gated area from Borough.
Chief Genovese was absent, no report.  
Chief Buskaritz read April, 2011 fire report, 30 year to date incidents.  Chief’s car not yet in service, getting work done.  Funds received from State Firefighters Grant will be used to purchase hydrant adapters for all 71 hydrants, this allows for quicker connection to hydrant.  NBMA has been notified of installation and has no concerns.  Piskula questioned new website for Fire department.  Chief Buskaritz responded Assistant Chief takes care of computer information, will check with them and respond.  Piskula questioned how many personnel on fire department?  Chief Buskaritz responded ten firefighters, not including himself or fire police.
Secretary reported next COG meeting scheduled for Tuesday, 5/10 from 12-2 pm anyone interested in attending inform office.  Received information re: MECAB tour of Lehigh County on Thursday, May 26, they tour IRT, George Taylor home, Biery’s Port museum, lunch, Mack Truck museum, and end with Iron Pigs game, if interested see office for details.  Piskula questioned if cost paid by borough.  Secretary responded would need to be discussed and approved by council.  No further discussion.
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Letter from Coplay Planning Commission re: Pammer Subdivision, 145 South 2nd Street, recommendation of same.  Piskula questioned location of this property.  Same explained and shown.

No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.

Request for use of Pavilion with fee waived – Wednesday, June 15 by Coplay Town Watch.  Letter will include statement re: charge of $35 for cleaning of pavilion by borough, if necessary.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
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Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Streets Department.  CDBG curb cut specs received from Engineer, should have bid opened at June meeting.  No start date yet for 7th Street paving project.  Will be requesting additional work on Chestnut Street, at water main break, to be paid by NBMA.  Will be requesting cost estimate to include paving area at Coplay Sports water leak repair for consideration by council.  CWSA report, approximately 3,000 inspections completed with 30 violations to date; Whitehall High School students have created new CWSA website with bill pay option, should be available in June.  IRT was awarded Service Award from Pennsylvania Recreation & Parks Society, Inc., read letter submitted by Scott Cope on behalf of IRT, same will be displayed in council chambers.  Piskula questioned if plaque received.  Royer responded yes, will be displayed at Whitehall Township with additional displays and awards of the IRT.  Bundra added IRT currently working on moving actual Ironton Rail Road caboose from current location in Egypt to Ruch Street near Trailhead Pavilion.  Caboose needs restoration and site must be prepared, both ongoing at this time.  Thanked Carl Luckenbach for many hours of labor and equipment at site on this date.  Royer thanked Bundra for dedication and hard work to continually improve and upgrade IRT.
Mazur reported for Chief Genovese, requesting amendment to animal ordinance to comply with Pennsylvania law which requires dog licensed at age three months, current ordinance states six months.  Received request from Lehigh County Adult Probation to use auditorium for training on June 28 from 8 AM to 3 PM, checked with office, auditorium not in use.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  Reported Coplay Saengerbund donated funds to purchase two decibel meters along with calibration unit, officers being trained on use at this time, first dance Friday, May 6.  Mazur read April, 2011 criminal report.  Commented on IRT, largest loop in nation, incredible work done by all volunteers and commend all.
Piskula read April, 2011 health report.  Most reports for abandoned vehicles, will be out checking on same.
Bodish reported grass and yard waste pick ups started, have received some complaints regarding Wednesday, not Friday collection, will review with committee and consider change.  Check in amount of $148.95 received from Greenstar for recycling.  Driver Wechsler still out, unsure of return date.  Received bill from Horwith for new garbage truck, however no truck, same will not be paid until truck received.  
Bundra reported Coin Toss for fire department and EMA scheduled for Saturday, 5/21, requests FD and EMA take all necessary safety precautions and communicate with each other.  Chief Buskaritz responded all safety precautions will be taken.  Fire building roof leaks where heating units were installed, PWD Pavelko correcting same and adding lighting to boiler room for safety and visibility concerns.  Initial issues with generator have been resolved and working well, firefighters witness weekly check of system and PWD Pavelko completes checklist.  Safety report, pre-trip checklist for vehicles working well, reiterated to committee need for incident report completion no matter how small, paperwork located in shop for easy access – very important, met with public works employees on 4/12 to discuss attitude and communication, committee beginning new requirement for tools that need work must be tagged for repair, tags being ordered.  Piskula questioned if dedication of new fire truck will happen, wants a dedication done.  Bundra responded open for discussion of a dedication, but no plans at this time.  Bodish questioned who is responsible for roof leaks.  Bundra stated engineering firm did not include in bid for contractor to repair same, firm was Liberty Engineering, so we must repair.
Groller reported dugout at Legion ballfield being repaired, Lions Club will paint.  Coplay Sports paving due to water leak should be done.  Bathroom stall doors ordered for bathrooms at pool.  Motion needed at regular meeting to hire lifeguard and concession stand employees for summer season.  Opening day will be Saturday, June 11.  Thanks to Anne Killeen for moving flowers from gazebo area to parkway.  Piskula requested list of employees to be hired prior to regular meeting.  Secretary stated once final listing received, will email to Piskula for review.
Mann had no report.

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: financial report for 2010, newspaper stated preliminary report, when will final be ready.  Mann will check and report back on same.
