Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Piskula and Royer as well as Chief Genovese and Chief Buskaritz.  Mazur, Mayor Milander, and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Donna Shuck, 109 Coplay St., requesting use of piano in auditorium when nothing else going on.  Mann questioned members, all okay with same.  Shuck will come to borough office during business hours to schedule.  
EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.

PWD Pavelko reported emergency lighting installed in library basement; water turned on at parkway; 131 detectable warning tiles installed on prior curb cuts; curbs painted on Second Street and ½ of Chestnut Street; drained and cleaned pool, continuing work on same; 1 ton cold patch used; work at fire building inside and outside; new lawn mower, two days to cut all borough grounds; clearing of tree limbs on IRT.    
Chief Genovese reported taser training complete for all officers, policy reviewed and approved by solicitor.      
Chief Buskaritz reported coin toss with EMA scheduled for Saturday, May 22, 2010.  Working on moving cascade system to squad truck and eliminate truck currently used for this system.  
Secretary reported next police pension meeting scheduled Tuesday, May 18, 2010 at 7 PM in council chambers, need council president, police committee chair and one member of police department.  Copy of updated council committee listing to all members.  Received dividend checks from MRM for liability insurance of $7,314.93 and workers’ compensation of $16,900.23. Ordinance #785 re: park and recreation policies, reviewed and approved by Solicitor, advertised and ready for passage at regular meeting.  Ordinance #786 re: animals, as requested by Chief Genovese requiring licensing and changes to fines, copies to members and will be forwarded to solicitor for review and approval, advertising for passage at June meeting.

Request received from Cub Pack 32 for use of Coplay Pavilion with no fee unless cleaning is needed, they will than be charged $35 for that service on Thursday, August 19, 2010 for annual Rain Gutter Regatta Race.  No questions by members, motion at regular meeting.

Royer reported new mower received on April 16. Mazur was absent, no report.  

Piskula reported fire committee meetings with fire department and EMA, working well together, additional meeting scheduled prior to coin toss.  Community Days, need committee members, no Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary or Treasurer at this time, next meeting scheduled Thursday, May 13, 2010.  This is special meeting to decide on future of event, community support is needed.  

Bodish reported grass pick up resumes Friday, May 7, 2010.  Tire drop off scheduled for Saturday, May 20, 2010 from 8 AM to 12 noon; may have another later in year depending on amount.  Metal collection in May and electronics collection in June.  COSTARS has more than eighty-five vendors of garbage trucks; committee reviewing same for purchase of new truck.  Still working with solicitor on possible new dump site for solid waste, more at next month meeting.
Bundra reported increase in insurance due to new fire truck; looking at other municipalities re: depreciation in value of trucks and need to replace, insurance to cover same – still researching this issue.  Also reviewing insurance coverage of truck.  IRT report next meeting Tuesday, May 18, 2010 at 7 PM at Whitehall Township; 10 K Race scheduled for Sunday, May 16, 2010 at 9 AM.  In Harrisburg today for rail trail tour; PA ranks 40th in Bike friendly states, should work to improve this number.
Groller reported most interviews complete, recommendations for pool manager, pavilion cleaner and concession stand employees ready for passage by motion at regular meeting.  Still interviewing additional lifeguards, final recommendations of these applicants by June meeting.  Thanked public works employees for timely removal of train from tot lot.
