Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl, as well as Mayor Bundra, Police Chief Genovese, and PWD Boyle.  Fire Chief Buskaritz and EMA Coordinator Buskaritz were absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
At this time, Rick Molchany, Director of General Services for Lehigh County began presentation regarding completed study of Saylor Cement Kilns.  In 1975, Lehigh County took ownership of the site and kilns.  Currently there is approximately $116,000 in funding set aside for the kilns; $30,000 from cement industry, $86,000 from Lehigh County and another $200,000 in Save America’s Treasures grant money.  This study is Phase 1 of the project and began with review and cost estimates from Spillman, Farmer Architects.  In addition, Professor Matero from the University of Penn has recently been awarded a grant to study impact of the cement and other industries in the Lehigh Valley.  We have contacted him and will be meeting to discuss Saylor Cement Kilns.  Mr. Molchany turned over the meeting to representatives of Spillman, Farmer Architects who reviewed page by page the “Executive Summary” prepared by their firm.  Mr. Molchany returned to report to council the costs involved in restoration of kilns.  Costs for each of the nine kilns will range from $360,000 to $440,000, approximately $5,000,000.00 for all nine.  In addition, cost to demolish is @ $200,000 each and taking down even one could jeopardize the historical designation on the National Register.  Mayor Bundra commented open lines of communication are a must to move forward.  Sodl questioned status of Federal and State funds to restore kilns, added Coplay residents pay their share of taxes to both.  Mr. Molchany responded that would be ultimate goal, but must make decision and have plan in place prior to reaching out to our local federal and state representatives i.e. restore all nine, restore 4 and demolish 5 or demolish all.  County and Coplay Borough must work jointly to prepare a plan and then work on funding sources.  Leiner thanked Lehigh County for completing study.  Pres. Bodish commented must also work on maintenance program so as not to have this discussion again in another 15 years.  Mr. Molchany and Pres. Bodish discussed next steps.  Pres. Bodish will name members of borough council to committee and incorporate interested residents, same will meet with County to discuss and come to decision in order to move forward.  At this point, all council members were in favor of restoring all nine kilns if able to work through funding and any other issues.
Hearing of persons present: 
Steve Myers, 978 Barbara Dr., complaining about the Morning Call throwing their weekly papers into peoples yards, where they just sit.  Secretary Gyecsek stated previously Whitehall Township Mayor Hozza tried to get this stopped with no success, will review same and determine if anything can be done.  Mr. Myers also stated he is retired brick layer and if any way he can help with kilns restoration, council should contact him.
Mark Molitoris, 4 Magna Dr., handed out picture to council questioning garbage at new daycare facility, formerly J & R Market.  Pres. Bodish questioned PWD Boyle who responded unaware of any concerns, none voiced by crew.  Requested Secretary Gyecsek contact Tax Collector Deutsch to determine current charge, check with crew if we are trash collector, and monitor and discuss with daycare.

Anne Killeen, 32 S. 4th St., questioned if fire pits are allowed in borough.  Chief Genovese responded according to property maintenance code, same allowed but must be 25 ft from structure.  Secretary Gyecsek stated cannot burn garbage, etc.  Ms. Killeen questioned if mandatory recycling has been considered since we receive money for recycling and have to pay for garbage, why allow residents to put it in garbage; it costs borough money.  Pres. Bodish stated has been considered in past, but not supported.
Emily Alkhal, 18 N 2nd St., from the newly opened Bacon Strip on North 2nd Street inviting all of borough council to Grand Opening Event on Saturday, May 9 from 11am-4pm has received good community support to date and would like to see everyone in attendance.

PWD Boyle read April completed and projected reports.  Completed patching roof at borough hall, repaired sidewalk at monument, finished winter clean up of borough facilities, repaired windows in police station, repaired winter fence damage at ball field, load of infield dirt at Saylor Field, repaired walls and painted pool and baby pool, patched sidewalks around pool, mulched at all borough properties, used remaining playground carpet stored under bridge at parkway playground, shut down boiler, routine building maintenance and clean up, routine sanitation pick ups which have been heavier than usual, routine pot hole repairs and routine sign maintenance.  May work includes completing pool set up, inventory of all borough equipment, clean and organize tennis court building, repair sidewalks at borough hall, begin storm drain study for repair work, signage for street sweeping and street sweeping on May 20 and May 21, build shelving for Community Days storage room, remove trees at civic plaza.  June work will include clean up at dump site under bridge, begin preparations for Community Days, paint rental house and tennis court building and clean out boiler.  July planned work includes completion of storm drain study and paint and repair of barricades.
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent.  
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Chief Genovese reported in April, 2015 received 130 total incidents.  Received thank you from Commonwealth of PA for timely monthly reporting of incidents and thank you from Emmaus for sitting on their oral interview board.  Received request from Juvenile probation for use of municipal building gym for training on June 3, June 4 and June 5 during the day, checked with Secretary Gyecsek and gym is not otherwise in use.  Additional cameras purchased by Community Days have been installed at pool/parkway area resulting in almost 100% camera coverage of Parkway, Pool and Pavilion.

Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent, working per Sodl.  Sodl read April, 2015 fire report, 5 calls for month, 30 calls year to date.  

Secretary reported next police pension meeting scheduled for Tuesday, May 19 need representative of police department, council President Bodish and either Groller or Sodl from committee in attendance.  Sodl stated will be out of town, Groller will attend.  Secretary continued, currently utilize PSAB program to test CDL drivers randomly for drugs and alcohol, PSAB changing provider from WORKNET to FirstLab; agreement was forwarded to Solicitor for review and has been approved, motion on regular meeting agenda.  Received additional application from Jennifer Gulick to lifeguard at borough pool, same reviewed by Burker, motion to hire at regular meeting.  Just received this evening an application from Sue Molitoris interested in position on Coplay Public Library Board, no comments or questions by members, motion at regular meeting.
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Coplay Public Library –

Resolution prepared to establish written policies and fees as required by the Pennsylvania Right-to-Know Law to be added to the Coplay Public Library policies.  Secretary Gyecsek explained nothing previously in place by Library, their resolution follows current state guidelines.  No further questions or comment by members, motion at regular meeting.  
Discuss waiving pavilion rental fee for the Girl Scouts of Eastern PA on Tuesday, May 26, 2015.  Secretary Gyecsek read portions of letter received, pavilion used for annual leaders dinner for @ 75 leaders and adult volunteers, unit services @ 325 girls from Whitehall, Coplay and Catasauqua.  No further questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  

Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion, there were none.
Mayor Bundra will give report at next week’s regular meeting.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl thanked Chief Genovese and fire department, for continued training, during April.  Prepared civic plaza sketch submitted along with written proposal prepared by Burker to Lowe’s who approved $2,400 grant of shrubs and trees.  Lowe’s employees and Coplay Garden Club, along with any other volunteers, will plant.  Should be completed sometime in early June.
Royer reported Rick Hauck of HSA Mechanical contacted regarding completion of specifications for new heating system in municipal building.  Given deadline of June 9 to complete which would allow for bid advertisement in July, bid award in August and install during September and October.  Mr. Hauck stated installation should only take a few weeks.  Received request from Chris Schmidt for use of pool bathrooms during 5K run on May 16.  PWD Boyle stated pool bathhouse will be functional by that time.  Sodl questioned who will open and lock doors.  Royer stated will personally take care of securing same.  No further questions or comments by members.  
Burker reported pool looking good. Council recreation committee is recommending to hire Linda McFadden as Pool Manager for the 2015 season.  Also, recommending the Bacon Strip take over running the pool concession stand.  Could use an additional 2-3 lifeguards for coverage for the season.  Grant for upgrades to Saylor Field, Basketball Court and removal of tennis courts submitted to DCNR.  Expect to submit additional grant for Balliet Stadium under different grant program later in year.  On Thursday, April 30 attended meeting, along with Pres. Bodish held by Senator Boscola and Representative McNeill.  Meeting included all municipalities within their regions, asking what they as our state representatives could provide for each municipality.  Meeting was a great networking opportunity.   
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
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Bodish thanked PWD Boyle for work over last month.  Sanitation runs have been heavy as of late and yard waste collections have just begun.  Any resident doing household remodeling should get a dumpster, borough crew is not prepared for this type or amount of disposal.  Tire Drop Off is Saturday, May 9 from 10am to 2pm at parkway parking lot.  Received 15 applications for full time laborer position, will meet with committee to review and discuss who to interview.  Part-time summer help applications were received, committee recommending hiring prior summer helper Terry Kuchera to position as he has worked out well in past.  No questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  Pres. Bodish continued will consider which members of council to appoint to committee regarding future of Saylor Kilns and announce at next week’s regular meeting.
