Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl as well as Mayor Bundra, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  PWD Pavelko and EMA Coordinator Buskaritz were absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  None.
PWD Pavelko was absent, no report.  
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Chief Genovese reported in April, 2014 received 153 total incidents with 3 arrests, 21 traffic arrests, 6 written warnings and 16 parking tickets issued.  Two officers are being supplied for Bicycle Derby on Saturday, May 24.  Requesting permission to hire new part time officer Dean Heffelfinger, Jr., passed all necessary testing, currently works part time in Walnutport.  No further questions by members, motion at regular meeting.  
Fire Chief Buskaritz reported 7 incidents for April, 2014, all trucks in good working order.  1 new firefighter trainee added to roster.  Attended 16 hour engine operator training class last month and upcoming training on chlorine emergencies.  Fire department is requesting council approval to hold Coin Toss at 2nd & Chestnut Streets on Saturday, May 31.  Motion at regular meeting on same.  Mayor Bundra questioned brush fire at trestle, this is ongoing issue as kids hang out in area.  Chief Buskaritz responded yes, usually once beginning of every spring, once burned nothing left to start another fire, also department does clean out trees and brus in area when possible.  Chief Buskaritz added to report, new gear racks installed and ordered new brush gear with funds from state grant.  Sodl requested explanation of new antenna to be installed on municipal building for upgrading radio range.  Chief Buskaritz stated still waiting for FCC to finalize approvals prior to installation of antenna on building.  Leiner questioned if coin toss for both EMA and Fire Department.  Chief Buskaritz responded no, just fire department.
Secretary reported noise exemption hearing with LCB at Coplay Saengerbund scheduled for tomorrow, May 7 at 11 AM at the Saengerbund if anyone is interested in attending.  Next intergovernmental meeting is scheduled for Thursday, May 15 at 6 pm at the Whitehall Township municipal building and received dinner and meeting invitations to council and mayor from MECAB for Wednesday, May 28 at 6 PM at Freemansburg, if attending submit to office who will coordinate reservations and payment.

Sodl commented much work done by Ms. Eisenhauer and committee to update these policies, before holidy pay was received day of, day before and day after holiday, changed to just day of; same thing with sick pay and others.  Pres. Bodish thanked Library board for making needed policy changes and fitting it into budget.  Sodl added atmosphere has improved with employees.  Leiner agreed, though was difficult transition.  Sodl
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Again thanked Ms. Eisenhauer for tireless work to make improvements and necessary changes.  Leiner commented would like to get more “Friends of the Library” involved in time.  Sodl stated with positive changes that will happen over time. 
Boards and Commissions – received letter of resignation from Jocelyn Wedge from Coplay Park & Recreation Board effective 4/17/2014 for term ending 12/31/2014; no response to letter sent to Christine Leitgeb requesting resignation and per letter will assume resigns as of 4/30/2014 from Coplay Park & Recreation Board for term ending 12/31/2015.  This results in two (2) open appointments on Park & Recreation Board.

Council requested each name be included on regular meeting agenda with separate motion for each.  
Copies of Ordinance prepared by Secretary re: updates to snow and ice removal from streets and sidewalks ordinance with following changes discussed at March workshop meeting:

1. Add it is unlawful to throw or dump any snow or ice onto any street, alley, gutter or sidewalk.

2. Add language if property comes into violation again within 24 months of original notice of violation, borough may issue municipal citation.
3. Change current fine wording to include minimum of $100 for first offense, minimum of $200 for second offense, and remain at maximum fine of $600.

At this time, Chief Genovese requested council include additional section allowing for residents in areas where they have no frontage to pile snow, to allow piles along curb line or roadway, wording was taken directly from another municipalities ordinance, would give residents with not front lawn, etc. somewhere to go with snow.  No further comments or questions by members, wording will be added to Ordinance and submitted by Secretary to Solicitor for review/update; advertised and prepared for passage at earliest, June, 2014 meeting.
Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion.  None.
Mayor Bundra reported joint safety committee meeting minutes to all, please review for questions/concerns.  Attended April 23 MECAB meeting where civil service was discussed.  Next CTC meeting May 22 at Airport Rd from 9-12 and next IRT meeting May 20 at 7 pm at Whitehall.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl read request from Juvenile Probation to use gym for defensive tactics training from June 3 to June 6; also they offered work service program by juveniles for any projects needing completion in borough.  Groller and Leiner commented previously used for painting, handing out fliers, etc.  Sodl and Burker will come up with list of projects for possible completion utilizing this program.  Sodl read April, 2014 health/code enforcement report, 2 new reports with 27 ongoing and 18 resolved.  Sodl questioned BCO Helman re: bleachers at Balliet Stadium.  BCO Helman responded reducing height of bleachers and using those boards to upgrade lower section, same should be corrected this weekend.   
Royer reported new light fixtures have been installed in gym, same are brighter and utilize 1/3 of electricity of prior fixtures.  Loikits in to review heating system, no response received to date.      
Burker reported meeting with pool manager and lifeguards on May 14 at 6 pm at the pool to introduce and gear up for the summer season.  Met with WC Press advertising personnel to complete inserts with event list for pool activities to be included in June 5 Whitehall-Coplay Press, also spoke with Milander and requested specials to be included in the insert.  Park and Recreation board next meeting scheduled for Monday, May 12; Mr. Cope suggests submitting for grant due July 21, board will be working on this along with Secretary.  Re: Legion baseball insurance situation, lines of communication are now open and working on same.  Sodl questioned if signed agreement returned by Milander.  Secretary responded no.  Burker spoke with Milander who assured will be renewing.  Sodl will followup with Milander as well.  Sodl questioned if council will be approving Mr. Cope writing grants.  Information was to be submitted by board to council with Mr. Cope’s hourly fee up to a maximum amount.  Burker will speak with board at May 12 meeting and submit to Secretary for motion on regular meeting agenda.  Leiner questioned who is new President of Legion Baseball.  BCO Helman reported Ed Flipovits was elected to position, along with Vice, Secretary, Treasurer and 5 Trustees and others, approximately 25 people involved.
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Interviews and testing for part time clerk completed last week; based on background, experience and testing recommending Marianne Mann be hired for position.  Sodl questioned bonding for treasurer position.  Groller responded all candidates were questioned, with no issues.  No further questions by members, motion at regular meeting.
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Bodish reported tire drop off scheduled for Saturday, May 10 from 10 am – 2 pm; Street sweeping scheduled for May 15 and May 16, recycling will be cancelled for week.  Received estimate from Whitehall to complete Ruch Street paving which is down from $40,000 original estimate to $25,300.00.  Read complaint received from son of parent on Cherry Street who must replace sidewalk.  Requested Secretary obtain additional information for council follow up.  Sodl commented street sweepers have not done very good job in recent years, should be told to go slower and do job properly.  Pres. Bodish will speak with PWD Pavelko and relay same.
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., at one time borough did own street sweeper, employees hit too many vehicles with same.  

Steve Drey, 35 N Front St., re: teens congregating in area of Bridge St., General Supply property, Front St., and under bridge after dark; wanted to make council aware of same, school isn’t even out for summer.  Has called police, but group scatters to storage sheds on Hall St., etc. when police vehicle comes into view.  Sodl questioned if they are neighborhood kids or coming in from outside the borough.  Mr. Drey isn’t sure of same.  Chief Genovese will increase patrols in area throughout early evening and overnight hours.  Leiner questioned if any vandalism or other damage.  Mr. Drey responded not that he is aware of.
At this time, Leiner added thank you to Coplay Police, Coplay Athletic Club and Coplay Town Watch for sponsoring annual Bicycle Derby, good program for Coplay children.
