94th Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Groller, Leiner, Mann, Mazur, Recker, and Royer.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Pereira were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of April 10, 2012 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.  
Hearing of persons present: None. 
Reading of correspondence:  

Carol Schleder re: resignation from Coplay Library Board.
Natalie Reichl re: appointment to Coplay Library Board.
Coplay Planning Commission re: SALDO and Comprehensive Plan review.  
Mayor Bundra stated gave report at workshop meeting, nothing additional at this time.  

Solicitor updated on Sprint matter, spoke with Erica Shipp representative of Sprint PCS, in process of reviewing but believes lease was assigned to another company, SBA.  She is confirming and obtaining documentation of assignment and requested photographs of facilities, which will be obtained by Secretary.  Working to see what can be done, if Sprint is no longer who has lease, then we will send to SBA to review facilities and addition of facilities and discuss additional funds if facilities have been added.  Should have update by next meeting.  Mayor Bundra stated facilities have definitely been added to compound, particularly saw Verizon facilities.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in streets department.  CWSA report, next meeting is Thursday, May 17 at 7:30 PM for annual audit report, all members are invited to attend.  
Recker reported committee recommending leasing house for one year, also requesting finance committee review of current loan to renegotiate terms to possibly lower payment.  Further discussion will take place at that time.  Leiner questioned original term of loan.  Recker responded original loan for 15 years, owe approximately $104,000.00 at this time with payment of $900.00 per month.
Mazur read April, 2012 police report, 5 parking tickets issued for month with 172 total incidents and 13 arrests.  Spoke with Chief Genovese, all going well with police department at this time.  With warmer weather more people are out, be careful, also more activity on IRT, watch safety and call police with any problems.  Bike Derby scheduled for Saturday, May 19, good program for borough children, attend if able.
Groller reported finance committee will meet to discuss refinancing of 38 South 4th Street loan.    
Leiner read April, 2012 health and code enforcement report, 0 health inspections were completed, and 11 code enforcement complaints ongoing.  
Mann read April, 2012 fire department report, 15 incidents for month and 48 incidents year to date.  Fire department annual pump testing completed and passed, ladders tested and passed, hose tested with all but 10 sections passing.
Bodish reported sanitation and recycling normal operations.  Camera purchased for truck and being implemented into routine to utilize when excess garbage out.  Tire Drop Off scheduled for Saturday, May 12 from 8 am to 12 noon at parkway.  Reminder there will be no pickup on Monday, May 28 due to Memorial Day Holiday, all pickups will be pushed back one day that week.

Motion by Leiner, second by Mann to appoint Natalie Reichl to open position on Coplay Library Board for term ending 12/31/2014 - carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to change date of July Workshop Meeting from Tuesday, July 3 to Monday, July 2 so as not to interfere with July 4th fireworks display – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Mann to change date of August Workshop Meeting from Tuesday, August 7 to Monday, August 6 at 7 PM so as not to interfere with celebration of National Night Out – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to allow use of auditorium by Protective Safety Systems from Monday, September 10 through Friday, October 26, 2012 – carried.
Motion by Mann, second by Mazur to withdraw Certificate of Appreciation from 94th Borough Council to Frank & Anna Dickman for Community Service.  At this time, Leiner questioned if certificate could be mailed anyway.  Pres. Bodish responded no.  Vote resulted in 6 yeas, with Leiner voting nay.  Motion carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to hire Ryan Snyder to position of part time summer help for the 2012 summer season at rate of $10.00 per hour – carried.
Motion by Leiner, second by Mazur to hire Tucker Stettler, Hanna Hartman, Tanner Madouse, Dominic Martin, Matt Bonchak, Kayla Bet, Nicole Leshko, Courtney Dragovits and Carolyn Gray as Lifeguards for the 2012 pool season – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to hire Joseph Asbury, Adam Rompilla, Allison Mann, Amanda Kesselring, Dana Bachman and James Vautsinas as Concession Stand workers for the 2012 pool season.  Vote resulted in 5 yeas, 1 abstain by Mann and 1 nay by Leiner.  Motion carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Mann to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
