93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula, and Royer.  Solicitor Harrison and Mayor Milander were also present.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of April 13, 2010 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: Resolution 1328 to approve Comprehensive Plan, asked same be read, residents would be interested.  Full resolution read by Mann.  Procanyn continued, at prior meeting council stated options a, b, c, d and statement from resident Frank Dickman were to be included in plan.  Were updated copies showing this change taken to Library for resident review?  Mann responded updated copies are at Library.

Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: personnel issue, tree fell this Saturday, our guys were on site and removed same within two hours, all should be commended for their effort and work.

Jeffry P. Deutsch, Tax Collector re: outstanding 2009 per capita taxes.
Cub Pack 32 re: use of Coplay Pavilion at no fee on Thursday, 8/19/10.
Timothy Keller, Coplay EMA Coordinator re: emergency situation on North 3rd Street.
Mayor commended fire department, ema and public works for work on Saturday with fallen tree.  Read April, 2010 police report, traffic and criminal.  Asking council to consider ordinance banning use of cell phones while driving in borough, many municipalities are doing this.  Mann asked for comments by members.  Bundra stated re: Allentown and Bethlehem many aware can’t use phones there, this should be state wide, confusing when you can and can’t use depending where you are; maybe something county wide could be implemented.  Mann agrees for borough, shouldn’t worry about other municipalities to step up.  Bodish questioned all phones or is hand free okay.  All agreed hands free okay.  Mann suggests same be discussed at next workshop more fully.
Solicitor had no report.  
Engineer absent, no report.
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported commends fire department, ema and public works for Saturday tree situation.  J & R Construction still working on curb cuts.  Streets department reporting normal operations.  CWSA – annual meeting for public officials will be held Thursday, 5/20/10 at 7:30 PM at sewer authority.  
Mazur reported all running smoothly in police department.  Incredible to see all departments working well together in an emergency situation, commends all.    
Piskula read April, 2010 fire report, 17 calls year to date.  Fireman’s Relief balance is $15,243.22.  Received $2,162.00 for salvage of old fire truck.  Fire committee meeting with police, fire and ema; working well together and hope continue to work together.  Coin toss combined effort of fire and ema.  Town Watch participated in Lehigh Valley clean up, next meeting Wednesday, 5/19, new participants welcome.  Community Days meeting this Thursday, 5/13/10 must have more volunteers to continue event, this meeting will decide event continuance, need Chair, ViceChair, Secretary and Treasurer, cannot be all positions.  Individual differences should be put aside for this event.  
Bodish congratulated all on job well done this past Saturday.  Sanitation running smoothly.  Grass pick up began Friday and will continue through October.  Small maintenance issue with older garbage truck, same repaired.  Next metal collection 5/14/10, must call office for pick up.  Tire drop off scheduled for Saturday, 5/22/10; may have second pick up later in year depending on amount of tires received.  Committee is meeting to begin process of purchasing new garbage truck, looking at four vendors, all are with COSTARS.  Looking to change where we dump solid waste to East Penn transfer.  Piskula questioned amount of savings.  Bodish responded savings should be a few thousand.
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Bundra read April, 2010 health inspections completed.  Joint safety committee going well and safety meetings with public works employees; training of committee members scheduled for June.  IRT report, 10 K Race/Walk this Sunday, 5/16/10, police will help with traffic in area.  
Groller thanked all for Saturday work.  Committee met to approve hiring of pool manager, pavilion cleaner, concession stand and lifeguards, motion on agenda.  Also, painting of outside doors, railing etc. to be completed at municipal building.  Roofer here this date, same completed, hopefully no further leaks.  

Mann reported finance committee looking at options for 38 S 4th St property, inspected by Helman for possible rental, still discussing same.  Saturday tree incident, impressed with how all departments worked and worked together.  Re: sidewalks at this area, same was Shade Tree, believes public safety issue, would like public works to correct same.  Piskula responded this is homeowner issue.  Mann responded emergency, ordinance should not apply in this instance.  Bundra stated likes idea of same, however dealt with shade tree situations many times in past, always property owner responsibility to repair sidewalk; this issue has gone back and forth over many years.  Mazur stated different than normal shade tree situation.  Bodish stated shade tree should be borough responsibility, resident did not ask for tree.  Bundra questioned Solicitor if specific for this situation would a precedent be set.  Solicitor responded depends on way motion is written, must specify this is emergency situation, an unforeseen unique circumstance.  Continued discussion by Bundra, Piskula and Mann.  Motion added to agenda, same written by solicitor, homeowner’s insurance should be utilized first and borough repair only after.  Further discussion at June workshop on shade tree situations.

Motion by Groller, second by Bodish to approve turning over outstanding 2009 Borough Per Capita Taxes to collection agency of G.H. Harris Associates as recommended by Tax Collector, Jeffry P. Deutsch – carried.  

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to approve use of Coplay Parkway Pavilion by Cub Pack 32 on Thursday, 8/19/10 with no fee unless cleaning is needed, a charge of $35 will be collected if cleaning is necessary – carried.
Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to approve hiring of Kyle Reaser as Part-Time Summer Help at rate of $9.25/hour for the 2010 summer season – carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to approve hiring for the 2010 Summer Pool Season as follows: John Molnar, Pool Manager; Dennis Gery, Pavilion Cleaner; Kristi Olphin, Melissa Kucharich, Christie Kroboth, Bruce Royer, Jocelyn Wedge, James Humanick, Ian Gyecsek, Desiree Diaz, Evan Olphin and Michal Makara as Concession Stand; and Taylor Garen, Matthew Kosar, Lauren Rompilla, Morgan Andreas, Kristen Howett, Kayla Bet, Ryuta Amaike, Paige Furler, David Peters, Lauren Cesanek, Ian Boyd, Dominick Martin and Tanner Madouse as Lifeguards contingent upon successful completion of Lifeguard certification and CPR – carried.
Motion by Bodish, second by Royer to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for April, 2010 as presented to council – carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 1328
A Resolution of the borough council of the Borough of Coplay adopting the Coplay Borough Comprehensive Plan for the Borough of Coplay, Lehigh County, Pennsylvania.       
Motion by Mazur, second by Bundra to adopt Resolution No. 1328.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.
ORDINANCE NO. 785
An Ordinance establishing and authorizing the creation of Chapter 16 of the codified ordinances of the Borough of Coplay titled parks and recreation, Part 1 Park policies and Part 2 Pool policies.
Motion by Groller, second by Mazur to adopt Ordinance No. 785.  Roll call vote resulted in 7 yeas, 0 nays.  Motion carried.

Motion by Mazur, second by Groller to notify homeowner that condition of sidewalks and curbs at North 3rd Street requires immediate remediation because of public safety concerns; and to authorize municipal employees to remove stump and damaged curb and sidewalk and repair same if not covered by home owner’s insurance if homeowner does not respond in a timely manner.  Mann requested a roll call vote.  Roll call vote resulted in 5 yeas, 2 nays by Bundra and Piskula.  Motion carried.
