92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Mazur, Miller, Piskula, Royer and Schin.  Solicitor Preston was also present.  Luckenbill and Mayor Milander were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Bids for 2009 Handicap Curb Cut project were opened by Secretary.  One bid received from C.C. Concrete at bid price of $49,000.00.  Secretary stated bid will be forwarded to Lehigh County for review and approval.  Motion will be ready for approval at June regular meeting.  
Minutes from regular meeting of April 14, 2009 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Dale Donovan, 218 Coplay St., re: interest in representing Coplay on IRT Commission, wanted to introduce himself to council prior to appointment.

Charlie Sodl, 2 Magna Dr., important decision for council, asks that council approaches from business standpoint as opposed to personal.  Borough retains current Coplay Fire Company name, while social side can raise funds for nonprofits.  Secures building at cost of @$200,000 with updates instead of new building at more than $400,000 and utilize difference for new equipment.  Time to settle this issue and move forward.

Mel Procanyn, 7 S. 8th St., requests for consideration by board in current year, 2009, for auditors, with 1.8 million possibly being expended through loan, to issue qualified or nonqualified opinion.  For 2009 road maintenance, was funding included for sealing of streets and line painting, especially on 2nd and Chestnut Streets.
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Anne Killeen, 32 S. 4th St., re: federal stimulus package money available for “ready” projects, new fire department building may have been included in this if more decisive action taken.  Results of findings of current fire company building should be available to residents, may help community to understand council decision on same.  How can term “lease” be used if buying building?  Sodl statement re: funds for nonprofits if social side leases.  Questioned how can fire company be stopped from allowing others to use building?  If any problems this would come back on borough.  Coplay should be allowing for all residents to use building.  FYI, $300 paid for one bedroom apartment over 20 years ago.  
Kevin Heckman, 156 N. 8th St., two issues, ongoing issue with stones washing out from Nine Oaks property to his property, have spoken with Ron Helman more than once over last two years re: this problem, would like same resolved.  Second issue at Sam Balliet stadium, handed in pictures of junk/garbage pile near garage at same, would like same cleaned up.

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported meeting with Engineer and Bracalante on 5/19 at 8 AM on alley projects and will review two storm drain projects.  Housing committee report, Helman passed exam, now able to approve building permits and certificate of occupancy inspections, motion on agenda to appoint.  Explained wages as listed in motion.  Committee is reviewing permit fees and ordinance changes as discussed last month will be ready for June.  IRT report, 10K race Saturday, 5/16, next meeting 5/19 at 7 PM in Whitehall.  Thanked Dale Donovan for volunteering as Coplay representative.
Schin had no report.

Miller reported will take care of baseball field garbage and get back to Heckman.  Pool sandblasted and leveler used to seal cracks, new drains installed.  Decking and coping should be replaced @ 2 years, just repairing as necessary at this time.  Electrical upgrades, pumps good, both are up to date.  Fencing may need paint as rusting in areas.  Should be ready for 6/13 opening day.  Still have guards coming in, hiring all, can send one through Red Cross for no cost, cost for training is $200.  Would like to call meeting for next week with committee.  Bike Derby scheduled for 5/23.   
Luckenbill was absent, no report.   
Mazur reported tire drop off Saturday, 5/16.  Re: comprehensive plan, meetings and additional information to be announced in June.  Sneaker recycling program, spoke with PWD Pavelko, okay with same, goal is awareness to recycle same, may benefit our outdoor courts as well.  In at Papa Rays last week, they would be interested in providing pizza, etc. for pool concession stand over summer.  Miller will stop in and talk to owner on same and discuss with committee.  Mazur finished report with opinion, personal goal to come together with fire company, fire department, comprehensive plan, come together on all of these issues to finalize and come to terms, continuing to move forward for the borough and its residents.
Piskula read April, 2009 Fire report, 24 incidents to date for 2009 and Fireman’s Relief Association report, current balance $23,882.29.  Looking to spend these funds on equipment upgrades.  Re: Heckman issue with Nine Oaks; would like same taken care of, requests Helman take care of same.  Re: Community Days – struggling to keep committee going, volunteers needed to remain active, in need of Treasurer, Secretary and Vice President.  Bands are booked and otherwise event is ready to go, just need volunteer and resident support.  Piskula questioned Sodl re: statement “retains Coplay Fire Company name”.  What is meant by statement?  Sodl stated name is now property of Borough of Coplay.  Further discussion by Mann, Piskula, Sodl; will discuss in executive session.  Piskula stated would like inspection report be made public for viewing by community via open records law.
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Mann reported finance committee met and recommending Jeffry P. Deutsch be named as Earned Income Tax representative for borough.  Reminder Thursday, 5/14 at 7 PM meeting to review employee handbook with Attorney Harrison, all members should bring copy of same.
Unfinished Business:  None.  

New Business:

Motion by Miller, second by Mazur to appoint Dale Donovan as Coplay representative on the IRT Commission – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Schin to approve lot line adjustment plan of property at 18 Tapler Drive – carried.

Motion by Schin, second by Miller to approve use of municipal building auditorium by Coplay Public Library on Wednesday, July 15, 2009 from 6 – 9 PM – carried.
Motion by Schin, second by Mazur to appoint Jeffry P. Deutsch as Borough of Coplay delegate of the Tax Collection Committee for the County-wide consolidated Earned Income Tax Collection District – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to require a building and electrical permit, along with fencing regulations, as pertains to any above ground or on ground swimming pool with 24” or more of water depth – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve hiring of Terrence Kuchera as Part-Time Summer Help for the 2009 summer season – carried.

Motion to approve recycling of sneakers through Nike ReUseAShoe program for the month of June, 2009 in the Borough of Coplay read by Pres. Mann.  Schin questioned where sneakers dropped off.  Mazur responded Tannersville.  Schin questioned worth gas, guys time.  Mazur responded not weekly dropoff, only once maybe twice per year.  Motion by Mazur, second by Schin to approve recycling of sneakers through Nike ReUseAShoe program for the month of June, 2009 in the Borough of Coplay – carried.
Motion by Piskula, second by Mazur to approve Coplay Fire Department/Coplay EMA coin toss on Saturday, 5/23/09 – carried.

Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to appoint Ronald Helman as Building Code Official/Residential Building Inspector for the Borough of Coplay, effective immediately, and set compensation for same at $130/month for Zoning Inspector; $150/month for Building Code Official/Residential Building Inspector; and 50% of fees as charged for Certificate of Use and Occupancy Permit inspections.  At this time Miller questioned cost versus fees, budget implications, etc.  Same explained by Royer.  Motion carried.

Motion by Schin, second by Miller to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  

Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for April, 2009 as presented to council – carried.
