Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of April 14, 2015 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried.

Reading of correspondence:  
   Girl Scouts of Eastern PA River’s Edge Service Unit re: use of pavilion at no fee on 5/26/15.
   Sue Molitoris re: appointment to open term on Coplay Library Board.
Mayor Bundra reported disappointed in lack of attendance at workshop meeting to discuss restoration of Saylor Cement Kilns, expected more residents.  Joint Safety Committee, six out of seven members are recertified to date.  County of Governments meeting held May 5, discussed street and bridge improvements.  Attended two ribbon cutting ceremonies at Gigi’s Restaurant and The Bacon Strip.  Annual LaFarge liaison meeting on May 14.  Regarding Mr. Myers’ complaint at workshop meeting, agrees weekly Morning Call is littering.  Next Communities That Care meeting is scheduled for May 15 at 8:30 am.
Solicitor Preston had nothing to report at this time.  
Engineer Stewart was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl read Code Enforcement/Health Inspector report for April, 2015, 0 health permits issued, 0 new code complaints, 11 ongoing and 2 resolved.  
Royer reported met with PWD Boyle to discuss future property improvements and needs.  Next IRT meeting will be Wednesday, May 20 at Whitehall.  Portion of fencing repaired along trail by IRT commission.  
Burker reported pool set up coming along well, however would suggest implementing $150 clean up deposit into concession stand lease which would be returned after borough inspection at end of season.  PWD Boyle confirmed two men spent approximately 4 hours cleaning same this date.  Burker continued, will be completing another insert this year advertising pool events in Whitehall-Coplay Press.  Leiner questioned who will be leasing concession stand.  Burker responded The Bacon Strip.  Sodl suggested $250 deposit for clean up.  Further discussion by members resulted in consensus to institute $300 deposit.  Solicitor Preston will make appropriate language changes to current lease agreement and forward to Secretary for signatures.  
Groller reported workers’ compensation and liability insurance dividend checks received from insurer which is a Trust, dividends returned yearly based on amount of claims, could be up to 75% of premium returned.
Leiner echoed Mayor’s concern with lack of attendance at workshop meeting for discussion of kilns.  Lehigh County representatives were surprised as well.  Considering discussion did not concern demolishing kilns, but just preliminary review of report, may be reason for lowered attendance.  This was just Phase 1, will make effort to raise awareness and involve more residents in process.
Bodish reported street sweeping is scheduled for 5/20 and 5/21.  Found bucket truck, 1985 PennDOT vehicle with 45,000 miles and 34 foot reach, asking price is $6,800.00.  Contact information given to PWD Boyle.  Committee will be reviewing applications for full time employee this week.

Motion by Royer, second by Burker to waive pavilion rental fee for Girl Scouts of Eastern PA River’s Edge Service Unit on Tuesday, May 26, 2015, insurance and clean up fee requested if necessary – carried.
Motion by Luckenbach, second by Burker to hire Linda McFadden as Pool Manager for the 2015 summer season - carried.  Prior to motion, Leiner questioned if Ms. McFadden resides in Coplay.  Burker responded yes.  Leiner questioned if any management experience.  Burker stated prior manager at BlockBuster Videos, used to dealing with teenagers and young adults. As there were no further questions, motion was passed as written.
Motion by Groller, second by Leiner to approve lease of pool concession stand for 2015 summer season to Emily Alkhal, owner of The Bacon Strip – carried.  
Motion by Royer, second by Burker to approve hiring Terence Kuchera as part-time summer help for the 2015 summer season – carried.
