Requests letter be sent telling company they cannot do maintenance during the night.  Also, does testing meet federal safety requirements, additional explanation to members on RF towers and ramifications of frequencies.

Additional information provided by Secretary regarding email on curb/sidewalk replacement along Cherry Street, homeowner is only required to replace 25’ of curb and sidewalk, not very costly.  Sodl commented need to stay consistent.  No further comments by members.
