           93rd Council

Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula and Royer as well as EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., re: cell phone ordinance, agree in principle, however Allentown ordinance being challenged; suggests Resolution supporting statewide ban and send to local representatives.  Bundra stated agrees, County officials also using this approach for passage by State.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: did not receive June calendar, website not updated re: garbage collection and changes due to holiday.  Under discussions “each political subdivision” what does this mean.  Mann stated political subdivision is each municipality, also explained need for EIT collector through 2011 as County wide committee undecided for 2011.  Killeen continued, at last meeting discussed certificate of occupancy inspection of 38 S 4th St borough property, was inspection completed?  Mann responded discussion of same under property committee report by Groller.

EMA Coordinator Keller reported volunteers hard to come by, combining EMA and FD personnel to continue QRS program; same will be run as joint effort.  Discussions to this point have determined calls to be received via pagers using FD tones and will work for separate QRS tone; vehicle will be kept at FD building, unit #592 with second back up unit #551; Keller will remain QRS Captain; incidents will be reported using MSTAT software; August, 2010 expected time frame for completion.  Discussions with FD, EMA and council very productive to this point.  Piskula questioned how much coverage can be expected.  Keller responded should be able to cover 90% of calls.
PWD Pavelko reported ½ ton cold patch used; pool on line; curb painting of Front, part Maple, Cherry, and part Hokendauqua; four stumps removed from parkway area; N 3rd Street tree removal; boiler cleaned out, will call Hobel for additional; stucco repair to front of building; mulching tree and shrub around borough building; prepared IRT for 10 K race; assisted legion baseball moving transformer and barricades.
Chief Genovese reported gearing up for summer with kids being off from school.        
Chief Buskaritz reported collected $2,123.00 at coin toss; working with EMA on QRS program.    
Secretary reported Ordinance No. 786 re: animals has been reviewed by solicitor and advertised and ready for passage by council at regular meeting.  Treasurer report may not be ready for regular meeting, depends on receipt of bank statements.  Bundra requested call when ready.  Secretary will contact on same.  
Problems/matters for discussion:  
Ordinance to ban use of cell phones, except hands free, while driving a motor vehicle.  Mazur stated important to go forward with same, has seen this while driving, major safety hazard, hopes state passes regulations but until then we should go ahead.  Piskula questioned Chief Genovese, responded conceptually good idea however should be statewide, currently can use reckless or careless driving to stop, also surrounding municipalities do not have ordinances in place, hard to enforce, additional signage would be needed, agrees with contacting state representatives and give our support for statewide ban of same.  Bundra stated County and State officials working on same.  Mann questioned Resolution to support passage of statewide ban, members agreed.  Secretary will prepare.
Shade Trees – sidewalk and curb repair; tree maintenance – who is responsible for same.  Mann stated received letter from 9th Street resident, read synopsis of same; researched this type of tree, same unacceptable in this small a planters strip, wrong trees were planted.  Proposing policy to remove tree, stump and repair sidewalk and curb at borough’s cost on case by case basis.  Piskula questioned Helman re: CO inspections, any requiring correction.  Helman stated toe trip of 2” or more must be corrected whether from tree or just bad sidewalk, doesn’t matter; has had two to date, one with tree, one bad sidewalk, both corrected by resident without incident prior to issuance of CO.  Bundra stated trees were agreed to by all homeowners when planted, too costly for borough to remove all.  Mann stated borough should fund removal as funding becomes available, not all at once.  Continued discussion by Mann and Bundra on same, agree something must be done, Mann does not want to overburden homeowners and Bundra does not want taxpayers to pay for removals and repairs.  Agreed to review each situation on case by case basis, with specific discussion on case at that time.  Bodish stated borough should remove and repair.
Each political subdivision shall determine by 11/1/10 whether current collector of EIT taxes will collect in 2011 or if Tax Collection Committee appointed collector will collect EIT for 2011.  Mann stated finance committee recommends Deutsch remain as EIT collector for 2011.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported bid package for 7th Street resurfacing prepared by Engineer, advertised 6/3 and 6/10, to be opened at July workshop and awarded at July regular meeting.  Streets normal operations, additional order of street signs to be installed.  
Mazur read May, 2010 police report.  With warmer weather keep an eye out on your neighbors and call police with any suspicious activities.
Piskula reported meeting with FD scheduled for Thursday cancelled, same will be rescheduled.  Thanked for coin toss, attended and helped with same, very happy with amount of funds collected.  Reported Community Days will be held, thankful to those who stepped up and volunteered.    

Bodish reported sanitation running smoothly.  Tire drop off went well, unsure if additional tire event will occur later in year.  No yard waste collection this week due to holiday; garbage collection today and tomorrow.  Received calendar year 2008 recycling performance grant in amount of $13,092 up more than $4,000 from calendar year 2007 amount; thanked residents for recycling effort.  
Bundra read May, 2010 health report; will speak with Helman re: what process and procedures used to resolve these issues.  Unable to attend suggested webinar re: insurance claims, any committee members available for same?  No response received.  Will watch for future dates for possible attendance of same.  IRT reported 10K Race went well, good weather, happy with turnout; received many favorable comments on beauty of IRT.  

Groller reported pool ready for opening day of June 12.  Re: 38 S 4th St property, not being used, CO inspection completed to determine updates needed for possible rental of property, @$3,000 in work necessary, could rent for $850-$1000/month in income until further decisions on comprehensive plan are made.
Mann will report at regular meeting.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., what would property be rented as?  Groller responded as residence.  Further comments by Killeen re: business use, fence needed to separate borough use of property, etc.  Groller responded no finalization on any details at this point, still in process of looking at possibilities, nothing definite until further review.  Killeen asked if she could obtain copy of CO inspection.  Mann stated will check on same and respond.
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., explanation of Resolution to members as compared to Ordinance, Resolution not law; also should be primary offense not secondary, this should be stated in resolution.  Re: park policies, council chasing kids out of park, policies too stringent, times should have been dawn to dusk.  Attended Whitehall Township meeting, told letters sent to Coplay borough council re: CWSA, why no discussion on same.  Mann responded spoke with solicitor who asked to be present for this discussion, same will take place at next week’s regular meeting.
