           92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Mazur, Miller, Piskula, Royer and Schin as well as Chief Genovese and Chief Buskaritz.  Luckenbill, Mayor Milander and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.
Hearing of persons present:  
Michael Miller, 40 North 5th St., nothing at this time, will wait.

Anne Killeen, 32 South 4th St., questioned Sodl re: social side profits going toward nonprofits in town, additional comments on same.  Mann questioned if requests were made for information via Right to Know Law request process?  Killeen responded no.  Killeen continued would like social side made available to firefighters for fundraisers such as breakfasts, etc.  Concerned $200,000 needed to bring building up to code per Sodl, does that bring it up to BOCA codes?  Mann again suggested obtain copy of report as prepared by Borough Engineer as to what is needed at building, unsure of BOCA, but report was prepared by engineer.  
At this time Mann asked if Michael Miller wanted to address council.  Again stated, not at this time.

Chief Genovese reported résumé of Christopher Beebe copy to all members, current firearms instructor Riedy no longer wants to do same.  Spoke with Beebe, agreed to train officers while maintaining needed certifications.  Requests hourly rate of $20 for seminars, an approximate additional cost of $80 onto budget, part time budget can absorb same.  Must be hired as “Training Officer” part-time employee.  Reviewed with police committee, will try to get him here next Tuesday for introduction.  Piskula questioned why no full time officer for this position and why Riedy no longer wants?  Chief Genovese responded Officer Globosits was firearms trainer previously, too much responsibility per Globosits and Riedy just no longer wants.  Chief Genovese continued received approval as appointed member of the Law Enforcement/Security Systems Occupational Advisory Council by Lehigh Career & Technical Institute, read letter of approval on same.  Also, received letter from DA recognizing Coplay’s compliance in timely submission of victim reporting information to DA’s office, commended Police Secretary for same.
Chief Buskaritz reported Relief Association purchased used squad truck for $6,500 and will sell 1983 truck, old Snap On Tool truck, newer vehicle more suitable to needs.  Collected @ $1,900 at coin toss, split with EMA.  Reviewed letter received from Dent’s office re: station construction and updates to station grants, application period from 5/29-7/10/09.  Does council wish him to pursue same?  All responded, yes.
Secretary reported next Lehigh County COG meeting Tuesday, 7/14/09 from 12-2 PM, any interest should be forwarded to office.  Civil Service amendments per Chief Genovese and approved by civil service commission, Ordinance prepared and reviewed by solicitor, now advertised and ready for vote at regular meeting.  Re: curb cut bids, received recommendation from Laurie Moyer at Lehigh County to rebid and show proof of solicitation to local contractors, not just advertisement.  Will rebid to open at July workshop and hopefully award at July regular meeting.  Will check with solicitor if motion needed.  Also, normally allow until 11/15 to complete same, so time not a factor.  Reviewed Lehigh County Humane Society situation, received letter from LCHS stating they were denied funding for 2009 by County, we have contract for 2009, but could have effect on 2010 budget.  If any members want copy, see Secretary.  Requesting approval from council to purchase additional fire proof file cabinet for borough office, cost has increased since last purchase from $2,699 to $3,199, purchase utilizing capital projects loan funds, under discussions for further review by members.  Re: mandatory recycling ordinance – received copy of Hanover Township ordinance from solicitor’s office, preparing same, will forward to committee for review and final approval, along with solicitor, could be ready for vote at July meeting.  Re: zoning changes, ordinance was prepared and forwarded to solicitor, however when writing appeared more than just ordinance necessary to enact zoning changes, requested solicitor guidance on same, working to make sure all requirements met including review by borough and county planning commissions, this may not be ready for vote until August meeting, wanted members to be aware of status.  Re: Health Officer, met with same this date, copies of certifications, very willing to work with businesses to comply with regulations but not harm current status.  Any questions by members, forward to Secretary.
Problems/matters for discussion:  
Fee Schedule – including changes as recommended to building permits by Housing Committee.  Mann began review of same, changes as follows: Criminal History Checks - $10; copies of documents – 0.25¢; bicycle license fee – removed; zoning & building permits – further discussion on same by members, agreed to further review by committee, Miller and Piskula requested comparison of prior Lehigh Valley Inspection Services fees and our rates prior to LVIS; also under building permits – Miller requested review Recreation Fee, should be for developers only, Secretary will check on both; Health Inspection - $65; remove contractor licensing – now required by State; dumpster - $20; Solid waste – secretary will update based on this year’s rates; fees for solid waste additional items, i.e. sofas, chairs, etc. – removed, however still have authority to charge based on “excess”, Miller requests this be reviewed with solicitor if valid; towing fees – Chief Genovese checking on same and will report back to coordinate with other area municipalities; tax collector fees – secretary will check with Tax Collector Deutsch and report on same; pavilion fees – resident $110, non-resident $150.  Discussion on this will continue and additional review at July workshop.
Requesting council approval to purchase additional fire proof filing cabinet for borough office utilizing capital projects loan account.  Mann added cost is $3,199.  No comments by members, motion at regular meeting. 

Use of pavilion with fee waived by Cub Scout Pack 32 for annual Rain Gutter Regatta Race on Thursday, 8/20/09 from 5 – 9 PM.  Secretary stated during week and not week of community days, pavilion open.  No further discussion, motion at regular meeting.

Use of Saylor Field with fee waived by Giant Food Store on Saturday, 6/13/09 to hold small carnival to benefit Children’s Miracle Network from 10 AM – 4 PM.  Secretary contacted Coplay Sports, they will not utilize field on this date to accommodate same.  Miller stated heard from one employee that they may not have this event, will check on same by regular meeting.  Secretary will have motion on agenda for regular meeting.

Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported alley project should be started within next few weeks, will be closing alleys, requesting residents be notified via letter of same for parking and garbage collection.  Streets department doing routine maintenance and preparing pool for season.  IRT report, 10 K race went very well, despite weather, 125 entrants.  Read portions of letter from IRT user from NJ, praise for same.  At last IRT meeting, Glenn Solt from Lehigh County spoke re: bridge repair work, Coplay bridge slated for 2011 replacement, tunnel underneath for IRT to allow users continued access and protection as well.  North Catasauqua bridge will begin as soon as Coplay bridge complete.  Mr. Solt also working to obtain final deed of Coplay IRT section still owned by railroad.
Schin reported recommending approval of firearms trainer as reviewed by Chief Genovese.  Received complaint from a few residents re: tax collector never at office, father or other taking taxes, questioned why we do not use bank like other municipalities.  Miller stated not sure able, elected position.  Secretary will forward for solicitor report on this at regular meeting.
Miller reported recommending Mike Humanick as pool manager requests Secretary register for 6/12 pesticide training.  Miller questioned PWD Pavelko re: pool, PWD Pavelko responded weather permitting should be complete tomorrow.  Re: unsigned letter to residents – totally incorrect; pool is up to code and repairs being done as needed; shell now updated this year, drains, etc.  Mann questioned what type of drain updates, same explained by PWD Pavelko.  Mann thanked for work at pool.  Miller continued re: letter from Sodl & Santee, questioned Treasurer if money for fire department included in general fund budget, responded yes.  Questioned Treasurer if money from fire company for use by department deposited into borough accounts, responded no.  Questioned Chief Buskaritz re: what address used for fire department fundraiser, responded 98 South 4th St.  Miller stated Chris & Matt Buskaritz had been unaware of use of this address, Miller did not go to post office on same.  Letter very misinforming.  Further comments regarding letter and fire company use of funds by Miller.
Luckenbill was absent, no report.
Mazur reported pickups good.  Tire Drop Off – received 105 tires.  Comprehensive Plan, pleased to report received $15,850 through LUPTAP grant program and another $7,925 from Lehigh County for total grants of $23,775.  Comprehensive Plan will cost borough $7,925.  Miller suggests letter of thanks be sent, especially to Commissioner Leiner for support of same.  Mazur continued initial committee meeting with URDC scheduled, should have public meetings over next few months, check newsletter on same.  Recycling meeting scheduled re: grass, never received a telephone complaint from any resident on discontinuation of grass pickup, did hear comments at polls during primary election, committee will meet this Thursday to discuss same and will report at regular meeting.
Piskula reported met with firefighters last night to ask what they need during this negotiation with fire company, came up with list of needs: questioning if fire company able to sublease for weddings, etc if borough owns; who covers liability insurance; financial statements should be shown; new truck; access to fire company side for training and use of kitchen or requests installation of kitchen on fire department side; access for fundraisers without questions from fire company; access to two front bays; adding new bay; new garage doors or replace seals; exhaust system for vehicles; heating system, only 1 ½ burners work; ceiling in disrepair; floor; paint; doors; crossover apron beginning to drop; new bathrooms; outside, or fill from outside, oil tank.  Piskula questioned council negotiating with two of three people who sent letter as reviewed by Miller, appalled that council decision is already made.  Miller added comments on same.
Mann reported handbook/personnel manual acknowledgement form should be signed by all members and returned to borough office.

Hearing of persons present:  

Anne Killeen, 32 South 4th St., is there a fine for not obtaining moving permit?  Mann responded unknown, Secretary stated would be noted in original ordinance not with fee scheduled, will check on same.  Re: tractor trailers parking at parkway lot and White construction vehicles, can fines be established for this situation.  Re: 3 thrash cans, formal complaint only put out 1 can – want refund on garbage fee.  Also, against grass collection, don’t use, if reinstated want refund for this as well.  Miller questioned Mazur if picking up grass again, not at this time but plans to discuss at committee meeting.  Killeen questioned missing meetings by members, specifically Luckenbill, not picking on same, but why is she not attending meetings.  Mann stated Luckenbill has contacted him directly when she will not be able to attend.
