Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl, as well as Police Chief Genovese, and PWD Boyle.  Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent due to work, EMA Coordinator and Firefighter Dave Buskaritz attended as representative of Department.  Mayor Bundra was also absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  None. 
PWD Boyle read May completed and projected projects reports.  Completed removal of trees and stumps at Town Square, cleaned boiler and lubed grates, removed dead bushes at monument and replaced with rose bushes, finished prep work at pool and pump house, filled pool, completed street sweeping, painted playground equipment at parkway and tot lot, patched front steps at borough hall, installed flags, completed routine building maintenance and clean up, routine sanitation pick ups, routine pot hole repairs and routine grass cutting.  June projected work includes inventory of all borough equipment, start storm drain study for repairs, build shelves for community days room, clean up at dump site, start community days prep work, paint rental house garage, paint tennis court building, and finish work at rental house.  July projected work includes completion of storm drain study, paint and repair barricades and repair damaged fence at ball field.  Plumbing issue at rental house was fixed by Wehr’s Plumbing this date.  Thanked Mayor and Police department for assistance during street sweeping.  Leiner questioned status of sinkhole in alley near 8th Street.  PWD Boyle responded awaiting study initiated by homeowner, same is on their property.    
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz had no report for EMA.  

Chief Genovese reported in May, 2015 received 220 incidents with 27 traffic arrests, 15 written warnings and 67 parking tickets.  Officers attended firearms qualification this month.  One vehicle was down, repairs completed at cost of $100 due to extended warranty.  Repairs were completed and car is back in service.  
Fire Fighter Buskaritz read May, 2015 report, 5 calls for month, 35 calls year to date.  All received updated CPR & First Aid Training.  In June, will be going door to door with annual fund drive letter.
Secretary reported Protective Safety Systems is requesting use of gym and classroom from September 14 through October 29, 2015, increased rate of $175/day, motion at regular meeting.  Additional lifeguard application received from Jarred Walker, motion to hire at regular meeting.  Girl Scouts who used pavilion at waived fee submitted donation of $50 for that use.  In order for bank to allow online bill payment, Resolution must be passed by borough council, same was prepared based on outline received from bank and submitted to Solicitor for review and approval, vote on Resolution at regular meeting.  Updates to Civil Service Commission and Civil Service Rules and Regulations needed based on changes at State level, i.e. must have three members in attendance for quorum.  Chief Genovese attended seminar on same which suggests adding two alternates to board, Ordinance makes this change along with number of meetings needed per year, and changes to suspension, removal or reduction in rank.  Ordinance was approved by Solicitor and advertised, ready for vote at regular meeting.  No further questions by members.  
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Request from Lehigh Valley Watershed for sponsorship of sixth annual conference.  Sponsorship amounts ranged from $2,500 to $250.  Council did not request motion for sponsorship.  No further questions or comments by members.  
Pres. Bodish asked for any other items for discussion, there were none.
Mayor Bundra was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl thanked Chief Genovese and fire department for another good month.  
Royer reported Rick Hauck of HSA Mechanical sent letter this date with suggestions and options for heating system, will review with PWD Boyle and return to Mr. Hauck and report on same at next week’s meeting.  
Burker reported met with guards and pool manager last Thursday.  Thanked PWD Boyle and public works employees for work at pool, shared copy of insert prepared for advertisement in Whitehall-Coplay Press this week.  Lehigh Valley Style voted Reph’s Auto Repair #1 in Lehigh Valley, council should consider some type of recognition; after discussion Secretary will prepare motion for recognition at which time plaque will be ordered for presentation to Mr. Reph at July workshop meeting.  Civic Plaza work by Lowe’s will begin around third week of June.  Leiner questioned cost of insert in Press.  Burker responded $218.  Sodl commented agree with recognition of a good business publicly by council.  
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Groller reported normal operations in finance.  Bucket truck found for purchase in amount of $6,200.00; suggests same be paid utilizing Departmental Projects funds as this was not part of 2015 budget.  No questions or comments by members, motion at regular meeting.

Bodish commented on Street Sweeping, attempted utilizing North Catasauqua’s sweeper in exchange for their use of our crack sealer, unfortunately due to size of machine and new driver same did not work out.  Will continue to work with neighboring municipalities in these types of efforts, never hurts to try, but will go back to using and paying for Martin’s Street Sweeping in 2016.  Sodl commented unfair of residents to criticize borough employees who are carrying out council’s decisions.  Leiner agreed with statements by Sodl.  Bodish continued with report, sanitation had normal operations.
