Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Vice-President Groller.  In attendance were Burker, Leiner,  Luckenbach, Royer, and Sodl, as well as Police Chief Genovese and PWD Pavelko.  Pres. Bodish, Fire Chief Buskaritz and EMA Coordinator Buskaritz were absent.  Vice-Pres. Groller led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., when writing letter to cell tower people regarding working through the night in residential area, why not ask them to donate funds toward heating system for the building and other improvements needed.  Vice-Pres. Groller responded would need to be discussed with Borough Solicitor.

Al Recker, 17 N 4th St., wanted to discuss with borough council preserving the history of the town.  Time capsule from 1969 100th anniversary celebration is not to be opened until 2069, however Northampton Borough moved their capsule from underground to bench as they found some items were compromised, should remove and check Coplay’s.  Suggests 2 additional Borough Flags be purchased to be flown along with American Flag in front of municipal building and at North 2nd Street parkway.  What about recognizing historical buildings and homes around town with some type of plaque that could be installed on buildings such as Log Cabin, two former town halls on 2nd Street, Ritz Theater, just to name a few.  Introduction of Student Government Day – Whitehall Township just had one this year, first time in many, which was received well by students, council should consider for next school year.  And lastly, 150th anniversary in 2019, should begin planning same, maybe use annual events already in place and theme around 150th anniversary such as Community Days and Halloween Parade.  Secretary added can include information in July newsletter to begin process of starting a committee for this event.
PWD Pavelko reported finished prepping and painting pool and other prep in bath house.  Routine grass cutting and trimming, posting and removing signs for street sweeping, 1.5 ton cold patch used, sweeping by hand accumulated areas prior to street sweeping, finished installation of gym lighting, tire drop off received 69 tires, dewinterized borough trucks removing salt/cindering, garbage has been heavy this month hitting 14 ton which is normally around 11 ton must be for spring cleaning.  Leiner questioned if any revenue is generated from tire drop off or is this just a service to residents.  PWD Pavelko responded no revenue received, just a service.  Leiner questioned numerous potholes, same being worked on?  PWD Pavelko responded due to harshness and length of winter, unable to get to all before having to start with preparations for pool, however with that coming to an end, should be able to have guys out this week and next week to finish up those repairs.  Sodl commented was satisfied with job done by street sweeper this year, thanked PWD Pavelko for providing employee drive along to make sure job was done properly.  
EMA Coordinator Buskaritz was absent, no report.  
Chief Genovese reported in May, 2014 received 219 total incidents with 2 arrests, 31 traffic arrests, 8 written warnings and 63 parking tickets issued, 40 tickets were result of street sweeping.  Two officers assigned to Bicycle Derby, Officer Heffelfinger sworn in and received MOPEC card, will begin training next week.  Vice-Pres. Groller questioned how many part time officers are on staff at this time.  Chief Genovese responded total of 8 part time officers.  Leiner thanked police for help with annual Bicycle Derby.
Fire Chief Buskaritz was absent, report was read by Sodl.  4 calls were received for the month of May, 2014.  Chlorine emergency training will be held at station on June 10.  
Secretary reported copies of updated Boards and Commissions listing to all members.  This date, attended first COG meeting under Tom Muller, introduced his new cabinet and will be introducing a new “Town Hall” online meeting/comment tool for Lehigh County residents called “Lehigh County Life” copy of draft press release to all members, this will go live July 1, 2014 will present to Coplay residents in July newsletter.  Leiner questioned status of Shade Tree Commission, if interested residents found would council consider reestablishing this board.  Vice-Pres. Groller stated Commission was never dissolved, still in ordinances however no participants, former Commission members began doing less and less and ultimately left with no replacements.  Further discussion on priority trees, 2nd Street tree removal, diseased trees, etc.  Vice-Pres. Groller explained funds are budgeted yearly and used over last few years to remove trees and correct sidewalks, however for many years prior to that trees were left go, no maintenance whatsoever, trimming or anything, which has resulted in overgrown and out of control shade trees.  Yearly the finance committee sets aside funds which are used to remove trees based on priority listing on file in office, sees no reason Commission could not be reinstated if enough resident volunteers come forward.

Groller suggests motion be included on regular meeting agenda.
Certificate of Recognition for Dennis, Judy and Joyce Podorsky – volunteer work at Coplay American Legion Baseball and Posthumous Certificate of Recognition for Joseph “Pat” Podorsky – leadership at Coplay American Legion Baseball.  Leiner requested certificate requests be withdrawn at this time, will revisit at some point in future.  
Vice-Pres. Groller asked for any other items for discussion.  None.
Mayor Bundra was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl thanked Chief Genovese for continued good work.  Fire Department training is ongoing, Coin Toss went well no amounts received to date, monthly meeting next week expect to receive report.  Banners are installed on poles throughout the borough, thanked Planning Commission members, Ron Helman, PWD Pavelko and borough office for work in making banner program successful.  Also, would like to request a letter be sent to Northampton Borough for their help in installing banners on poles, not only used their bucket truck but two of their personnel as well.  Of course offered to pay wages for time utilized with negative response.  Would like thank you letter to come from all of council.  Secretary will prepare for review.  Also, borough is in need of bucket truck for use in these situations, as well as tree trimming, putting flags up and down, installing holiday lighting and more, myself along with Burker are looking into possibilities for purchase of same, if deal is good and can be worked into borough budget, will update as more information is obtained.  Luckenbach questioned Secretary if used State equipment available through Municibid.com.  Secretary responded aware of same, will check website.  
Royer reported Lions and Lioness Clubs have done improvements at Tot Lot and are requesting sign be replaced, wood is deteriorated, looking into costs for replacement of sign.    
Burker reported pool opens this weekend, with opening day next Saturday, 6/14, copy of inserts to be in Whitehall-Coplay Press this Thursday announcing the numerous scheduled events for the pool this season presented to members.  Mr. Loy reported Legion clean up at Balliet Field going well, good support from local businesses and residents; obtained price to replace lighting and poles in amount of $80,000 expect to fund with grants and fundraisers.  Next park and recreation board meeting on Monday, 6/9.  Thanked Tara of WC Press for her support and articles regarding the banner program, increased the success of this project.  

Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
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Bodish was absent, no report.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., regarding Certificate discussions, doesn’t agree or disagree, would suggest same be discussed in executive session and only report final decision upon return to open meeting.  Vice-Pres. Groller responded that is not a valid reason to go into executive session, must be open discussion.
