Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, and Sodl as well as Mayor Bundra, PWD Pavelko, Police Chief Genovese and Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Recker, Royer and EMA Coordinator Keller were absent.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Hearing of persons present:  
Ronald Golley, 1022 Center St., attended council meetings 18 months ago re: 1102 Center Street property, last week grass was 20” high, obtained copy of borough ordinance which says over 6” not allowed.  Why is this continued to be allowed year after year, not fair to neighbors and neighborhood.  Pres. Bodish questioned Code Enforcement Officer Helman who responded just received complaint end of last week, must give 30 days per property maintenance.  Mr. Golley stated since this continues year after year can’t more be done, only has grass cut every 5 to 6 weeks, not enough during growing season, ironically grass was cut yesterday.  Sodl questioned if ordinance can be changed to include more serious consequences to those that are repeat offenders.  Pres. Bodish stated don’t wait until grass is 20”, as soon as over 6” call borough office to report complaint.
Johanna Billings, Whitehall-Coplay Press, stated Sodl and Burker correct to discuss in open session regarding concession stand rather than executive session as it was not directly regarding personnel.  Stated was informed the 240 missing hot dogs were in freezer at end of season, do members have any response to statement.  No members responded.  For the record, I was not the one who nominated Coplay Borough Council for Bill White’s hall of fame.  

Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., numbers being thrown about for the pool, numbers given by borough office for 2009 season showed @ $77,000 in expenses, however in November, 2009 numbers given to myself from borough office showed @ expenses of $72,000, a difference of more than $4,000, should be looking into reason for difference from then to now.  Ms. Miller questioned who ordered for pool.  Secretary responded believes borough office.  Ms. Miller suggested a review before leaving office in 2009 by finance committee for 2010 pool season, including reduction of pool manager salary.  Questioned if any member reviewed manager Humanick’s end of season overview and recommendations, concession employees also did clean up around pool and park along with admissions, recommendations were overlooked for implementation in 2010, should have been given to next council person in charge of pool for their review.  Again stated numbers received in November, 2009 are different from current numbers provided by borough office, should be asking why.  Sodl replied used a 7 year average, not just 2009, had chance to change now our turn to try and fix.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., regarding 1102 Center, agree should be able to do more with chronic problems at same residence year after year.  Also, garbage out must be imported as no one lives at residence.  Pictures of grass and garbage given to members.  Mr. Helman stated property owner was told to clean out house as is very overcluttered and garbage may be from clean out.  Ms. Killeen stated should be added to Mr. Helman’s job description to review these ongoing properties on regular basis so they are not overlooked.  Also, whatever happened to bamboo ordinance.  

Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., with Ms. Reichl’s resignation from Library Board who is taking that over.  Has accounting firm been contacted to set up account for 0.38 millage library funds.  In 2009 and prior, there was no transparency of borough funds until end of year and no explanations given.  Ms. Miller neglected to state in prior years she took it upon herself to donate left over food from pool.  Library most important at this time, are we responsible for covering school district funding for remainder of 2013.  Groller responded allocated $28,332 in 2013 budget, cutting monthly check of $2,361 and will continue through end of the year.
Wilbur Hill, WRW Builders, 928 6th St., Whitehall, copy of sign off by Helman for parking pad prior to deadline of January 15, 2013 requesting $1,000 check for installation of same be issued from borough.  Pres. Bodish responded no approval from engineer received that pad project was completed according to prior information transition between new and old sidewalk was safety hazard.  Mr. Hill states this has nothing to do with parking pad, only sidewalk and Mr. Helman approved and signed off.  It was completed, therefore monies should be released.  Sodl stated again nothing from Engineer reporting work has been completed, can’t release any funds until that is received.  Leiner questioned what needs to happen to resolve situation.  Pres. Bodish responded must receive approval from engineer, upon receipt would be discussed by council and put to additional vote to release funds.  Secretary will contact engineer.
At this time, Leiner had to leave meeting @ 7:40 pm.

Karen Kratzer-Shields, 130 S 9th St., regarding question from Mr. Procanyn, Library Board next meets on Thursday, June 13, board will review to name new President at that time.

EMA Coordinator Keller was absent, no report.  
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PWD Pavelko reported grass cutting and trimming ongoing, diseased tree on South 8th Street cut down, pavilion ceiling painting @ 80% complete, tv cable ran to office and council chambers, truck weight limit signs all installed except by 2nd & Chestnut intersection as additional mounting needed which has been ordered, continuing work at pool including fixture repairs in bathhouse, cleaned and painted concession stand floor, acid washed and pool filled, extensive deck patching; flags are up and will remain until July 4th, ½ ton cold patch used, beginning weed killer application at various areas in parkway.  Sodl thanked PWD Pavelko for getting pool prepared early for use by fire department for training.
Chief Genovese reported bike derby held June 1 with Officers Reed & Gensits, all went well.  202 calls received for May, 2013 with 17 offenses for the month, 2 cleared by exceptional clearance and 2 cleared by arrests, 19 traffic arrests with 12 written warnings for traffic violations and 1 written warning for equipment violations with 12 borough parking tickets issued.   
Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz reported 12 calls for May, 2013, all vehicles in good working order, ongoing training classes of water rescue this month and structural burn for July.  Thanked PWD Pavelko for pool preparation for training.  Ready for fireworks on July 3rd.  Coin toss netted just under $3,000 in donations.  
Secretary reported easement with CWSA for Scheuermann Lot #4 was reviewed and approved by engineer, solicitor had some wording changes which were forwarded to Attorney Stover, if response received may be on agenda for motion at next week’s meeting.  Next police pension meeting scheduled for Tuesday, June 25 at 7 pm, please have officer attend same.  Specifications for Chestnut and Ruch Streets storm sewer project were prepared by engineer and received in office, will be advertised in WC Press on 6/13 and 6/20 with bids received at 7/2 workshop meeting and bid could be awarded at 7/9 regular meeting.  Next Lehigh County COG meeting scheduled for next Tuesday, 6/11 from 12-2 pm at government center, anyone interested in attending let me know.  Cost for plaques in addition to Certificates is approximately $30 each, could motion next week to obtain for Mr. Polaha.  Mayor Bundra stated Mr. Polaha more than satisfied with personal signatures from council, does not see need.  No further discussion by members.  Secretary stated as each Certificate is brought up for approval will also bring up to discuss plaque as well and could be included, or not, in motion as determined by council members discussion.
Discussion of any problems/matters:
From May regular meeting – tabled motion to install signs at parkway re: Young Lungs at Play program.  Secretary stated requested example resolution was not forwarded to date.  Pres. Bodish stated no need for discussion as no resolution to review.    
Natalie Reichl re: resignation as member of Coplay Public Library board and Janet Eisenhauer re: application to open appointment on Coplay Public Library Board.  No discussion by members, motions at regular meeting.
Request received from Cub Scout Pack 32 for use of pavilion at no fee for annual Rain Gutter Regatta on Thursday, August 15, 2013.  No discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.

At this time, Sodl requested discussion on parking issues during primary election at fire building, would like to see it made easier for those voting to park and get in and out of lot, ask those residents in area who park in lot not to be there during that time.  Chief Genovese stated in past agreement with residents okay to park in lot when no events going on and will check to make sure during next election that agreement is followed, especially since borough now owns this property.

Mayor Bundra reported May 22nd safety meeting coincided with CPR training for employees, however did meet with limited personnel, next meeting scheduled for June 19th.  Attended May 26 Memorial Day walk with Legion Post 426, very nice program.  Attended MECAB meeting in Catasauqua with speaker from PSAB in attendance, would like to see more council members attend in future have seen positive results such as Hess Energy for street lighting electricity which will save borough money and obtained map of all street lights in borough from PP&L with guidance from information obtained at prior MECAB meeting.  Next meeting will not be until September 18 and will be held in Wilson Borough.  Copy of IRT Caboose Dedication paperwork to each member and copy of proclamation re: “Relay for Life” program upcoming at Whitehall High School football field.  Next Communities That Care meeting will be held at Whitehall, still looking for resident participation in this program.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Sodl thanked Chief Genovese for work in police department, thanked Interim Fire Chief Buskaritz for efforts to work together at fire department.  Stated wants all to differentiate between fire department and CFC, fire department is firefighters only whereas CFC is not the “other side” of fire department, they are just CFC.  Sodl questioned Pres. Bodish as to status of door replacement.  Pres. Bodish stated waiting until this time, halfway 
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through year, to determine if funding still available in budget to replace, will obtain bids to see if fits within budget.  Sodl reported have interested lessee for concession stand, Milander’s Market who will pay $650 to borough and pay propane and electric bills, would like to discuss to allow solicitor to prepare agreement/lease and vote on passage of lease at next week’s regular meeting for this pool season.  Poll by Pres. Bodish responded in approval for same by Groller, Burker and Bodish.  Secretary will contact Solicitor to prepare lease.  Sodl continued, due to decrease in responsibilities pool manager salary should be decreased by 30% and a more specific/clarified job description prepared for the position which should include hours expected to be at pool.  Also, disagrees with graffiti on walls at pool including inside and on outside of pump house, all should be removed.  Spoke with Burker regarding hours of operation should not be open until 8 pm in August, sunlight is already decreasing by that time.  Secretary stated current hours are June 12-7 pm, July 12-8 pm and August 12-7 pm.  Sodl continued would like attendance tracked to see who is attending and when.  Secretary stated we do have cash register at admissions and staff trained to input all admissions whether season passes or daily rate and receipt shows date and time.  Sodl would like same at end of season for review.  Secretary will supply.
Royer was absent, no report.  
Recker was absent, no report.
Groller reported finance normal operations, requests approval from council to extend drawdown of Capital Projects Loan for additional two year period, until July, 2015 with no other changes to interest rate or repayment terms.  No discussion by members, motion at regular meeting.  Met with representatives from Brosky Insurance to review health insurance, due to need for underwriting no rate savings would be seen with a change at this time, will review again later in year.  Pres. Bodish questioned how much is still available to be used from loan, what is owed and what was maximum amount utilized.  Groller responded $195,000 available with $650,000 owed at this time and had used total of $720,000, these amounts are all approximates.
Bodish stated will report at regular meeting.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Beverly Miller, 40 N 5th St., decision made by all of council to donate opened product at end of pool season and use in care packages being sent to soldiers overseas, not done just on own.
Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., borough office should contact engineer to complete inspection in order to release $1,000, speak with Solicitor next week and discuss for council to release funds.  Pres. Bodish stated will be determined by engineer and solicitor as to timing of approval.

Wilbur Hill, 928 6th St., questioned if additional information provided other than letter.  Pres. Bodish stated will be discussed and reviewed.  Mr. Hill again states letter received does not deny parking pad installation.  Pres. Bodish restated will discuss with engineer and review.
