Meeting called to order at 7 p.m. by President Mann.  In attendance were Bodish, Bundra, Groller, Mazur, Piskula and Royer as well as Police Chief Genovese, EMA Coordinator Keller, PWD Pavelko, and Fire Chief Buskaritz.  Mayor Milander was absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
At this time, bids were opened for 1990 GMC Garbage Truck, none received.

Bids will be forwarded to Laurie Moyer, Lehigh County for recommendation to award, vote at regular meeting.  Bundra questioned, although not lowest but close in cost, due to relationship with Herman, can award be granted.  Secretary will forward question along with documents to County.

Hearing of persons present:  
Sandy Picos, 117 N 6th St., street light out in Turnip Alley, calling since April and still not corrected.  Mann responded will follow up on same.  Re: dog incident at Coplay Sports field, threatened and vulgar language used by Helman in front of children, now signs ordered leashes must be used.  State does not have laws on leashes.  Chief Genovese responded no State law, leash requirement is Borough Ordinance, along with mandate to clean up after animals.  Ms. Picos questioned recourse or response to being threatened, etc.  Chief Genovese stated charges could be filed.  Piskula questioned if Mr. Helman should be reprimanded by council or Coplay Sports, he was not on borough time but is borough employee, Coplay Sports or council must take care of.  Mann stated or could file charges with police department.  Additional comments by Chief Genovese.
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., questioned status of audio system for council chambers.  Groller responded going out for bids, will report upon receipt.  Procanyn continued, Morning Call article stating illegal to have ban of cell phone use while driving, should repeal previously passed Ordinance.  Mann responded did not pass Ordinance, passed Resolution which was sent to state showing support for statewide ban.
EMA Coordinator Keller read Emergency Management response report for May, 2011.  Bundra commended EMA on job well done.  
PWD Pavelko reported most of month spent working on prepping pool including installation of new bathroom stall doors, cleanout, acid washed and repaired 40 square foot of walls blown out, bathhouse floors painted and filter motor and piping repairs completed.  12 stops signs and 40 4-way signs replaced.  Grass cutting continues, takes two men two and one half days to complete all grass cutting.  Second generator test conducted.  NBMA contracted to repair street where water main blowout on Chestnut Street occurred.  Bodish questioned how long grass cutting takes.  PWD Pavelko responded approximately 40 man hours.  Bundra questioned if lighting in fire building boiler room replaced and if air conditioning repaired.  PWD Pavelko responded yes, lighting has been replaced and is much brighter in area and air conditioning was repaired, but continuing to check.  
Chief Genovese reported officers provided for Bike Derby and Memorial Day events.  Received thank you letter from Juvenile Probation for allowing them to use gym for training and offering services of juveniles for any community project.  Upstairs classroom used by Armorer School, received free attendance for one officer, savings of $375 and also donated rifle with value of $1,100.  This Friday will monitor Saengerbund sound levels, Saengerbund is self monitoring as well and informing bands up front of consequences if decibel levels are not within borough limits.  Have completed previous checks as well, with no problems.  Saengerbund is being very diligent.  Requesting “No Parking” signs be installed at 1128 Tapler Drive, roadway curves at this residence and when cars parked on roadway, causes hazardous condition, signs are to avoid future accidents in area.  Bundra questioned Whitehall or Coplay.  Chief Genovese responded Coplay.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.  Chief Genovese continued, asking for additional part time officer, to replace DeAngelo who became full time when Officer Reed left last August, new uniforms would be only expense.  Officer Pinto in audience was introduced to members, currently working in North Catasauqua, requests motion to hire pending passage of all required testing.  Piskula questioned need due to absence of Officer Globosits.  Chief Genovese responded, Officer Globosits has returned, need is now more due to vacations, etc.  
Chief Buskaritz read May, 2011 fire report, 33 year to date incidents.  Collected approximately $2,800 at coin toss and have received $3,300 for current fund drive.  On 5/20, attended fire expo in Harrisburg, purchased traffic vests and work gloves at cost of only $1 each.  Questioned where a manual for installed exhaust system is located, nothing at building.  PWD Pavelko stated believes same is at building, will
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check.  Re: Piskula question last month of department website, do not have website, individual firefighters are on Facebook, but no website.  Piskula stated still receiving same notifications, will copy and forward information for Chief Buskaritz to review.
Secretary reported Ordinance #794 updating animal dog licensing required of any dog three (3) months or older, advertised and ready for vote at regular meeting.  Received Census 2010 results, population is now 3,192, down from 3,387 a decrease of 195.  Next police pension meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, 7/26 at 7 PM – council president, police committee member and police officer must attend.  
Discussion of any problems/matters:

Letter from Chris Sweeney re: use of parking lot at parkway on 7/10.  Pavilion is in use that date.  Secretary stated spoke with pavilion renter, is expecting large group.  Piskula stated pool will also be open.  Motion at regular meeting.
Letter from Tax Collector Deutsch re: EIT Administrator/Quality Assurance Agent for Coplay effective January 1, 2012.  Mann stated Finance committee discussed and agrees to appoint Deutsch to this position as someone to work in the best interest of the borough, overseeing Berkheimer as they take over collection of EIT in January.  Committee suggests salary of $200 per month for this position.  In 2010, collected $282,000 in EIT, Deutsch salary is 3% or $8,466, Berkheimer receiving 1 ½%, with $200/month salary will still be under 2010 and 2011 amounts.  Piskula questioned if residents will still need to see Deutsch.  Mann responded yes, still collecting real estate, per capita, etc. just not earned income.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Mayor Milander was absent, no report.  

Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported normal operations in Streets Department.  Chestnut Street repaired where water main break occurred.  No start date for paving of 7th Street at this time.  CWSA report, 3,250 infiltration inspections have been completed, if you haven’t already, please schedule your appointment.  Also, requests reminder included in newsletter and website.  Secretary will take care of same.  
Mazur read May, 2011 police report.  Committee recommending approval to purchase along with Catasauqua, North Catasauqua and possibly Northampton, radar traffic recorder.  Attaches to any pole, records traffic count, speeds and times for two way traffic.  Chief Genovese opened unit and reviewed with members.  Catasauqua and North Catasauqua have committed to purchase, Northampton will be discussing at next meeting on 6/16.  With three municipalities, cost would be $1,670 each; four municipalities would be $1,250 each.  Mazur stated same is good idea.  Bundra questioned if could help with accidents.  Chief Genovese responded depending on situation could be utilized.  Recorder will be housed at Coplay or Catasauqua and this will help with questions as previously brought to borough council, especially on 2nd Street.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Piskula read May, 2011 health report.  Continuing to check on abandoned vehicle reports.  Piskula questioned dedication.  Bundra and Mann responded, approached Community Days which approved request, dedication of new Fire Truck, Garbage Truck and police vehicle will occur Saturday of event at 1 PM, rain date Sunday.  Bundra added Piskula taking care of inviting additional public officials.  Piskula questioned sidewalk repairs where shade trees previously removed.  Mann responded being completed by Luckenbach at cost of $2,500 for 5 areas.
Bodish reported recycling, yard waste and grass, and garbage collections going well.  Change to Friday collection of grass and yard waste, transition went well; requests write up in next newsletter and notice on sign at Giant.  New garbage truck to be received at Merkin on 6/19, to Horwith on 6/20 with delivery to us on 6/22 or 6/23.  Requests larger items be reduced in size to 3’ lengths.  Piskula stated saw larger item out, spoke with sanitation to not pick up due to size and then same was taken later anyway, should not have been removed until size reduced.  PWD Pavelko responded unaware same was picked up, pickers were told not to collect.  Bodish and PWD Pavelko will review and discuss with sanitation employees.
Bundra reported held safety meeting with PW employees on 5/4 to discuss lighting, next meeting will be on lifting.  Workplace Safety Committee met 5/18 and all were trained 6/7; training was very informational and covered many topics normally discussed by committee at monthly meeting.  All borough employees were certified by Red Cross in CPR/AED, good now for two years, also received discount of $450 in exchange for use of pool for Red Cross lifeguard certification course.  IRT report, Ruch Street caboose site is Eagle Scout 
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project, Saturday is work party on Coplay section.  Have no fire report as locked out of 5/9 meeting, requested 
keys for building, but have not been received, will be unable to report as still being locked out.  Mann questioned Chief Buskaritz, responded has key for Bundra at this time and will be given this evening.  Piskula questioned any problems with intersection at Trailhead, accidents, etc.  Bundra responded mostly no problem, may think there is one based on layout of intersection, but none to date.  

Groller thanked public works for installation of stall doors in pool bathhouse, looks good.  Lighting representative informed PWD Pavelko of PPL rebate program for installation of new fixtures.  PWD Pavelko explained more than 50 fixtures need replacement in municipal building, we purchase fixtures, submit to PP&L, they refund full price of fixtures.  In addition, should see 30% decrease in electric use.  Also, looking to upgrade fixtures at Library with this program.  Piskula questioned if a problem at Library, heard Librarian quit.  Groller responded correct, board is working to replace and hire new Librarian and also looking into proposed funding cuts as reported in Morning Call from both school district and state.  Nothing has been decided at this time as there are still too many questions, but board is looking at all alternatives.  Re: 38 South 4th Street, recommending approval of Karen Jansens to rent house, she has completed application and passed criminal background check.  Thanked PWD Pavelko for work at residence, same looks very nice.  Piskula questioned rental fee.  Groller responded $840/ month plus utilities.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
Mann questioned Finance committee re: $1,670 for radar traffic recorder to be taken from Capital Reserve, committee agreed with same.  Recommending to council for approval.  No further comments by members, motion at regular meeting.
