92nd Council

Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Mann.  In attendance were Mazur, Miller, Piskula, and Royer.  Mayor Milander and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Luckenbill and Schin were absent.  Pres. Mann led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of May 12, 2009 were approved as presented to council by secretary -  carried.  
Hearing of persons present:  
Bob Deutsch, 239 S 2nd St., whatever happened to speed law on 2nd Street?  Mayor Milander requested response, Mann approved.  Responded posted as 25 MPH, speed checks are done in area.  Deutsch commented no tickets given in over 4 months, vehicles traveling at more than 50 mph why are they not being stopped?  Further discussion with Mayor Milander, Mann and Mr. Deutsch.  Mann stated will obtain information from Chief Genovese on same.  Deutsch requested number of citations given on 2nd Street within last two months.  Mayor Milander will get same.
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Anne Killeen, 32 S 4th St., re: fire company lease, will firefighters be allowed to use building for fundraisers at least two times a month?  Mann responded, no comment.  Questioned certificate of occupancy inspections, if she were to sell her home she would need to pass and bring up to code prior to change of hands; did fire company inspection bring building up to code?  Mann questioned if copy of inspection obtained through Right to Know law through office?  Killeen responded no.  Killeen continued, at workshop meeting stated as same use, no need to bring to code.  But should be as building changing hands.  Solicitor responded believes report did bring up to code.  Killeen questioned re: fines for when no permits obtained.  Solicitor responded in place in all ordinances when relevant, however not determined by borough, but by magistrate after issuance of non traffic citation.  Killeen questioned re: Luckenbill missing another meeting.  Mann responded first time not contacted with reason.  Killeen questioned re: minutes, can she request changes to same.  Mann responded no changes once approved by council.  Miller and Solicitor comments on same.  Secretary added normally complete minutes Friday after meeting and on website by following week with statement not final until approved by council, this gives almost three weeks prior to meeting for any questions/concerns on minutes.
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., re: Killeen question on inspection, fire company made offer for consideration and most everything on building would be grandfathered per state.  Re: loan, how much drawn down?  Mann responded original draw $100,000, however just requested additional as received invoice from MEM for street lights, not sure of amount.  Procanyn questioned if $100,000 was used as tax anticipation note?  Mann responded no.  Questioned is there a separate account or budget for the loan monies?  Mann responded, planning budget prior to loan.  Questioned bank line of credit and usage, is there minimum amount of interest paid?  Mann responded no, just on borrowed.
Lou Bodish, 101 N 8th St., at polls heard complaints on two issues 1. grass and 2. fire company.  Questioned if grass collection issue will be looked at.  Mann responded committee reviewing same, Mazur will respond during report.  Re: fire company, hope same can be finished and resolution found, believes borough should own building.  Additional question, if permit is needed to open pool, Mann explained no, just when pool put up.

Mayor read May, 2009 police reports.
Solicitor had no report.  
Engineer was absent, no report.   
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:

Royer reported still awaiting notification of start to alley paving project, streets doing routine maintenance.  Housing committee report, fees reviewed since workshop, some changes made, all lower than Lehigh Valley Inspection Service, reviewed comparison chart of prior costs and changes.  IRT report National trail day on 6/6 went well, next meeting 6/16 at trailhead pavilion at 7 PM.  Mann questioned members if building inspector fees ready for motion or wait for inclusion with fee scheduled at July meeting.  Miller questioned $25 renewal fee for pools taken down over winter and put back every year, explained by Helman as must review plot plan again, etc.  All agreed with motion, same added to current agenda.
Schin was absent, no report.
Miller reported hiring of pool manager, lifeguards and concession workers on agenda for approval.  Requests change to charge $2 for last hour, specifically 6-7 pm for June and August and 7-8 pm for July instead of last two hours as in prior years.  Requesting criminal checks on any employees over age 18, including manager.  Members agreed same should be done.  Re: security cameras in building, recorder needs upgrade at cost of @ $1,700, suggests purchase of same.  CWSA did not address letter sent by this council re: taping of meetings at May meeting, will attend in June to check on same and will bring up to authority if not addressed at that time.
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Luckenbill was absent, no report.   
Mazur reported first meeting with URDC and comprehensive plan committee scheduled, process under way.  Happy to report received LUPTAP grant of $15,850 and Lehigh County grant of $7,925 leaving balance of $7,925 to be paid by borough.  Re: grass, letter to be included in July newsletter; responses will be reviewed, asking all residents to respond either by phone, email or mail.  Miller questioned drop off area in place, etc.  Mazur stated preliminary questionnaire at this time to gather information, see how many residents really care about grass collection, is it worth it to charge 

for those who want it, add a drop off area, etc.  Requested statement re: preliminary gathering of information be added to newsletter article.  Secretary will add same.
Piskula read May, 2009 Fire report, 36 incidents to date for 2009.  Fireman’s Relief Association purchased new box truck for $6,500.  Upset re: Mr. Hacker of fire company contacted police department re: old vehicle, same is properly inspected however plate removed and used on new truck sitting on borough lot adjacent to building.  Requests executive session on personnel.  Mann responded already on agenda.  
Mann reported meeting with school board on 6/18.  Requests all members sign and return to office acknowledgment form for personnel manual, copy of this page to all members.

Motion by Royer, second by Mazur to approve residential building fees as presented by Housing Committee – carried.
Motion by Royer, second by Miller to reject all bids submitted for 2008 CDBG Handicap Curb Cuts Project and re-bid as recommended by Laurie Moyer, Grants and Housing Manager, County of Lehigh – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Piskula to approve purchase of fire proof filing cabinet for borough office at cost of $3,199 utilizing Capital Projects loan – nay by Miller – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Mazur to approve use of pavilion at no fee by Cub Scout Pack 32 for annual Rain Gutter Regatta Race on Thursday, 8/20/09 – carried.  
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve use of Saylor Field at no fee by Giant Food Store to hold small carnival to benefit Children’s Miracle Network on Saturday, 6/13/09 from 10 AM – 4 PM - carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to approve hiring of Christopher Beebe as Training Officer for the Coplay Police Department – Miller questioned if in attendance, Secretary responded on vacation, will attend July workshop if council wishes, members requested attendance at July workshop – carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Mazur to approve hiring of Michael Humanick as pool manager – carried.

Motion by Piskula, second by Miller to approve hiring of Lauren Rompilla, Paige Furler, Rachel Sculley, Morgan Andreas, Elizabeth Shafer, Matthew Kosar and Taylor Green as Lifeguards, along with James Humanick and Andrew Skibicki pending certification as Lifeguards at the municipal swimming pool for the 2009 season, at this time Miller requested and same added, and pending passing of background checks for those over age 18 – carried.
Motion by Mazur, second by Miller to approve hiring of Kristi Olphin, Bruce Royer, Carlos Valentin, Isabell Abi-Samra, Christie Kroboth, Melissa Kucherich, Ashley Hill as concession stand employees, with alternates Evan Olphin, Danielle Abi-Samra and Ian Gyecsek at the municipal swimming pool for the 2009 season and pending passing of background checks for those over 18 – carried.  At this time, Miller explained alternates being hired for minimal hours to add for experience when hiring next season.
Motion by Miller, second by Mazur to approve police, fire, health and building inspector reports – carried.  
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Motion by Mazur, second by Royer to accept treasurer Sandra Gyecsek’s report for May, 2009 as presented to council – carried.
