Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Pres. Bodish.  In attendance were Burker, Groller, Leiner, Luckenbach, Royer and Sodl.  Mayor Bundra and Solicitor Preston were also present.  Pres. Bodish led pledge of allegiance.
Minutes from regular meeting of May 13, 2014 were approved as presented to council by secretary – carried. 
Hearing of persons present: 
John Schreiner, CWSA, along with Jim Hahn, to report Allentown settlement finalized and escrow funds collected which will be used toward debt service payments.  Pres. Bodish questioned if all escrow funds were returned.  Mr. Schreiner responded no, settled at 90% of what was in escrow and going forward will not have same issue.  Regarding EPA compliance, CWSA has spent $14 million to alleviate infiltration issues and is well ahead of other sewer authorities in area.  Luckenbach thanked Mr. Schreiner and CWSA board for work over last 20 years, something to be proud of.  Discussion by members and Mr. Schreiner on possible regionalization of sewer with LCA leasing Allentown sewer, Mr. Schreiner stated CWSA position is emphatically NO, will continue to pay what agreement says must be paid, nothing more, and will not agree to regionalization, not beneficial to our rate payers.
Mel Procanyn, 7 S 8th St., what is PP&L problem of cutting off power at 2-3 am at Egypt substation, do you have any information on that.  Sodl responded last evening’s event due to tree falling.  Mr. Procanyn questioned CWSA expansion in Cementon, what is status.  Mr. Schreiner responded same may or may not happen, still in early planning.  Mr. Bodish added cannot be answered at this time.
Reading of correspondence:  None.
Mayor Bundra reported joint safety committee minutes to all, public works employees met on May 13 to discuss personal protective equipment.  June 17 next CRIZ meeting after denial of initial application to reorganize for submission during round 2, at Whitehall Township 8AM.  6/19 regional comprehensive plan for climate change in Easton at 10 AM, plan to attend same.  6/20 and 6/21 from 12 noon to 12 noon is Relay for Life at Whitehall High School football stadium, very good event, fundraiser for cancer research.  7/1 is next CTC meeting from 9-12 at Whitehall Township, all invited to attend.  Invited this date to Greater LV and Palmerton Chambers of Commerce event, interesting meeting and discussion, I reviewed for Coplay UGI gas line replacement, CRIZ application and banner program.  Spoke with Richard Molchany of Lehigh County regarding kilns restoration, does not appear County will do anything without council showing support of this project, requests members attend meeting where discussion will take place which has not been determined yet, will find out and let members know and would like to have all in attendance at that County meeting to show our support of this worthwhile project.
Solicitor Preston reported hearing with LCB for Saengerbund noise exemption held 6/4, decision was received and exemption approved for 5 years, until 2019.  Regarding Library Policy changes, same reviewed by Attorney Harrison, requests executive session on personnel.  Sodl questioned status of civic plaza lease with Giant.  Solicitor answered still awaiting response from Giant.
Engineer was absent, no report.  
Reports of Officers and Standing Committees:
Sodl reviewed health/code enforcement report for May, 2014, 6 health inspections completed, 21 new code violations reported with 11 ongoing and 7 resolved.  Most reports for high grass and abandoned vehicles.  Banners have been installed and wanted to report financials on same, collected $13,000 for banners, cost was $8,912.54 for 72 banners and hardware, leaving balance of $4,087.46.  This balance will be utilized to purchase 3 welcome to Coplay signs at Ruch Street, North 2nd by Parkway and Hokendauqua/North 2nd Street, maybe at island owned by St. John’s Church along Ruch Street, just beginning this process.  Leiner questioned if there will be second round of banners.  Sodl responded if enough interest, however plan is to move forward with welcome signs and then move on to improving civic plaza.
Royer reported normal building operations, nothing additional to report.   
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Burker reported pool opened past weekend; minor issues which were taken care of, new manager with 3 volunteer guards helped to set up Friday before opening.  Aqua Zumba classes begin this Monday and continue through summer.  Received call from Steve Nemeth of Cementon Fair asking permission to put up signage at parkway, gave okay on same, neighborly thing to do.  Park & Rec board met 6/9, meeting with Mr. Cope on 6/11 to walk parks and then again on 6/16 to finalize grant plans.  Also, working with Whitehall-Coplay Press to make sure there is publicity on the improvements board is making.  Bill Loy reported open claim with insurance company for lights at Balliet Stadium, working to obtain additional information on same.  Received email from resident regarding issues at parkway playground, will be looking to address and resolve same.  Pres. Bodish suggested utilizing Juvenile Probation program as minor repairs and painting seem to be primary concern.  Leiner suggested contacting Karen Hammer of Juvenile Probation and questioned if flyer in WC Press was gratis or cost involved.  Burker responded paid for same, committee trying to determine what programs will work.  Sodl added insert is marketing tool and necessary to improve attendance.
Groller reported normal operations in finance.  
Bodish reported finishing pool preparations, will begin on potholes, street signs and curb painting.
